BUDGET DISCUSSION WORKSHOP

Chairman Les Hammond opened the meeting at 9:00 am.    Due to the fact that only two of the three members were in attendance, the meeting was recessed until 3:00 pm this date in an attempt to have all three selectmen present for the budget workshop.

The meeting was called to order again at 3:00 pm.

Selectman Rene Forcier called at 2:55 pm to say that he was just leaving Boston and would not be able to make the meeting.  He would be available by phone.

The Board discussed the police budget again, specifically the hours budgeted for the police secretary.   Police Chief Chris Connelly had asked that the secretary’s hours be increased from 32 hours to 34 ½ hours per week with some extra hours budgeted for weeks that she will be needed to work longer hours.   

Raises:   Raises were discussed.  Les Hammond stated that he was not in favor of giving raises.  Mert Mann said he is leaning toward a 2% increase across the board.  

Rene Forcier was contacted via cell phone.  After some discussion the following decisions were made by the board:

· Added hours for the police secretary from 32 hours per week to 34 ½ hours per week plus 40 extra hours.  Hammond – yes; Mann – yes; Forcier – yes.

· Raises:  After some discussion it was decided to go with 2 ½% raises, across the board, for town employees.  Hammond – no; Mann – yes; Forcier – yes.  

With the above changes made, the bottom line of the proposed operating budget will be $1,949,840.   This is a $124,096 increase over 2007.  This would be an approximate 7% increase.  The estimated tax rate for the town, based on this increase and an increase of $6 million in value, would be $2.53, up $.27 over 2007.  

A general discussion ensued regarding the flood area and the calculations received from the state.  

Motion was made by Mert Mann to adjourn, seconded by Les Hammond.  Motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 3:50 pm.
