MINUTES OF MEETING

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment Appointments: 

John Trottier, Chairman, Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment, appeared before the Board and presented a letter with recommendations for reappointments to the Zoning Board as follows: 


David Nault


Ron Slocum

He stated that he had spoken with both individuals and they are both interested in continuing on as full-time members of the Zoning Board of Adjustment, and he would recommend they be reappointed.  

At this point in the discussion, Mert Mann stated he understood that John Trottier had spoken with Les Hammond regarding Town Counsel meeting with the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment on a client/attorney privilege basis in the near future.  

At this point in the meeting, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into Nonpublic Executive Session according to RSA 91-A:3 for the purpose of discussing legal issues at 7:07 p.m.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by the following roll call vote:

There were no decisions or motions made at the Nonpublic Executive Session. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen recess the Nonpublic Executive Session according to RSA 91-A:3 for the purpose of discussing legal issues at 7:15 p.m.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by the following roll call vote:

MICHAEL GUINEY REGARDING APPOINTMENTS: 

Michael Guiney appeared before the Board to discuss appointments to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

Michael Guiney stated that he felt that David Nault was unsuitable to sit on the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

Mchael Guiney presented materials regarding David Nault’s Request for a Variance to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment on June 2006 for Lots B-6 -1-7, 1-8, 1-9 in accordance with Article 4, Section C. (Non-Conforming Lots).  He stated his application included a Certified Plot Plan which was not in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance.  This Request for a Variance was granted by the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

Michael Guiney stated that David Nault had been a member of the Zoning Board approximately six years prior to this request.  Because of this, Mike Guiney said he (David Nault) would have knowledge of how the system works and how his application should be presented.  Based on this, the Board would treat him more favorably than other applicants.   In addition in the future, David Nault will be developing other lands, etc. and therefore he should not be reappointed to the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

At this point in the discussion, Alison Vallieres stated that she had been an applicant in front of the Zoning Board of Adjustment/Planning Board in the recent past, and she was not treated any differently than any other applicant.  She had to conform to all the rules and regulations of the Board.  In fact, she felt she was treated more stringently than others which had appeared before the Boards for similar requests.  The Zoning Board of Adjustment/Planning Board does not give their members any different treatment than any other member of the public.  Members step down regularly from both Boards when there is any question.  

At this point in the discussion, John Trottier, Chairman of the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment,  stated he felt that Mike Guiney’s dissatisfaction was with the Zoning Board of Adjustment.   He stated that Mr. Guiney filed a request for a Rehearing way beyond the legal time frame and the Zoning Board of Adjustment denied his request based on this fact.  In addition, there is a Court Case ongoing between David Nault and Mike Guiney.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, stated that the Board of Selectmen does not dictate to Town Boards.  The Zoning Board acts independently of the Board of Selectmen as does the Planning Board and other Boards of the Town.  

Based on the above, John Trottier, Chairman, Zoning Board of Adjustment stated that he would not reconsider his recommendations for members of the Zoning Board.  He would still recommend both David Nault and Ron Slocum be reappointed to the Zoning Board. 

JANICE VANDEBOGART, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 


Appointments: 


Highway Safety Committee:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that the Highway Safety Committee needs to be reappointed.  The members are one Selectmen, Fire Chief, Police Chief and the Road Agent.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Les Hammond, Board of Selectmen, Chris Connelly, Police Chief, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, and Jeff Crosby, Road Agent to the Highway Safety Committee for a one year term ending March 2009.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Central New Hampshire Regional Resource Conservation Commission:

MOTION:

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Larry Cook to the Central New Hampshire Regional Resource Conservation Commission for a one year term ending in March 2009.    Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Larry Cook was unable to contact Matthew Lavey regarding his appointment to the above Committee but will do so this next week.  

Dunbarton Conservation Commission: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that  Brett St. Clair and Larry Cook be appointed to the Conservation Commission as full-time members for a three year term ending March 2011.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Larry Cook was unable to contact Alternates for the Conservation Commission but will do so this coming week and let Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, know.  

Health Officer: 

MOTION:

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Kyle Parker as Dunbarton Health Officer for a one year term ending in March 2009.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Building Inspector:  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Kyle Parker as Dunbarton Building Inspector for a one year term ending in March 2009.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Street Lights: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that there are five street lights at different locations.  It was suggested that they keep the ones at the Transfer Station.  They will decide on the others at a later date. 

Agenda Items:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated she contacted the individuals the Selectmen wanted to speak with at this meeting, but all had other plans and were unable to attend this particular meeting.  

Transfer Station: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station, will not be available on Thursday evenings until May because he is taking a class on Thursday evenings.  

Regarding the overhead door at the Transfer Station which needs fixing, the overhead door company will come and repair it.  Dave will be able to fix the trim during his spare time, etc.  

Bids: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the paving contract is good until July 2008.  Paving needs to be put out to bid in the near future. 

Green Committee: 

Les Hammond reported that the Green Committee would like to put information on the Dunbarton Web Page regarding Earth Hour on March 29, 2008.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at 8:10 p.m.  Les Hammond  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
