MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  MARCH 27,  2008

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, went over the following items for discussion with the Selectmen: 

1.  Setting up a Meeting with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, and Kim Vallancourt regarding Old Home Day: 

Jon Wiggin is away and the others have had previous commitments, etc.  Will continue to contact them.  

2. Status of Street Lights:  

There are two street lights at the Transfer Station that are needed for security.  The expense for these two lights at the Transfer Station is $26/month.  In addition, there is a street light at the end of Old Fort Lane which costs $15/month.  There is one street light in front of the Montgomery’s Telephone Company Garage.    In addition, there is a street light on Robert Rogers Road on Route 13.  The cost for these two lights is $20/month.    

Les Hammond stated he would like to turn off all the street lights for one month with the exception of the two at the Transfer Station which are needed for security. 

3. Cleaning out of Room in Upper Town Hall:  

Janice VandeBogart will get Woody to help clean out boxes, etc. next week.  

4. Wrote a Memo to Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief re costs incurred for Licensing, etc.:

5. Wrote a Memo to Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, regarding meeting with School Board on May 5, 2008:

6. No contact with Clough/Hopkinton Everett Project: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, called and left message and there has been no response to date.  

7. Bids:

1. Appraisal Services are all set. 

Appraisal Services will be $65.00/hour.  

George Sansoucy will do Utility Appraisals  at a cost of $9,000/year.  

2. Cemetery Maintenance:

Mike Underwood will do Cemetery Maintenance for $9,130/year.  Janice has contacted Brian Pike, Cemetery Trustee,  because the Town Office needs a copy of the bid, contract and pay schedule.  Mike Underwood will be billing the Cemetery Trustees and the bid is through December 2008.  

3. Diesel Fuel:  

The Selectmen recommended staying with Draper if at all possible.  

4. Building Maintenance: 

Needs to be rebid.  The present contract expires in July 2008.  

5. Electrical Services: 

Did not have a contract last year.  Mert Mann pointed out that any services between $2,000 - $10,000 requires three written quotes.  Anything over $10,000 requires bidding process.  

6. Engineering Services: 

Don Mayo was contracted with last year at a cost of $4,500.  This is a reimbursed expense from Planning Board applicants.  No need to go to bid.  

7. Equipment Rental:  

Did not go out to bid last year for snowplowing.  The prices are $70/hour, $65/hour, and $50/hour based on the size of the truck.  

Other equipment  has been bid out in the past.  Two bids received from Jeff Crosby and Jan VandeBogart.  It was noted that Bill Nichols was hired and the some of the others were not hired.  

Selectmen will ask for written quotes from equipment owners for the coming year, etc.

8. Gravel Crushing: 

Town will not be doing any gravel crushing this year. 

9. Heating System Maintenance: 

Present bid expires on July 1, 2008.  Needs to be put out to bid this year.  

10. Highway Stripping: 

At this point, don’t know how much stripping is planned to be done.  

11. Legal:

This contract has been extended with the same Legal firm for this coming year.  

12. Paving: 

Needs to be put out to bid.  

13. #2 Heating Oil: 

There is $6,850 in the budget.  Should get written quotes unless it go over $10,000.

14. Printing: 

Printing of Town Report.  Will get three written quotes.  In the past have used Sir Speedy.  

15. Sand

Will have to be put out to bid.  

16. Technical Support: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that Robert McHenry charges $45/hour and does a good job.  There should be no need to go out to bid for this service.  We should continue with Robert McHenry.  

17. Tree Cutting: 

No bids last year. 

18. Unleaded Gasoline: 

Will try to continue with Draper.  No one bid last year. 

19. Salt: 

Will have to be put out to bid.  

8. It was noted that the Merrimack County Tax Rate will be going up this year. 

9.    Appointments:  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent,  Appointment paperwork needed to be redone because of name.  

Selectmen signed new paperwork because of correct name.  Should be Jeff not Jeffery. 

Selectmen signed Appointment paperwork for Larry Cook, Conservation Commission, Kyle Parker, Health Officer, and Larry Cook, Central New Hampshire Regional Resource Conservation Commission.  

9. Local Government Center:

Contacted us and asked if Dunbarton wanted to continue to pay for the fight against the New Hampshire Retirement about increasing the cost to the Towns, etc.  The school called and wanted to know if the Town was contributing.  The cost is $124.  Selectmen signed letter. 

10. Fred Mills and Earl Jones, World War II Veterans: 

Les Hammond stated he stopped to see both of them this past week.  Earl Jones requested more copies of the Town Report.
