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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  MARCH 6,  2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and/or action: 

1. Have received Flood Control letter and maps and the letter indicates the fact that we don’t have any significant flood areas.  There are no houses within the area.  

2. Presented appointment paperwork for Selectmen to sign for appointment of George Holt as an Alternate to the Planning Board for a term of three years. 

3. Reported  that the Historical Awareness Committee needs a replacement for Harvey Provencher who passed away this past summer. 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond nominated Donna Dunn to the Historical Awareness Committee to fill out the term of Harvey Provencher with the term expiring in 2009.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Upcoming Town Meeting 2008:


Septic System – Town Offices/Library:

1. Les Hammond reported that the Town Offices/Library Septic System needs to be replaced.  This is an unexpected expense and should be put into the 2008 Town Budget under General Government Buildings.  

Police Cruiser Transmission Replacement:

2. It was also reported that the Police Cruiser needs a new transmission at an expense of around $3,000.  The Selectmen noted that this is normally taken from the normal maintenance.  It was noted that a figure of $2,000 should be added to the maintenance line within the Police Department’s budget. 

Winter Maintenance: 

3.   Jeff Crosby stated that he had not gotten an updated figure of expenditures from Janet this week.  He stated that the biggest budget problem is not the winter contractors but  salt purchases to be stockpiled for the coming winter season.    If we have to purchase the salt in November or December, we probably would be cutting the time frame too close.

He indicated that there are probably four trailer loads of salt left and some sand left over.  Unless everything comes to a stop this coming weekend, we will probably use this up this season.  

Mert Mann asked how much paving they would be doing on Grapevine Road.  He stated that if he were planning on paving to Maurice Hodgman’s house, it is only 6/10 of a mile.  

Jeff Crosby stated he was also planning on finishing Black Brook Road. 

Mert Mann asked how much Jeff Crosby would be asking for an increase.  

Jeff Crosby stated he would be asking for an additional $35,000.  He stated it is $1,600 for a load of salt.  

Mert Mann stated he felt that we could do less paving.  The economic situation is such that we should not go through the budget like nothing has changed in our life.  Would suggest that we increase it by $25,000 if we have to.  

Rene Forcier stated that he would suggest the  Board of  Selectmen put in an additional $35,000 into the Highway Budget to cover additional winter maintenance, etc.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen put in an additional $35,000 into the Highway Department Budget to cover additional winter maintenance making the total Highway  Department Budget $510,000.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that all the proposed changes made to the 2008 Town Budget in the total amount of $57,000  be added to the 2008 Town Budget.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

1. Stated that Alan Rockenbach had resigned from the Supervisors of the Checklist.  

2. Introduced Darlene Leone, New Deputy Town Clerk.

MOTION:

At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into Executive Session according to RSA 91-A:3 to discuss personnel matters.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by the following Roll Call Vote:
