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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  APRIL 17,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting.

LORI DAVIS: 

Lori Davis appeared before the Board of Selectmen and stated she had several questions as follows: 

Snow Blower – Transfer Station: 

1. Asked if the rumors heard at the Country Store about the Snow Blower at the Transfer Station were true. 

At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond gave Lori Davis all the information she had requested with regard to the Snow Blower including serial numbers and invoices.  


Police Discussion Last Week regarding Revolving Funds for Special Details: 

1. Asked if the Selectmen could explain the process for the Revolving Fund for Police Special Details which was discussed at last week’s meeting.  Asked if at some point, if there were sufficient funds in the Revolving Fund, could they just go ahead and purchase a police cruiser, etc.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, explained that the fund had to be set up according to RSA 31:95-h. Revolving Funds.  The RSA states that the Town Treasurer shall have custody of all moneys in the fund, and shall pay out the same only upon order of the governing body, or other board or body designated by the local legislative body at the time the fund is created………… 

 The Board of Selectmen would have to approve of any expenditures out of this account.  

Rene Forcier stated the account can be set up and used for other things only if the account was set up that way initially.  

The Selectmen pointed out that the fund is set up specifically for the purpose of paying Special Detail Officers and processing reimbursement from vendors such as Public Service Company of New Hampshire, etc. for work performed by the Special Detail Officers.  


Town Administrator Position:    

1. Stated she was aware that Mert Mann had applied for the Town Administrator’s position.  Does he have to step down from the Board of Selectmen when there is any discussion?    Has there been a Panel set up yet?  

At this point in the discussion, Mert Mann stated he had not been a part of any discussions with regard to the position.  I will be interviewed like all other candidates and nothing more.  

Les Hammond stated that this has been a “very squeaky clean” operation and Rene Forcier and I have set it up.  There are eight applications for the position.  They have been put in the vault at the Police Department.  He stated that the process has gone very well and takes time.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion with the Board of Selectmen: 

Ken Swayze Appointment as a Representative to the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission: 

1. Appointment paperwork for Ken Swayze’s appointment to the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission as voted at the last meeting. 

Selectmen signed necessary paperwork. 


E-Mail from Pat Welin regarding damage in front of her house: 

1. Received an e-mail from Pat Welin regarding when the Town would be repairing the damage in front of her house that the snow plow caused.  She also asked if she did the repairs, would the Town reimburse her. 

Janice VandeBogart stated she had forwarded the message to the Road Agent.  They are presently repairing Town roads, etc. from winter damage.  

The Selectmen stated that the Town would not reimburse the Welins if they choose to do the work themselves.  


Special Town Meeting to set up Revolving Fund for Special Police Details: 

1. Stated she is working with the School to try to set up a date in the near future.  We can have the Community Center at any time we want.  Have spoken with Fred Mullen and he will be the Moderator.  He will be starting a class on Tuesday and Thursday evenings in the near future.  The Town Clerk’s function would be just to take minutes.  Fred Mullen suggested only a few chairs and to use the bleachers.  In addition, the Supervisors of the Checklist have to have a formal meeting before the Special Town Meeting. 

The procedure is we must post the Warrant at least 14 days prior to the meeting.  In addition, it will be published in the newspaper.  Will try to schedule the Special Meeting for either Friday, May 2 or Friday, May 9.  

The Warrant will read the same as previous Warrants, etc.  It will be only to establish the Revolving Fund.  There will be no other items on the Warrant.  

It was noted that the rate will be $47.00/hour as established at the last Selectmen’s Meeting.  

Les Hammond stated he would like to have the Selectmen’s minutes available to the public of the meeting when Police Chief Chris Connelly discussed this issue.  


Updated Town Insurance Policy:

1. Have received the updated insurance for the Town which includes property liability and health insurance.  There is a clause in the policy which states that if the Town signs up for three years, they guarantee not to increase any more than 9% a year.  If we don’t sign up, we are subject to whatever increases they come up with.  

After discussion, the Selectmen agreed to have the Insurance representative come out and explain the entire policy and process to them before they make a decision.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
