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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  APRIL 24,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

Rene Forcier was absent for health reasons.  


The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion with the Selectmen: 

1. Tom Dunn and Dana Conrad, Insurance Company, will be at the Selectmen’s meeting on Thursday, May 8, 2008 to discuss insurance for the Town. 

2. John Trottier, Chairman, Zoning Board of Adjustment,  has requested permission from the Dunbarton Selectmen to speak with Town Counsel regarding a legal issue. 

The Selectmen agreed to allow John Trottier, Chairman, Zoning Board of Adjustment, to discuss a legal issue with Town Counsel. 

3. Mike Underwood is in the process of doing spring cleanup work.  He has requested a load of loam to fill in areas, etc.  This would be for the school and Fire Station area.  He would need about 8 yards of loam.

KIM VAILLANCOURT, FRED MULLEN AND JEFF CROSBY: TO DISCUSS PLANS FOR OLD HOME DAY

A message was received that Kim Vaillancourt would be unable to attend the meeting this evening.  

Request from Kim Vaillancourt for Parking Signs for Old Home Day: 

1. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that last year Kim Vaillancourt had said we needed some parking signs with arrows to the left and to the right.  Jeff Crosby asked Selectmen if it would be okay to go ahead and purchase these signs.  He stated they were very inexpensive and was a good solution.  Last year, she also requested orange cones which we used.  The big issue last year was not have the parking signs.  

Selectmen agreed that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, should go ahead with the purchase of the parking signs as requested.  


Request from Mike Underwood for Loam: 

1. Les Hammond asked Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, if he would be able to get 8 yards of loam for Mike Underwood to use for lawn repairs at the school and Fire Station, etc. 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, agreed to get the loam for Mike Underwood.  


Fred Mullen: 

1. Stated he was not on the Recreation Commission/Old Home Day Committee so didn’t know why he was here.  

Les Hammond stated he understood Fred Mullen needed to talk about ordering things for the upcoming Elections.   He would like to get all these things taken care of as soon as possible. 

2. Fred Mullen stated because of the changes in the law, we would need an additional four voting booths.   We can use one eight foot table to make two booths.  The change in the law states that for every 100 voters you need one voting booth.  We presently have 1900 registered voters so we will need 19 voting booths.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated they could use the two tables which are presently at the Town Offices.  This would mean we only need one more table.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent: 


School Parking Lot: 

1. Stated he had spoken with two different companies regarding the School Parking Lot.  Both companies had the same consensus  that we should seal the cracks with a good grade commercial sealer and re-stripe the parking lot.  

2. Would like to widen out the access road and seal up any of the cracks that are on it.  When we have the paving done, they can put one layer of paving right over the access road.  That seems the most practical thing to do at this point.  It was noted that the Selectmen and the Road Agent will be meeting with the School Board in May.  

Public Hearing on Upcoming Road Projects: 

1. Selectmen requested that the Road Agent schedule the Public Hearing for Road Projects as soon as possible.  

After discussion, the date of Thursday, May 15, 2008 was set for the Public Hearing.  

Selectmen advised Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to list what projects we hope to do this year.  

Mert Mann, Selectmen, suggested we list some of the upcoming projects within the Public Hearing Notice.  

2. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he was planning on doing work on either Black Brook Road or Grapevine Road.  Probably will plan on Black Brook Road because it is a more traveled road.  He stated the cost of asphalt will be increasing by up to 18% - 20% this year, so can probably only do one project.  The cost of asphalt would be about the same for either project. 

BRIAN PIKE, RICH SCHAEFFER, KOREN MACCUBBIN, CEMETERY TRUSTEES TO DISCUSS: 


FENCE, CENTER CEMETERY

1. Brian Pike stated that the fence in the Center Cemetery had some broken rails from snow being pushed against it over the past winter.  Would like to know if the costs to repair should be paid from the Cemetery Budget or whether the Town would pay for the repairs. 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated there is a budget line within the Cemetery Budget for Fence Repair.  

At this point in the discussion, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that they (Highway Department) can replace the rails in the Cemetery Fence.  They will take care of it. 


ORANGE LINE PAINTED IN THE CENTER CEMETERY

1. Brian Pike asked what the intent of the Orange Line in the Center Cemetery was.  

Les Hammond stated that they plan on bringing the pipe for the septic system along the side of the building and go from there to the culvert.  It will be above the ground until the fence.  The pipe is already there.  It did not freeze this past winter.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, is going to dig it by hand.  The septic tank comes over into that area.  May have to do a little maneuvering to get to the pipe.  The fence along the building goes to the gate.  Will stay outside the gate.  It will be no deeper than 18”.  The area will not be excavated inside the fence. 

ENCUMBRANCE

1. Brian Pike stated they voted to encumber our surplus last year.  Not all the monies were encumbered.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that you can only encumber monies you have contracts for.   There was only $2,140 that there was contracts for, therefore we brought forward $2,140.  .  

Brian Pike stated that according to the Attorney General’s Office and the Charitable Trust, the laws that apply to the Library should also apply to the Cemetery Trustees Budget.  Cited RSA 289:7:c and stated this was the Statute that applied.  

The Selectmen stated that the Library has the authority to expend their monies accordingly.  The Town gives them quarterly payments of their total budget over the period of a year.  

The Selectmen advised that the Cemetery Trustees speak to the auditors about the process.  You cannot carry forward monies that are not under contract.  

Rich Schaeffer, Cemetery Trustee, stated that the Cemetery Trustees should be doing it the same way as the Library Trustees do.  

Janice VandeBogart Town Administrator, will provide the name and telephone number of the auditors.  

2. Brian Pike stated the Cemeteries are closed until May 6.  Stated they made an exception for Jean Hodgman burial.  

3. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that the Town needs copies of bids that were accepted for Cemetery work and a record of the posted meeting when they were accepted.  

4. Brian Pike stated they had found the area where the stumps were buried.  They were further down than where we plan to put the road.  

5. Brian Pike asked if Les Hammond had copies of the Mills Field (Pages Corner Cemetery) paperwork because the person laying out the area needs them for reference, etc.  

6. Brian Pike stated they had the Bronze Plaque for the Hearse House. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
