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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  APRIL 3,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:03  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting. 

It was  noted for the record that Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, will not be able to be present at tonight’s meeting.  Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, will be present to discuss maintenance projects for the upcoming year. 

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


May 5, 2008 Meeting with School Board: 
1. Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, had reported that he had not yet received a letter regarding the May 5, 2008 meeting with the School Board.  Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated it was in his box at the Town Offices. 

Commercial Haulers:  

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that both Ron Boynton and Curbside Pickup had paid their annual feel for commercial hauling.  To date, Ben Williamson had not paid anything towards the annual fee for hauling.  

Janice VandeBogart will write a letter reminding him of the annual fee for commercial haulers which is overdue. 


Street Lights and Tree Trimming: 

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported on the street lights and what the costs would be to shut them off and put them back up in the future.  There is no cost to remove the street lights.   She stated it will cost between $600 - $700 to put the street lights back up once they are removed.  She reported that the total kilowatts for all five street lights was 220 KWH.  

Les Hammond stated that both the Montgomery’s (Telephone Company) and Eric Hodgman had no problems with taking the two street lights out on Robert Rogers Road.  With regard to the street light at Old Fort Lane, the neighbors are concerned with lights at the store so the street light at the intersection of Old Fort Lane would be no problem if removed. 

2. Public Service Company Contractor wants to trim trees in front of the Town Offices, etc.  There is one tree 8” – 10” which sits on the corner of the lot that needs to be trimmed.  Public Service reports that once they start trimming, the whole tree probably will have to be taken town.  

Selectmen reached a consensus that if the tree has to come down, they should take it down.  

Upper Town Hall:
1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that she and Patrick “Woody” Bowne had spent time going through the room in the upper Town Hall this past week.  There are old desks, which Donna Dunn, would like to use for community project, etc.  .  In addition, there are considerable old records from the 1980’s.  According to the Town Officials Handbook, anything over ten years old can be destroyed.  There are presently seven years of records in the vault also.  In addition, there are old completed inventories of taxable properties since 1996-97.  Pam Milioto would like to keep the Treasurer’s records consisting of cancelled checks and bills.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will continue to work on cleaning out the room and will go through the boxes, etc.  

The Library would like the shelves that are upstairs.  They will fit into their units in the Library. 



Bids: 



Janice VandeBogart presented a list of items which should go out to bid as follows: 

1. #2 Fuel Oil

2. Maintenance of Heating Systems

3. Plumbing Services

4. Building Maintenance

5. Winter Sand

6. Winter Road Salt

7. Paving

Paving bid should be for the time period of May 2008 ending in December 2008. 

8. Replacement of Septic System

Les Hammond suggested that the Town not go out to bid for the replacement of the Septic System.  He stated that the Road Agent,  Town Employee, and Dave from Transfer Station could do the labor for the system.  He also stated that they could use Town sand which is already available.  

Mert Mann stated we should put an ad in the paper and ask for bids to determine what the final cost would be.  

Les Hammond stated he had gotten quotes from Carl Moorehead for $29,000 and Bill Nichols for $25,000.  Basically, we don’t know what the final figure will be.  

Mert Mann asked why the new septic system could not be put out to bid in order to see what the lowest cost would be.  

Les Hammond stated he did not support doing that.  



Appointments:  

1. Presented Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, paperwork to be signed by Selectmen.  

Selectmen signed necessary paperwork.  

2. Larry Cook has reported that Richard Kiar does not want to continue as  an Alternate to the Conservation Commission.  Mel Gendron does want to continue to be an Alternate to the Conservation Commission. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Mel Gendron as an Alternate to the Dunbarton Conservation Commission for a three year term ending in March 2011.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

3. Janice VandeBogart reported that she called the Concord Regional Solid Waste/Resource Recovery and both Les Hammond and Patrick “Woody” Bowne are appointees with a term until November 1, 2009.  

