GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Town Septic System:  

At this point in the meeting, Mert Mann, Selectmen, stated he wanted to discuss the Town Septic System and why it was not going out to bid.   He stated that we should put the Town Septic System out to bid in order to get an idea of price, etc.   We need to know what the final cost of the septic system is going to be.  He noted that we already have an estimate of $21,500 from St. Onge.    Mert Mann stated the Town has a policy that we have to go out to bid on anything over $10,000 and this should go out to bid.  

Rene Forcier agreed that the Town Septic System should go out to bid. 

Les Hammond stated that the Road Agent can do the septic system and use Town sand, etc.  In addition, he has a license for putting in septic systems.  He stated he saw no reason why the system could not be done by the Road Agent and Town Employee, etc.  and saw no reason why it should be put out to bid.  We already have a general idea of the cost.  

The end result of the discussion was that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will get together estimates of cost for the septic system if the Town does it and get back to the Selectmen with cost figures.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the follow items for discussion with the Selectmen: 


Art Festival: 

1. The Murphy’s have contacted the Town Office regarding allowing parking in the Town Parking Lot when they have their Art Festival this coming weekend and the weekend after. 

The Selectmen agreed that there have been no problems in the past with their using the Town Parking Lot and would allow it again this year. 


Special Town Meeting for Revolving Fund: 

1. Janice VandeBogart noted that there was not much advertising for the Special Town Meeting to create a Revolving Fund for Special Duty Police Details.  She has made arrangements to have a sign put down at the Transfer Station.  In addition it has been put on the Dunbarton Web Page in a more accessible spot.

Building Permit Fee: 

1. Keith Bernard will be replacing his barn which recently burned.  It will be a considerably larger barn than previous.  The new barn will be 100’ x 136’.  The cost of the building permit will be $1,200.  A temporary barn was built and the fee was waived.   The Building Department is asking if the fee should be waived for the new barn. 

After discussion, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen agreed that an exception has been already made on waiving the fee for the temporary barn and the Bernard’s should be responsible for the Building Permit Fee for the new barn.

1. Selectmen signed Minutes of Previous Selectmen’s Meeting. 

Town Forest Gravel Pit: 

1. Les Hammond stated that he will be meeting with the Road Agent, the Town Forest Committee and Ken Sterns regarding the Town Forest Pit.  

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief: 

1. Stated the Fire Department has been given a Smokey the Bear Fire Danger Sign and they would like permission to put it in the area between the parking area and the school.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, has stated that it would have to be moved for snow plowing, etc.   This was donated from the Town of Hooksett.  It is 6’ x 5’ tall and will be facing the road.  

2. Would like to put the emergency generator from the Fire Department on a small trailer so it can be moved and be more accessible, etc.  

Selectmen agreed that this was alright with them. 

Rene Forcier: 

Rene Forcier stated he would like to thank the Fire Department and EMT’s for their great response to his emergency call.
