The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Mert Mann stated he only had two items to bring up at the meeting as follows: 


Special Town Meeting for Establishing a Revolving Account for Special Police Details: 

1. Stated the Town held a Special Town Meeting on Friday, May 9, 2008 at the Community Center to establish a Revolving Account for Special Police Details.   The vote was passed with a vote of 34 Yes and 26 No which amounted to the article being passed by 57% of the vote.  

Milfoil:

2. Lou DeBerio recently contacted Mert Mann on the Milfoil problem at Gorham Pond.  Mr. DeBerio stated he has been put on the agenda for the next Conservation Commission meeting.  Asked if the Selectmen will be also attending.  The Selectmen will not be attending the Conservation Commission meeting. 

Les Hammond, Chairman, brought up the following points: 

Waste Management: 

1. There are plans for a new Recycling plant.  There are three possible locations as follows: 

Webster

Concord

Franklin

2. Would suggest that several representatives of the Committee come out to speak with the residents to explain the process.  There are presently a lot of misunderstandings.  

Green Committee:  

1. Green Committee would like to have Open Houses to show “green” insulation somehow work it into the Old Home Day schedule.  Unsure at this time, if the program has been set up for Old Home Day for 2008 yet.

Lights within the Town Center: 

1. Lights within the Town Center are still not shutting off at midnight.  Will check with electrician to resolve problem.  

Recycling Center:  

1. The Coop is looking into “Single Stream” for recycling, etc. in the future.  They will have to come in with a plan/recommendations at Town Meeting.   We could get the Committee to come and talk about the plans.  If we did Single Stream”, we would have to put in another compactor.  In addition, the tipping fee would be increased considerably.  Would possibly go to $158.00 as this is what it is in other Towns which have two different boxes.  If we co-mingle waste and recycling, it will up the tipping fee. They are looking at a date of possibly  2010 for building, etc.  We can’t make a commitment at this time before Town Meeting.
