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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  MAY 8,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting. 

7:00 p.m. – DANA CONRAD, HEALTH TRUST AND TOM DUNN, LIABILITY TRUST – LOCAL GOVERNMENT CENTER TO DISCUSS INSURANCE CONTRACTS. 

Dana Conrad and Tom Dunn of the Local Government Center appeared before the Board to explain the three year agreement for property liability/health insurance with them.  They stated the following: 

1. Starting in July 2008, it would be a three year commitment for the Town of Dunbarton.  They will guarantee not to increase more than 9% a year for each of the three years.  

2. Stated rates have not been raised since 1994.  We have been able to keep the rates low.  

3. We are trying to split out any rate increase over a three year period and not have a huge increase.  

4. Under this three year agreement, a rate increase could be up to 9% each year for the three years, but it couldn’t be any more than 9% per year.

5. If you do not sign this three year agreement, the rate increase will be a 25% increase effective this July.  

6. There is no penalty if the Town of Dunbarton decides to look at other options at a later date.  

7. This is part of the Local Government Center of which the Town of Dunbarton is a member. This is a self-funded risk pool insurance.   

8. They do not discourage anyone from looking elsewhere for better rates, etc.    

9. Would be glad to quote prices for Workmen’s Compensation to see if they could help with Workmen’s Compensation prices. 

It was noted that Primex is the present carrier for Workmen’s Compensation.   They are set up similar to the Local Government Center.  They are also a self-funded risk pool insurance.  

Local Government Center will provide estimate for Workmen’s Compensation Insurance for the Town of Dunbarton.  

10. They brought a Participation Agreement for the Selectmen to sign if they wanted to continue with the Local Government Center policy for Health Benefits and  Property Liability.    They stated they needed this Participation Agreement signed by the appointing authority for Internal Auditing Purposes.  They have combined the document into one form.  

11. If there are any additions, could just add it to the existing contract.  

12. Stated they also offer free administrative service of coordinating retirees benefits with the New Hampshire Retirement System.  They are happy to do this free of charge.  

Selectmen agreed to sign agreement for this free service to handle Cobra and to  coordinate New Hampshire Retirement retirees benefits. 

13. They are willing to work with local employees on summer safety programs such as heat stroke, bug repellants, etc.  Just let them know if the Town of Dunbarton is interested in these programs.  

14. Also provide Risk Management Services. 

15. There is a statute that relates to Light Duty for Injured or Disabled Employees.  Can provide additional information on this to the Selectmen. 

Selectmen agreed to sign three year agreement for Health and Property Damage Insurance with Local Government Center.  

16. Also provide a Defensive Driving Techniques Course to Town Employees, etc.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following items for action by the Selectmen.  The bids for services (not included ones dealing with the Highway Department) were awarded as follows: 

Plumbing: 

Mert Mann stated he had no problem with awarding the Plumbing Bid to Dunbarton Fuel Service.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for Plumbing to Dunbarton Fuel Service, Dunbarton, NH at a price of $70.00/hour for the one year period of June 30, 2008 until July 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Heating Maintenance: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for Heating Maintenance to Dunbarton Fuel, Dunbarton, NH at a price of $70.00/hour with a 30 minute response time for the one year period of June 30, 2008 until July 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Building Maintenance:  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for Building Maintenance to Home Healers, Kyle Parker, Henniker, NH at a price of $40.00/hour for the one year period of June 30, 2008 until July 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

#2 Heating Oil: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the #2 Heating Oil Bid to Dunbarton Fuel Service at a price of $.129 over the Portsmouth Daily Rack and all Fees for the one year period of June 30, 2008 until July 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Equipment Rental: 

The Selectmen stated that the Road Agent has the list of bidders and he will pick and choose which ones he hires, etc.  

There was no motion to accept any one particular bid for Equipment Rental. 

Cemetery Lot: 

Selectmen signed paperwork for the sale of a Cemetery Lot. 

AT THIS POINT IN THE DISCUSSION, JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT, PRESENTED HIS RECOMMENDATIONS FOR BIDS FOR SAND, SALT AND PAVING AS FOLLOWS: 

Winter Salt: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that with regard to Winter Salt, he has checked with American Salt Company, Mt. Morris, New York but they are also out of Claremont, NH.   They are $3.00/ton less than the next lowest bidder.  This would amount to $100, more or less per load savings.  There is no reason not to award the bid to American Salt Company and would recommend them.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the Winter Salt bid to American Salt Company, Claremont, NH at a price of $68.73/ton for the one year period of June 30, 2008 to July 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Winter Sand: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he had done some investigating and F. L. Merrill Construction, Inc. Pembroke, NH was by far the best price.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the Winter Sand bid to F. L. Merrill Construction, Inc., Pembroke, NH at a price of $5.30/ton delivered for the one year period of June 30, 2008 to July 2009.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Paving:  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that in the past he had been happy with Pike Industries, Inc. and would recommend the Town of Dunbarton award the paving to Pike Industries.  Pike Industries sends a man to the site to follow the job all the way through.  This is important.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the Paving bid to Pike Industries, Inc. at a price of $59.39/ton for Base and Overlay for the period of May 1,  2008 to December 31, 2008.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Septic System: 

At this point in the meeting, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, reported on the estimated cost of doing the Town Septic System.  He stated that he had estimated the septic system with all the work being done across the road and not including any additional work which might occur on the Town Common side of the road.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated if he were able to do the septic system and get materials at Town Cost, using Town employees, etc., it would not be more than $15,000.  

Andy Olivier, Gorham Pond, 18 Karen Road: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that she had received a complaint from Andy Olivier, Karen Road, Gorham Pond, about damages to his fence from snow plowing and also why the Town put more snow on his side of the road than the other side, etc.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will look into the situation.

Police Revolving Account:  

Police Chief Christopher Connelly presented a list of Towns within the State of New Hampshire that have a similar Revolving Account that the Town is requesting, etc.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at  8:30 p.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
