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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  OCTOBER 16,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

7:00 P.M. - WENDY DAILEY:  


Wendy Dailey appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the following items: 


Granite Bench in Memory of Jean Hodgman:

1. She stated that the Dunbarton 4-H group would like to donate a Granite Bench to the Town in memory of her mother, Jean Hodgman to be put by the Bandstand.  

2. She would like the Granite Bench to be placed by the Bandstand in the Town Common.  She stated her mother loved music and would always attend music functions whenever she could.  The total cost of the granite bench is $795.00 so it will take a while for the 4-H Club to raise this sum.  The 4-H Club has a lot of plans for raising this money.   This would have been her mother’s 40th Anniversary of being a  4-H leader for Dunbarton.  

The Selectmen agreed that the Granite Bench should be put on the Town Common by the Bandstand at a location that Wendy Dailey would choose.   

Painting at Historical Society Museum and Blacksmith Shop: 

1. Wendy Dailey stated that the painting had been completed at the Historical Society Museum and Blacksmith Shop by Herve Verville Painting.  

Buckboard Wagon – Carl Moorehead: 

1. The Directors of the Historical Society will look at the Buckboard Wagon that Carl Moorehead has indicated he would like to donate to the Historical Society at some future point in time.  A time has been scheduled for Saturday, October 18, 2008 to look at the Wagon. 

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Stone Bridge – Stark Lane: 

1. Fred Mullen, Les Hammond and Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, along with a representative of the Army Corps of Engineers looked at the Stone Bridge on Stark Lane that New Hampshire DOT has stated needs to be closed because of necessary repairs.  

The Army Corps of Engineers states that they do not own the bridge, therefore are not responsible for the repairs.  The roads were conveyed back to the Town around 1960.  

Les Hammond stated that he remembers some sort of statement that the State DOT was responsible for the bridge.  

Mert Mann/Les Hammond will continue to look for verification of the ownership of the bridge.  

Mert Mann asked if we need to post the bridge at this time?  It was noted that 2,000 yards of sand had recently been hauled over the bridge with ten wheelers with no problems.  If  the bridge is posted, it doesn’t take away the Town’s liability.  The State DOT has determined that the status of the bridge has changed from #3- Poor to #3 – Serious.  Cost estimates for repairs from DOT were estimated at $275,000.  

Fred Mullen presented copies of pictures he had taken of the bridge.  He also stated that Clifford Farms Road has one of the Fire Ponds.  It is a continuous water source for the Fire Department.  There is also the problem of access in case of an accident, etc. in the event the bridge is closed.  

Handicapped Signs at Community Center:

Mason and Rich Auditors: 

Management Discussion and Analysis Report – Financial Statement has been completed by the Town and will be audited by Mason and Rich. 


Mert Mann looked at the forms. 

Milfoil Bids: 


Town has received two bids for Milfoil Treatment.  They are the same bidders as last time.  

George Holt has said he would be willing to work something out to put an account in the Conservation Commission budget to do a little bit of money each year.  This could be a maintenance item. 

Mert Mann stated that as he understood it, this would not be part of the Conservation monies but Town appropriation.  


Local Government Center – Health Insurance Costs:  

Dana from Local Government Center has given us good news about Heath Insurance going down 8%.  Dental Insurance has gone up 3.6%.  Short term disability has gone dowm 21.9% and long term disability is the same as last year.  


Water Smell in Town Office: 

People have complained about the smell of the hot water in the Town Offices.  Have had it checked by Capital Well and it is not a health issue.  Can use chlorine tablets and they will take care of the odor.

BMSI Training: 

Line Comeau and Alison Vallieres attended a Training Seminar for BMSI this past week.  Very informative.  


Planning Board Meeting Update: 

Les Hammond reported on the recent Planning Board Meeting.  Stated the following items were of interest to the Selectmen. 

1. Natalie Drive – Erosion Control issues.  Owner showed up at meeting and has agreed to remedy the situation.  Planning Board has given him until November 1, 2008 to correct the problem.  After that, the Town will take over the $8,000 bond and do erosion control, etc.  In addition, the Engineering Account is in the negative and needs to have $2,000 added to it.  

2. Al Simoneau, Bela Brook Estates called and said he could not make it to the meeting.  They are planning to have a house completed by November 18, 2008.  The next Planning Board  Meeting is November 19, 2008.  There are still a lot of items to be completed, i.e. fire pond, etc.  

3. David Nault’s proposed subdivision/lot line adjustment was not approved because the Planning Board did not approve the waiver for the three driveways off one access.  

4. David Barkie is suing the Zoning Board for denial of the gas station. 

5. Have received communications regarding Meadow Road (61 acres).  Town Counsel will write a letter regarding process.  

There being no further business, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen closed the meeting with the following motion:
