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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  OCTOBER 30,  2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, brought up the following items for information/discussion: 

1. Salvation Army – Deb Urella:

Deb Urella has requested permission to “Ring the Salvation Army Bell” at the Dunbarton Transfer Station on Saturdays, December 6 and December 13, 2008.  

Selectmen agreed to give her permission to “Ring the Salvation Army Bell” at the Dunbarton Transfer Station on December 6 and 13, 2008. 

2. Donna Dunn Request for Use of Room in the Upstairs of Town Hall for Storage, etc.: 

Betty Ann Noyes is requesting that the Bud Noyes Historical Dunbarton Papers be taken out of the house and put in a safe place in the Town, etc.  The room in the Upper Town Hall could be utilized if the Historical Society is not interested in putting their Historical papers in it.  

The Selectmen agreed that the Director’s of the Historical Society will have to make the decision regarding storage of the Historical Society Papers.  If they do not want to use the room in the Upper Town Hall, then the Noyes Collection could be stored there. 

3. School Storage Room – Tables and Chairs:

The room that the Town stores tables and chairs, etc. at the School is full of other items and makes it difficult to store or find Town items.  The Selectmen need to sit down with the Principal of the School and determine if the Town could have the use of the room solely dedicated to the Town items.  

Les Hammond will stop and see her either Friday or Monday of next week. 

4. Photo Copier – Town Office:

The Town has received bids as follows for a new copier: 

a. Copy - $3,456.00 

b. Konica $3,255.00

c. Panasonic - $3,560

It was noted that Konica is the lowest bid and is the one we presently have now.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid for a replacement photo copier from Konica (Konica Minolta 200) at a cost of $3,255 along with a one year service contract.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

5. Cleaning and Painting of Town Offices: 

Bids received as follows for Cleaning and Painting of Town Offices: 


Painting:  

1. Herve Verville - $2,597.95

2. Michael Poirier - $3,400.00

3. Don Perkins - $3,500.00

Cleaning: 

1. Herve Verville - $1,283 for cleaning the entire building and $885.00 for the windows.  This includes 19 large windows, the small windows and sash. 

2. G. Morrisette -  $1,800.00

3. “Pinky” Stewart - $1,900.00

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for cleaning and painting the Town Offices to Herve Verville, Pembroke, NH.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

6. DRA – Setting Tax Rate: 

Selectmen/Public met with DRA and went over our figures.  It will be another few days before we get the official decision from DRA to tell us what our tax rate is.  It will certainly be by the end of next week.  

7. Rene Forcier:  

Visited with Rene Forcier this past Monday.  

8. Welfare – Dunbarton: 

Welfare requests are increasing for Dunbarton.  Have received many requests for food and fuel.  In addition, there have been rent requests.  

Dunbarton has a Food Basket Program which also should be utilized

9. Cobbler Shop: 

On this Friday, October 31,  the Cobbler Shop will be moved to Dunbarton by Carl Moorehead.  It will be at Bud Noyes old house on Route 13.  

10. Daffodil Planting on Saturday, November 1: 

There will be Daffodil Planting throughout the town on Saturday, November 1, 2008.  There will be food at Gary MacCubbin’s for the volunteers. 

11. Halloween: 

Halloween “Trick or Treat” is scheduled for 6 – 8 p.m. on Friday evening.  There will be a tent in the Center of Town with food, etc.  Jacques Belanger, Recreation Committee, is in charge of this event. 

12. Stark Bridge: 

Still looking into the ownership/maintenance of the Stark Stone Bridge. 

13. Milfoil: 

Line Comeau stated the Town should be hearing tomorrow if the Town has been awarded the Milfoil Grant for next year.  

FRED MULLEN AND LINDA PETERS, ELECTION: 

Fred Mullen, Town Moderator, and Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the upcoming Election on Tuesday.   They brought up the following issues for discussion/information: 

1. Have received a 17 page memo from the Secretary of State regarding the Elections.  Are expecting record large crowds.  If at all possible, Secretary of State would like two check-in lines.  In addition, we may have to have two check-out lines.  There are also people showing where people are to vote, etc.   Anyone who comes in and needs assistance, will require a person to help them.  We will need more people for the entire time this year.  We will have two ballot boxes also.

Secretary of States wants us to be prepared. 

2. There will be a  Survey also going on by a National Company, and they are allowed to be in the building but nowhere near the guard rail.  They can’t interfere with anyone around the tables.  This is a legitimate company, etc.  They will be identified with badges.  Probably will be just one person.  According to the Attorney General’s Office, they are allowed to do this.  Are required to have one voting booth per 100 voters.  We have 16 voting booths and one handicapped booth.  We have also borrowed six screens from the Secretary of State’s Office. 

3. Workers should park behind the Police Station.  People with political signs will be allowed to park for 15 minutes and then will have to move their cars.  Police/Selectmen are authorized to put up necessary signs for parking.  

4. Linda Peters, Town Clerk, gave a brief history of previous election turnouts as follows: 

       a. Last Presidential Election there was a 80% turnout.  

b. Have already given out over 130 absentee ballots.  Already have a request for one handicapped booth.  

5. Linda Peters, Town Clerk, stated that Nancy Rizza will not be accepting the appointment of Ballot Clerk.  She recommended that Eleanor Watts be appointed as an Alternate Ballot Clerk. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that Eleanor Watts be appointed as an Alternate Ballot Clerk.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, appeared before the Board of Selectmen with the following request: 

1. Stated that November 11 (Veteran’s Day) was a Holiday but was the day that the Commercial Haulers come to the Transfer Station.  He would like the Transfer Station to stay open on that day.  It would be more of a burden to close. 

Selectmen reached a consensus that it would okay with them to keep the Transfer Station open on Tuesday, November 11, 2008.  

2. Confirmed the arrangement with Ron Boynton that  the Selectmen agreed to that he (Ron Boynton) will be paying $30.00/month for ten months for damage to the Transfer Station garage door. 

There being no further business, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen closed the meeting with the following motion:
