MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  NOVEMBER 6,   2008

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE: 

1. Patrick “Woody” Bowne stated that he was still concerned about his driveway situation.   Since the last time we discussed it, I have called six different companies.  Only one came out and he can’t do anything.  Stated he didn’t know what to do next.   Have called Advanced Site Work and have left messages with no results.  What is the next step?  Would like direction from the Selectmen. 

Les Hammond stated he had called Sam Cooper to take a look at it. 

Will wait to see if Advanced Site Work will respond, etc. 

2. With regard to the Transfer Station, Patrick Bowne brought up the following points: 

a. The bad economy has affected the Recycling Program.  At this point, it is costing money to recycle.  Have called two vendors and they both said the same thing.  Everyone is going to hold their recyclables.  We plan to load the trailer and move things around.  Maybe by January sometime the prices might pop back up.  We will  hold everything.  We don’t want to stop people from recycling.  The steel market has gone from $85.00 to $30.00.  It will cost us to ship it.  Have collected pallets so we can stack, etc.  

b. With regard to budgets, felt he will have some surplus left in his budget.  We are not spending any more than we have to.  Need to buy a couple small tools.  Presently are painting the truck.  Have another dumpster which has a rot hole in the side.  This needs to be repaired.  It will be between $300-$500 cost for replating and welding.  

c. Need additional lights down below area.  Have spoken with Ernie’s Electrical.  Will be between $5000-$600 to put three or four lights in the area.  

d. GAT figure was very close.  GAT figure is $42.50/Ton.  The monthly rate is based on 1003.  Want to get as close as we can.  

e. Town of Warner has sent an invitation to attend their Transfer Station on Wednesday, November 19, 2008 regarding Single Stream recycling, etc.  Patrick Bowne will plan to attend.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Les Hammond, Chairman,  brought up the following items for discussion: 

1. DES has notified the Town of Dunbarton that they did not receive Grant Monies for Treatment of Milfoil.  

a. There were 36 requests for a total of $450,000 with only $60,000 to give out.  

b. Dunbarton is in the “middle of the pack”.  

c. Towns with a 30% match level are the only ones which were funded. 

d. Residents of Gorham Pond want to write a Special Warrant Article now that the request for Grant Monies has been officially denied.  

2. Herve Verville has finished cleaning the windows.  He discovered a wet moldy area in the floor area behind the bathroom.  He will treat it with Mildew preventative and then put two coats of paint/varnish on it.  

3. Have spoken with Lynn Perkins of Warner regarding plexi-glass inserts for the large windows to keep the heat in the building in the winter.  They will be put on for the winter and then taken off in the spring and stored in the upper Town Hall for the summer.  There is no other vendor that makes these plexi-glass windows.   The total cost is $2,200.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the contract for plexi-glass window inserts for the Town Office to Lynn Perkins of Warner at a cost of $2,200.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
