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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  NOVEMBER 13,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

It was noted for the record that there were no items on the agenda for this evening’s meeting.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, brought up the following items for information/discussion: 

1. Local Government Center  Emergency Service Volunteers:

Town has received a communication from the Local Government Center who is the Carrier for the Town’s Workmen’s Compensation Insurance informing us that Emergency Service Volunteers are now considered employees, etc. therefore the Town is responsible for paying Workmen’s Compensation Insurance for them. 

Both the Police and Fire Department’s have been given a copy of the letter and will be providing a list for the Town to send to the Local Government Center by the deadline which is the end of November.  

2. Shed:

Kyle Parker wrote a letter to a homeowner regarding a shed which has been built which ended up being larger than the originally requested 10’ x 10’ shed.  They will need to get a Building Permit, etc. 

3. Gorham Pond Road:

Town has received a complaint from a resident regarding stockpiling of materials on Gorham Pond Road for a landscaping business. 

 The Building Inspector will be checking this out to see if they need a Home Occupation or Special Exception.   He will find out what the intentions of the landowner are. 

4. Rene Forcier, Selectman, passed away on Tuesday, November 11, 2008.  It is recommended that the Town Offices  be closed on Friday afternoon, November 14, 2008 in respect for Rene Forcier, Selectman, and to allow employees to attend his funeral.  In addition, the flag will be flown at half-mast.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize the closing of the Dunbarton Town Offices on Friday afternoon, November 14, 2008 in respect of Rene Forcier, Selectman.   Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

5. Thanksgiving, Christmas Holiday, and New Year’s Day:  

It was noted that both Christmas and New Year’s Day fall on a Thursday.  The Friday after Thanksgiving is always a holiday.   There will be no one in the Town Offices on the two Fridays following Christmas and New Year’s Day.  In view of this, it was suggested that the Town Offices be closed for both Friday, December 26, 2008 and Friday, January 2, 2009.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Town Office be closed on Friday, December 26, 2008 and Friday, January 2, 2009.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

6. Dolores Drive, Al Simoneau: 

The Planning Board has been requested to have a Public Hearing for the Town acceptance of Dolores Drive.  The Planning Board will act on this request at their November 19, 2008 meeting.   This request was not made in time to make the agenda of the November meeting.  They are planning to request a CO in November.   They will be unable to get an Occupancy Permit in November.  They aren’t on the agenda for Road Acceptance, and they haven’t fulfilled all the requirements, etc. for the Town to be accepting the road.  They will be coming to the Board of Selectmen requesting a Public Hearing for acceptance of the road after the Planning Board deals with it, etc.  

Both Ken Swayze and Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, have gone to the site.  In addition, Jon Wiggin checked the Fire Pond.  Neither the Fire Pond or Detention Pond are done yet.  Plus there are some other issues such as road signs, etc.  

Planning Board will be meeting Wednesday, November 19, 2008 and will discuss issues, etc.  

There being no further business, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen closed the meeting with the following motion:
