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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  NOVEMBER 20,  2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, brought up the following items for discussion and information: 

1. Stinson Hills – Williams Court: 

Robert Grondin has requested the Selectmen to schedule a Public Hearing for the acceptance of Williams Court as a Town Road.  The roadway system was considered “substantially complete” by the Dunbarton Planning Board at the November 19, 2008 meeting.   Selectmen will schedule the Public Hearing for Thursday, December 4, 2008.  

In addition, the Dunbarton Planning Board recommended holding back $25,000 of their bond monies.  

2. Richard Meissner: 

The Town Office received a call from Richard Meissner, who owns 61 acres off Meadow Road.  The parties interested in purchasing the lot wanted a letter stating that it could be built upon.  

Our Town Counsel wrote a letter stating that it could not be built upon.  In addition, about four years ago,  Attorney Charles Bauer wrote the same type of letter.  In a telephone conversation with Mr. Meissner, Les Hammond informed him of his options as follows: 

a. Can go to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment to appeal an Executive Decision, or 

b. Can go to Superior Court for an Equitable Waiver. 

Mr. Meissner asked why the Town couldn’t just reverse their decision.  He was told that we could not  because two attorneys have told us the lot can’t be built upon.  

       He will be calling Alison Vallieres regarding getting on the Dunbarton Zoning Board 

       of Adjustment’s agenda.  

3. Town Offices, Stairwell: 

It has been determined that there is substantial mold and mildew in the stairwell and computer office section.  Herve Verville, Painter, will be able to take care of it. 

4. Planning Board Items: 

One Stack Estates:  Al Simoneau,

a. Al Simoneau requested a road acceptance through the Planning Board but was not on the agenda for the Planning Board because he had not applied in time, etc.  In addition, there are items that need to be completed before the road can be accepted.  

They are closing tomorrow.  Ken Swayze had stated maybe we can help them by having a Special Meeting.  The Board had no sympathy and did not grant the Special Meeting.  

In addition, there will be $64,000 left in the bond to finish the project. 



Proposed Ground Water Protection Ordinance: 

b. Tom Cusano, Karen Cusano, and Jackie Brough appeared before the Planning Board on an informal basis to discuss the Planning Board’s support of a Ground Water Protection Ordinance.  

The Planning Board told them the options which they had i.e. to either petition the Selectmen with a Petition Article or work with the Planning Board which would set up a sub-committee to work with the group for voting on at the March 2010 Town Meeting.  

The group decided to work with the Planning Board and a sub-committee with members from the Planning Board was established consisting of Terry Swain, Chairman, George Holt and Alison Vallieres.  

5. Michel Belanger re Jacqueline Drive: 

Michel Belanger came to the Town Office and stated that the Town still owed him money on the road bond for Jacqueline Drive.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, is planning on cleaning up the corner of Jacqueline Drive and Robert Rogers Road which will use some of the money.  In addition, there was a court decision regarding Jacqueline Drive.  Ken Swayze, Charles Graybill,  JR Swindlehurst, Mert Mann possibly were the Selectmen at that time.  Will talk with Ken Swayze and Charles Graybill regarding the issue.

At one point, the Town put the road repairs out for bid and there were no bids.    

Michel Belanger wants to be on the Selectmen’s agenda for Thursday, December 4, 2008 to discuss this matter.  

6. Town Office: 

Will be putting curtains on the top of the windows and replacing the shades on the bottom windows.  

7. Local Government Center/Primex:  

Mert Mann stated in the last week’s minutes, there was a reference to Local Government Center and the Emergency Services Volunteers.  He stated it was not the Local Government Center but Primex that handles our Workmen’s Compensation.  He would like this to appear in the minutes.

Les Hammond stated that with regard to this request, the Police Department has  responded that all the current employees are already employees, and there are no certified volunteers so this request only relates to the Fire Department.  


8.   Town Office Hours:   Holiday Season: 

a. Mert Mann noted that the Town Office is closed the day after Thanksgiving,

 along with the day after Christmas and New Year’s Day.  Will the 

 Selectmen be meeting during the day the Wednesday before, etc.?

        Selectmen will be here to sign checks during those days.  

b. Mert Mann stated that in the past Department Heads came in on Thursday evenings to discuss the upcoming budget.  He would like to get a memo out to set up appointments for Department Heads, especially the four major Departments. 

              9.Selectman Vacancy – Remainder of Rene Forcier’s Term: 


Mert Mann stated we should start talking about appointing a third 

Selectmen.   His own personal thought was that we should think about   someone  who would “hit the ground running”.  Should probably be a former  Selectman.  Would suggest Chuck Graybill, J. R. Swindlehurst, or William  Nichols.    The Selectmen agreed that Charles “Chuck” Graybill hadn’t said “No” when he was contacted.  Based on that information, the following motion was made:

       motion  passed unanimously.
