GENERAL BUSINESS: 

7:00 p.m.  - Mike Guiney, Regarding Appointments: 

At this point in the meeting, Mike Guiney stated that he had been advised by his Attorney to not discuss anything with the Selectmen until after next Wednesday, a court date.  He asked that he be put on the agenda for next Thursday’s Selectmen’s meeting agenda. 

Milfoil Update:  

Mert Mann, Selectman, stated that he had met with Senator Ted Gatsas last Friday at the State House regarding Milfoil and brought him up to date regarding funding not received and possible closing of the boat launch area at Gorham Pond.  Have also notified Lou DeBerio.

Deputy Overseer of Welfare: 


MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion to appoint Margaret Venator as Deputy Overseer of Welfare for a one year term ending in March 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Deputy Town Treasurer: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion to appoint Janice VandeBogart as Deputy Town Treasurer with a term ending June 30, 2008.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Emergency Management Director: 

MOTION:

Les Hammond made a motion to appoint Jonathan M. Wiggin as Emergency Management Director for a one year term ending in March 2009.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Historical Awareness Committee: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion to appoint Leslie Hammond and Harlan Noyes to the Historical Awareness Committee for a three year term ending in March 2011.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Recreation Commission:

MOTION:

Mert Mann made a motion to appoint Lara Routhier and Jacques Belanger to the Recreation Commission for a two year term ending in March  2010.   Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Forest Committee:  

MOTION:

Les Hammond made a motion to appoint Jeff Crosby and Edward White to the Town Forest Committee for a three year term ending in March 2011.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

KTFCA: (Kuncanowet Town Forest and Conservation Area Committee)

MOTION:  

Mert Mann made a motion to appoint Les Hammond to the KTFCA Committee for a term of three years ending in March 2011.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Bid List: 

Les Hammond stated that he had gone over the general bid list and would like to put items out for bid at the next week’s meeting.  

Street Lights:  

Les Hammond asked if we own the three street lights in front and in back of the Town Offices.   There was a discussion about street lights on the Town property including the Library.  

Town Hall Storage Room: 

Les Hammond stated he would like to clean out the room in the upper Town Hall being used for storage.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated there were Town records being stored there that need to be saved.  There are also Town History books, etc.  

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief: 

Les Hammond stated he wanted to write Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, a letter stating that the Town is now authorized to pay him for licensing of facilities, etc.  Also, that they would like him to attend the School Board Meeting being held on the first Wednesday of May to discuss Emergency Management. 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent:   

In addition, the Selectmen would like Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to talk about repairs to the school parking lot at this School Board Meeting being held on the first Wednesday of May.    

Would also ask Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to set up a Public Hearing for road work.

Chairman, Board of Selectmen: 

At this point in the discussion, Rene Forcier stated because of his health issues, he would step aside for the position of Chairman, Board of Selectmen.  It would be between Mert Mann and Les Hammond.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen nominate Les Hammond as Chairman of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen for the 2008 year.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Donna Dunn Appointment Paperwork for Historical Awareness Committee: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the Selectmen with paperwork to be signed for Donn Dunn’s appointment to the Historical Awareness Committee.  Selectmen signed paperwork. 

Auditor’s Letter/Form:

Pay Scales for Employees:

Department of Revenue:
