DEPUTY TOWN TREASURER: 

Mert Mann stated that he realized that Alison Vallieres had already been sworn in a Deputy Town Treasurer previously but felt that the Board of Selectmen should still appoint her to the position.  Based on this information, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that Alison Vallieres be appointed as Deputy Town Treasurer for the term ending in March 2009.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING OF JULY 10, 2008: 

Mert Mann stated that in reviewing the July 10, 2008 minutes, it had come to his attention that a statement was made at that meeting that Line Comeau was hired as Assistant Town Administrator.   She was not hired as Assistant Town Administrator, she was hired as a part-time Secretary and in October 2004,  he had made a motion to hire her as a full-time Secretary with the added responsibilities of the Building Department.  He stated the minutes should be amended to reflect this fact. 

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 


Certification as Town Clerk: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board of Selectmen.  She stated she was now officially certified as Town Clerk after going through training over a three year period which involved one week of training per year for three years.  This was the third year of training and she graduated this year as a Certified Town Clerk.  She  needs to re-certify every five years through a one or two day class.  

Darlene Leone did a great job of covering during the time Linda Peters was attending class for a week.  She is in the process of learning the new program.  The Town has had excellent support services from BMSI, the State and also the Weare Town Clerk who is on the same system.  

Would suggest that Darlene Leone attend the classes starting next year.  There were a lot of Deputy Town Clerks in attendance also, and this would benefit Darlene considerably.  

Motor Vehicle Registrations On-Line with the State: 

Linda Peters stated that Dunbarton is now on-line with the State Registration process.  It is going well. 

BSMI Training: 

Les Hammond reported that both Line Comeau and Alison Vallieres had attended a one-day training course for BMSI in Franconia, NH this past Wednesday.  It went well and a lot of information was obtained regarding the BSMI Program and its capabilities.
