Rene Forcier, Selectman:

2. Stated that a trio of George Holt, Lou DeBerio and Line Comeau got the Milfoil package completed including the Management Plan which was left out last year.  All information is complete and put together with the maps and will be submitted Friday, September 12, 2008 in time for the September 15, 2008 deadline.  

The application package will be on time and it was a good job by all.  George Holt represented the Conservation Commission and helped a lot with the mapping and the delineation of the properties.

4. The Town received minimal damage from the most recent rain storm but there was a sizable sink hole on Black Brook Road right by Ray Simard’s pond.  

5. Presently working on Long Pond Road putting in underground drainage in preparation for rebuilding the surface.  This will be a two year project at least.
