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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  SEPTEMBER 25,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

Rene Forcier was absent because of health reasons.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Milfoil: 

1. Les Hammond stated that the Town Office had received a communication from Amy Smagula, Department of Environmental Services,  that they had received everything for the Grant Application for the treatment of Milfoil at Gorham Pond.  She is in the process of working on the mapping to give to the two bidders for Milfoil.  Bids have to be in by October 15, 2008.  They are the same two bidders as in the past.  

2. Mert Mann stated he did not think the Grant was not awarded last year because the Management Plan was omitted from the application.  Stated he did not hear that last year.  

Flood Control Mapping: 

1. Les Hammond reported that Scott Marsh has the new map for all the Flood Control Area and we haven’t heard from him.  They usually give us a schedule.  

DRA:  

1. Mert Mann stated that Commissioner Blatsos, DRA, is not being reappointed.  In the past, he has sat in on a few of the Massachusetts/New Hampshire Flood Control Reimbursement Meetings.  

Request for a Special Town Meeting for Treatment of Milfoil: 

1. Les Hammond stated he sent the request for a Special Town Meeting from the Gorham Pond residents to Laura Spectra, Town Counsel.  Because it was requiring an appropriation, it would require special permission from the Superior Court.  Town Counsel will review the document and advise us accordingly. 

Natalie Drive: 

1. Les Hammond stated he has also sent Laura Spectra, Town Counsel, information on the Natalie Drive project.  We have sent a letter to the current owners, and we felt the next step would be for the Planning Board to take the bond and the Road Agent to do the reclamation work.  Town Counsel agreed with this.  We need to make sure everyone would have ten days notice via Certified Mail prior to the Planning Board Meeting.

Ron Boynton, Transfer Station Garage Door: 

1. Les Hammond reported that he had not been able to get in contact with Ron Boynton yet regarding payments to the Town for the damaged garage door at the Transfer Station. 

Mert Mann brought up the following items: 

CIP: 

1. Stated he had called Stephanie Alexander, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, regarding updating the CIP.  Stated he thought we had budgeted for this but haven’t heard any discussion about it.  Will we be doing our annual update with her?  Someone from the office or me should give her a call to start the process.  

Will double check to see what we appropriated.


Setting Tax Rate:  

2. Called Sandy Roule,(?) DRA, regarding if they were moving along on setting the tax rate.  They are waiting for income from the State, (block grant from the State) and the only thing she didn’t have was the minutes of the Special Town Meeting.  Linda Peters, Town Clerk, will be doing them.  It will be a while before we have a tax rate meeting.  Have not filled out the required form as yet. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Selectman’s Position – Rene Forcier:

1. Lori Davis asked if the Board of Selectmen were in a position to appoint another Selectmen to replace Rene Forcier or would they have a special election.  The Selectmen noted that historically, they would appoint a replacement to fill out the remaining term.  We can’t have an election at the November election because it is against the law.  

Historical Society Supper: 

1. Lori Davis asked if Mert Mann, Treasurer, Historical Society, had any idea what the profit was for the Historical Society Supper.  

Mert Mann stated he was still receiving monies from Wayne Mills but would guess it was between $1,300 - $1,350.  Will know by the Annual Meeting to be held on October 4, 2008. 

7:30 PM. – PUBLIC HEARING - EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PLAN  

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, presented the updated Emergency Management Plan for Dunbarton as follows:   

Jon Wiggin read the introductory statement with regard to the Emergency Management Plan and the general purpose of the plan.  

1. He stated that Dunbarton went to the new FEMA format for the plan.  Stated Brian Naro had done the work on the completion of the plan and entered all the data into the format from FEMA in order to get money from grants, etc. 

2. This plan tells who is responsible and where we get the resources in the event of an emergency, etc.  

3. Began with the plan that FEMA gave us and this is an update of that plan. 

4. Six copies of the plan need to be printed and filed at the Town/State Library, Fire Department, Police Department, and the Town Offices.  In addition, the State needs a copy.

5. The adoption of this plan nullifies all previous plans.  

6. Needs to be updated annually.  We can add or delete.  As the resources list changes, we can change it.  There is a good list of resources within this plan.  

7. In addition, have been to several meetings about the tornado in Epsom.  Considerable damage was done, etc.  Two different counties were involved.  DOT helped a lot with bringing in equipment.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the Emergency Management Plan as submitted by Fire Chief Jon Wiggin.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Brian Naro stated this is a living document.  We should have someone looking at it as time goes by and make notes.  Should be updated on a yearly basis.  When we do it, it would be important to get all the Department involved on a yearly basis.  We should set a date each year to get all of the Departments together and go over the plan.  

Comments from the public: 

Lori Davis asked if we have made provisions for people with pets when we set up a shelter.  Stated the Town of Alstead has a problem with someone who gets turned away. 

Jon Wiggin stated that someone has been assigned that task.   There are places in Town where you could take the animals to.  There are farms where that could take care of the animals.  

Brian Naro stated that if people have questions, there is a link on the Fire Department Web Site.  The information is there.  We can’t make people go and look at it.  

It was noted that we are sending FEMA a copy of the updated plan so we can receive Grant monies, etc.  

Selectmen signed the updated Emergency Management Plan as presented by Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, this evening.  

There being no further business, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen closed the meeting with the following motion:
