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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  SEPTEMBER 4,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m.     The following were present:

Rene Forcier was absent because of health reasons.  


Mert Mann was absent due to an appointment in Manchester.  

LOU DEBERIO:  DISCUSS MILFOIL AT GORHAM POND:


Lou DeBerio appeared before the Board of Selectmen with two items for discussion as follows:


Lake Gorham Association Property Infringements:   

1. Stated that the Gorham Pond Park area has been surveyed and issues have come to light with two abutters.  

Letters have been sent to both abutters regarding the issues.  One of the abutters has a garage and driveway that is partially on Lake Gorham Association property.  We have offered to work this out with them by doing a Lot Line Adjustment to make this right.  

We have been unable to make contact with the other abutter to date.  

Alison Vallieres stated she would help Lou DeBerio with coordinating the paperwork for the Association to get it before the Planning Board, etc.  Lou DeBerio was told that he would need maps of the properties surveyed by a Registered Surveyor, etc. to come to the meeting in addition to abutters mailing labels.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that this was a Civil Matter between the Lake Gorham Association and the abutters and the Town had no jurisdiction over this situation.  


Milfoil Treatment at Gorham Pond: 

2. Lou DeBerio stated that he was also here to discuss the possible funding for Milfoil treatment and brought up the following points: 

a. Lou DeBerio stated that the Conservation Commission has $56,000 yet they refused to fund the Milfoil Treatment at Gorham Pond.  He felt this was part of being a Conservation Commission was to save the pond.  The RSA gives the Town the right to establish a Conservation Commission.  Who tells them how to set it up and use the monies they receive?  

b. He stated that Dunbarton now has three different ponds which now have Milfoil.  

c. Lou DeBerio stated he would like the Town to submit the application for this year.  The deadline for applying for Grant monies is September 15, 2008.  He stated there are 88 different property owners around Gorham Pond.  Our taxes are tied to the lake. 

d. Line Comeau stated she had worked with George Holt regarding examples of other towns, etc.  The application was not funded last year because it was incomplete.  They need  to update information that should be included  with the application.  This means the maps have to be current.  This needs to be done as soon as possible in order to get the application for Grant money into State of New Hampshire, DES prior to September 15, 2008.  

Les Hammond pointed out that it is up to the Gorham Pond residents to complete the map information and bring it up to date accordingly.  All the other information was given to Lou DeBerio previously.  The only item remaining to be done is updating the mapping.   The Town does not have the resources nor time to do this.  

e. Lou DeBerio presented a petition with twenty-five signatures requesting a Special Town Meeting to see if the Town could fund treatment of Milfoil.  

He stated he would like to see the treatment of Milfoil within the Town Budget.  

f. Les Hammond stated that it was unlikely that the Town would approve a Special Town Meeting.  He was of the understanding that the Warrant Article would be presented at the Regular Town Meeting held in March of 2009.  If it were approved at Town Meeting, Milfoil could be treated in the spring of 2009. 

Lou DeBerio will contact Lou Costa immediately  to come to the Town Office to work on getting the paperwork together for submittal to DES.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Appointments:
At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond stated that he would like to say that Mert Mann did not show up this evening.  He did not know Mert Mann would not be attending the meeting until just before the meeting.  He stated there is some business that needs to be taken care of this evening.  Specifically, an appointment for Ballot Clerk prior to the Primary which is Tuesday, September 9,  and a salary issue.    He stated he called Rene Forcier who had just returned from Mass General two hours previously, and Rene Forcier agreed to meet with Les Hammond with Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary,  at Rene Forcier’s home because he was unable to leave his home at this time because of health issues.   

Les Hammond stated this is the only way he was going to get any help to conduct business that needs to be taken care of.  

The meeting was moved to Rene Forcier’s home at 7:45 p.m.

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion to appoint Georgia Carlquist as a Ballot Clerk and George Holt as a second member to the Central Regional Planning Commission.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Salary Issue: 
Les Hammond stated that he would like to be able to compensate Line Comeau for the extra duties she was doing during the interim period until a new Town Administrator is appointed.  Rene Forcier stated that he would like to see the motion read that the extra hourly rate would only be until such time as the Town Administrator position is filled.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Board of Selectmen compensate Line Comeau at $18.00/hour until such time as the Town Administrator position is filled at which time she would go back to her old hourly rate and that this would be retroactive to June 30, 2008.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
