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EXECUTIVE NON PUBLIC SESSION

TUESDAY, JANUARY 20, 2009

9:00 A.M. – TOWN OFFICES

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen went into Executive Non-Public Session according to RSA 91-A:3 to discuss a personnel issue per request of Linda Peters, Town Clerk. 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board and stated that during the past year she had accumulated three weeks of compensatory/vacation time which was the result of having to have the Town Clerk’s Office open and her working over 40 hours per week.  She stated the  Deputy Town Clerk was unable to cover the Office alone because she was still being trained, etc. thereby creating the compensatory time for the Town Clerk.  In addition, she stated that she had kept track of the time worked for verification.  She stated the time amounted to close to 100 hours. 

At this point, she requested to be paid for the three weeks of compensatory/vacation time during 2008. 

There was considerable discussion, and the end result was that if the Selectmen agreed to this for this year, they would expect that this would not happen again.  They strongly advised her to take her vacation time and schedule the Deputy Town Clerk to cover for any vacation time taken by the Town Clerk in the future.  

Based on this, the following motion was made:

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize the payment for two weeks of accumulated compensatory time for the year 2008 for the Town Clerk and that one week of accumulated vacation time be carried forward into 2009 with the condition that all vacation time be taken during the year 2009.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
