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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN MEETING

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen met with a Non Public Session with the meeting starting at 10:00 am.  with the following present:

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen went into Executive Non-Public Session according to RSA 91-A:3 to discuss a legal bond issue with the following motion:  

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into a Non Public Executive Session according to RSA 91-A:3 to discuss a legal bond issue.  The motion was seconded by Ron Wanner and passed unanimously with the following Roll Call vote:

Michel Belanger Bond – Jacqueline Drive:  

It was noted that this issue was brought up by Michel Belanger who felt that he was owed money from the bond, which was for Jacqueline Drive.  

Ken Swayze presented various facts concerning the Michel Belanger Bond Issue, which have occurred over the last ten to fifteen years.  He had reviewed the Court Record, which was very extensive.   He noted the following information: 

1. Jacques Belanger settled with the Town by paying $30,987.31. (This amount was established by the minutes of the Non-Public meeting held on March 18, 2004.)   This bank check was to be made payable to the law firm of Ransmeier and Spellman.   There was an incomplete road system on Jacqueline Drive, more than $30,000 of legal expenses and past due real estate taxes. 

2. The Town started issuing Building Permits on Jacqueline Drive with an unfinished road system.   Michel Belanger requested the Selectmen to allow Building Permits to be issued prior to the road being completed and accepted buy the Town.  

3. Selectmen involved at this time were Charles Graybill, J. R. Swindlehurst and Steve Kennedy.   Steve Duggan, Ransmeier and Spellman was the Legal Counsel for the Town.  

4. Both Steve Kennedy and Ken Swayze went to Court on behalf of the Town of Dunbarton to try to resolve this case.  

5. At this same time, Jacques Belanger was trying to get approval for two lots with right of way access off Old Hopkinton Road through the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment.  There were issues with the lots having junk cars, etc. on them.  

At this point, Jacques Belanger agreed to pay the Town of Dunbarton a considerable sum of money to settle the matter and also agreed to clean up the vehicles on the lot off Old Hopkinton Road.  

In addition, Jacques Belanger also agreed to provide the Town with an “As Built” plan for Jacqueline Drive.  Ken Swayze agreed to write up the deed for approval to be signed by Michel Belanger or his agent.  The taxes would be paid at the time of the acceptance of Jacqueline Drive as a Town road.    In addition, Jacques Belanger agreed to put in the missing boundary, which has been done.  

At this point, it was pointed out that there were Non-Public Minutes of a meeting held on March 18, 2004 by the Board of Selectmen listing the amount and conditions, which Jacques Belanger agreed upon.  (attached)    (These minutes were to be released six months after the meeting was held.)  

According to the Minutes of the Non-Public Session, this figure was $30,987.31, and it was to be broken down as follows:

It was noted that there was a $20,000 attachment on the property which included taxes and unfinished road work.  At this point, Stinson Hills was also involved.  

After much discussion, it was determined the monies were dispersed as follows leaving a balance of $7,166.47:

It was noted that some of the old legal fees were not taken out.  The question is who is entitled to the remaining monies of $7,166.47? 

The Selectmen reached a consensus that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen would agree to split the balance of $7,166.47 giving Michel Belanger $3,600.00 and the Town to receive the remaining.  The Selectmen will require that there be a signed final agreement for any monies relating to Jacqueline Drive and this would be the end of the Jacqueline Drive issues.  

It was agreed that they would approach Jacques Belanger with this recommendation to see if it would be acceptable.   

No motions were made at the Non Public Executive Session.
