JOE LUKSZA RE SANDING OF RANGEWAY ROAD:

Joe Luksza, resident of Rangeway Road, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the sanding of Rangeway Road by the Highway Department.  He presented a letter which he submitted to the Selectmen on January 21, 2009 (attached)  .  In addition, he presented a letter dated January 22, 2009 after he had spoken with both the Road Agent and Les Hammond, Chairman, Board of Selectmen (attached) .  

He also presented the Board of Selectmen with a copy of Chapter 231 which relates to Liability of Munciaplities, etc.  (attached).   He stated he wanted Rangeway Road maintained the same as other roads in the Town.  

At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond stated that the statement with regard to what he (Les Hammond said, i.e. “Les Hammond said it doesn’t matter if I can get home or not, that’s my problem and rangeway will continue to be sanded many days later when other dirt roads are to be sanded; which has also been Mr. Crosby’s stance on the issue.”) was not correct.  

Les Hammond stated that the procedure for plowing Town Roads was as follows: 

1. They do School Bus Routes first

2.  Commuter Roads are done second

3.  Other arterial side Town Roads which are neither of the above are done last and do not have a priority status.  These are done after the School Bus Routes and Commuter Roads are done.  

Rangeway Road is not a Commuter Road  nor a School Bus route therefore it is done last.  In addition, Rangeway Road is a dirt road which must be treated differently than paved roads.  You cannot put a salt/sand mixture on a dirt road because it will turn it to mud which is worse.  If the truck has the salt/sand combination on it, they have to go back to the Town Shed to get just sand mixture to sand the dirt roads. 

The Selectmen noted that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, has said that he has maintained Rangeway Road to his best judgment but will try harder in the future on having it sanded sooner.   

In addition, the Selectmen cannot order the Road Agent to do certain things.  The Road Agent is the authority in Road Maintenance.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Public Comment:  


Lori Davis: 

At this point in the meeting, Lori Davis stated that she felt that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, had done a great job.  Had to go to Logan Airport Monday morning.  Long Pond Road is not a primary road but I was able to get out with no problem.  I am not an expert in plowing and when to sand.  I understand they have to use what they have before they put straight sand on the truck.  

Chuck Williamson:

Chuck Williamson asked how the GAT process is gong with regard to the incinerator.  I know you have to set a tonnage every year and you pay monthly for twelve months.  

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager  stated that the GAT is figured on what you tell them you are going to give.  It is computed this year at $45.90/Ton.  If you are going to use the figure for 1,000, your payment is divided from what you give them.  If you go over, you pay on the amount you go over.   You don’t want to pay more than you say what you want to deliver.  You are paying your monthly payment based on the 1500 Ton.

At this point in the meeting, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn their regular weekly meeting at 8:15 p.m.  Charles “Chuck” Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the Board of Selectmen needed to go into a Non Public Executive Session to discuss a Personnel Issue.  (See minutes of Executive Session)
