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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  FEBRUARY 12, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00  P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,   presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

JOHN STEVENS, RE GREEN COMMITTEE (ENERGY COMMITTEE): 

John Stevens, new member of the Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to bring them up to date on this Committee as follows: 

1. Recently held the first meeting,  and  it was spent developing a spread sheet.  

2. John Steven’s assignment is to resurrect the previous School and Town Buildings Energy Audit.  

3. Jordan Institute offered to do a free walk through for Energy, etc. up until 1 ½ weeks ago when they decided to start charging because they had so many Towns requesting this service and were not getting enough business from this service to warrant it.    

4. The charge would be $20,000.

At this point, the Selectmen stated that there was no money in the budget for this type of service and that any communications with Jordan or others should make it clear that the Town of Dunbarton did not have funds allocated in the budget at this time.  

5. Will be contacting Dunbarton Fuel Service regarding the heating oil usage for Town Buildings and the degree days.  

6. Will be contacting Ray LaBore, Business Manager, SAU,  for the school to obtain their heating oil usage, etc.  

At this point, Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he would like to see the difference in heating oil usage for the Town Office between 2008 and 2009 because the storm windows were put in.  If the windows are cost effective, it might be a possibility for the Town Hall, etc.  

It was pointed out that the Transfer Station uses propane for heating and not heating oil.  

7. Noted there might be another option for the Transfer Station in the way of burning chips from the brush pile, etc.  The Committee will look into this.  

8. Has four potential bidders he can forward e-mails to regarding “quotations” for an Energy Audit to find out if they want to do business.  

Asked for the Selectmen’s approval to contact the four companies.  Will provide them our buildings square footage and our present heating fuel use.  

The Selectmen stated that we don’t want to do anything that will cost us money.  Both Selectmen agreed on this statement.   There will be no expenditures or transfers of money.   Don’t give the companies  contacted any comfortable feeling about anything happening in the next year.  There is no money set aside.  

Selectmen asked if they had contacted Public Service Company re Energy Audit.  The Selectmen are presently looking at the Town Offices regarding interior lighting. 

9. New Hampshire Department of Education also offers a program of up to 30-60% of costs of energy improvements but don’t know how the State budget will affect this, etc.  

10. Stated he will not contract with anyone.  Basically, getting information at this point.  

11. Stated that volunteering was also an option.  This Town has a strong tradition of volunteering and this might work.  

12. Asked about how the tax formula worked for improvements, etc.  

13. Asked if they knew anything about the HX1 Unit that Jeff Trexler is putting in at the school.  There are serious heating issues with the school.  Talked with the Principal and they have to open windows sometimes, etc.  

14. Asked about the maintenance budget for the School and Town Buildings. 

Town Office has a maintenance budget which is handled by the Selectmen but the

        School is  handled separately.

15. Needs to be sworn in as a member of the Green Committee.  Will do this with Town Clerk.  

16. Will be providing information on Energy Improvements to be set up at the Town Library in a separate section.

17. Will be contacting Dan Troy, Webmaster, regarding putting information on the Dunbarton

        Web Page.  

Advice from Selectmen: 

a. Need to lead by example.  Selectmen thought the big part of this Committee would be to help citizens of the Town regarding advice on energy improvements, etc.  

b. Were hoping to be able to take people to a few houses in Town that have some of these energy improvements to show them what can be done.  

c. No monies available at this time for this Committee.  Advisory Committee only.

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated the Town Warrant should be posted no later than February 20, 2009 (14 days prior to the Town Meeting, not counting the day of posting or the day of the meeting) along with the MS-6 Form.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