4. Matt Lavey does not want to be an Alternate to the Central New Hampshire Regional Resource Conservation Commission.  There is no one on this committee at this time. 

5. Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission presently has no one on it.  Will check with Ken Swayze to see if he wants to be on this Commission.  Also will check to see if Larry Cook would like to be on as an Alternate.  

6. It was noted that James Marcou was interested in remaining as a full-time member of the Dunbarton Planning Board. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint James Marcou as a full-time member of the Dunbarton Planning Board for a three year term ending March 2011.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Les Hammond as the Selectmen’s Representative on the Dunbarton Planning Board for the year 2008 with a term ending in March 2009.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

7. It was noted that John Trottier, Chairman, Zoning Board of Adjustment, had recommended that both Ron Slocum and David Nault be reappointed as full-time members to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment for a three year term.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Ron Slocum and David Nault as full-time members of the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment for a three year term ending in March 2011.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 




Flood Control Meeting:  

1. Janice VandeBogart reported that the Flood Control Meeting with Chuck Reese needed to be rescheduled to Tuesday, April 8, 2008 at 1:00 p.m. She has researched copies of old property cards, etc.  

 Purgatory Pond Road:
1. Janice VandeBogart reported that a letter had been received from the State Department of Transportation regarding the classification of Purgatory Pond Road.  According to the correspondence, the Town of Dunbarton may reclassify Purgatory Pond Road from a Class 6 Road to a Class 5 under the conditions outlined in RSA 231:22-a, and may obtain a Scenic Road designation on this road through RSA 231:157.  It was noted that the Departments of Transportation and Fish and Game (as a condition) will retain the rights of public access to Purgatory Pond as originally acquired in 1963.  

Will forward a copy of the letter to both Brian Nordle  and Candace Gibson.  




Local Government Center: 

1. Local Government Center sent an e-mail to the Town calculating what the Town would be paying in retirement if the bill is not passed by the Senate.  Dunbarton would be paying an additional $15,000/year for retirement.  This bill has passed the House overwhelmingly.  

Mert Mann will speak with Senator Gatsas.  




Black Brook Road Intersection: 
1. Les Hammond reported that he had spoken with George Annis regarding the piece of land at the intersection of Black Brook Road.  We have to do some work first.  I would recommend that we get Jacques Belanger to go down and lay it out.  We need to know how much land we are going to take. 

The Selectmen reached a consensus that it would be alright to tell Jacques Belanger to go ahead with the work. 




270 Robert Rogers Road Complaint: 

1. Received a complaint regarding a culvert installation for 270 Robert Rogers Road through the Wetlands Board. 

Kyle Parker, Building Inspector: 

1. It was noted that Fire Chief Jon Wiggin regarding the Fire Station had concerns about a  water leak and some of the wall boards in the Fire Station need to be replaced.  

2. Trim boards on the door inside and out need to be replaced at the Fire Station. 

3. Angle iron in the concrete for the garage door needs to be worked on or replaced.  

4. Patrick “Woody” Bowne will get in touch with someone regarding the garage door.  

5. Kyle Parker stated that there never were more than three ballisters at the Town Hall.  He had previously suggested coating them in lead, aluminum or copper.  There is nothing that will hold the painting up.  

6. Town Hall Sign needs to have the letters painted in.  Will ask painter if he can do this. 

7. Outside vents should be secured.  

8. Electrician is getting a price on a light for the top of the stairs at the Town Hall and one outside.  

9. Cleaning of the cellar has been done. 

10. Three Dunbarton signs along the road.   Woody took down the Pages Corner sign but will put it back up shortly.  The smaller sign on the bottom saying “Pages Corner” must have been lost in the snow, etc.  

11. Wendy Hodgman, Historical Society, is to look at the old Cobbler Shop.  Need a place to put it.  

12. Donna Dunn has stated there are people interested in joining the Historical Society.  Would like to know the process.  Mert Mann explained the process.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
