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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  FEBRUARY 19, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00  P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

At this point in the meeting, the Board of Selectmen went into Non-Public Executive Session according to RSA 91-A:3.  (See minutes of non-public Executive Session)

7:45 p.m. – DEBORAH TROTTIER, LIBRARY TRUSTEE: 

Deborah Trottier, Library Trustee, appeared before the Board to discuss upcoming events at the Library as follows: 

1. Abe Lincoln Impersonator will be coming to the Library next Thursday evening, February 26, 2009.  All are invited to attend. 

2. Rebbeca Rule will be also a Speaker at the Library in the month of May. 

Additional Items discussed were: 

1. Thanked the Board of Selectmen/Highway Department for shoveling out the Library this morning. 

2. Selectmen asked if they had found the missing Library Sign.  

Deb Trottier stated she didn’t know it was missing but as far as she knew it hadn’t been found. 

3. Stated the newspaper boxes had taken a beating during the plowing season. 

4. Selectmen are in the process of making up a Library Sign to go on the Town Hall.  Have the stencils for the letters for the sign.  Asked if the Library would be interested in getting the sign built to be ready for lettering.  

Deb Trottier stated she will look into someone making the sign and having it ready for lettering. 

5. Les Hammond stated that he had contacted Guy Sherman regarding trimming some of the trees on the Common.  

Deb Trottier indicated it would be nice to have this done prior to the May 31 Festivities.  

6. There are plans for a Disease Resistant Elm Tree to be planted on the Town Common.  It needs to be coordinated with the Boy Scouts, etc.  The Elm Institute from Keene, NH will be providing the tree.  It has been donated by a anonymous donor.   

7. Will be doing a Tour of the Upper Town Hall during the May 31 Weekend Festivities.  Asked if the Library needed permission from the Selectmen to take small groups up in the Upper Town Hall.  

The Selectmen advised her that Fire Chief Jon Wiggin would be the person to contact because of Fire Safety Regulations, etc.  It would relate to number of people upstairs allowed at one time.  

8. Selectmen asked Deb Trottier if she had heard any indication from Norm Roberge, Library Trustee, regarding any potential reduction in the Library Budget.  If they are going to make any further reductions, it must be brought up at the Town Meeting because the Town is too far into budget, etc.  

Deb Trottier stated she had no knowledge of this.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion/action: 


Belanger/Jacqueline Drive Agreement: 

1. Jacques Belanger had called and stated he would be unable to attend tonight’s meeting with his father, Michel Belanger, to sign the agreement with the Town of Dunbarton regarding final disbursement of monies from Jacqueline Drive.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that Town Counsel had made a minor revision to the document regarding the account, etc.  

After discussion, the Board of Selectmen reached a consensus to leave the document the way it was in the beginning. 

Jacques Belanger and his father, Michel Belanger, will be in the Town Office on Friday, February 20, 2009 to sign the agreement.    Selectmen will sign agreement after Michel Belanger signs.  

Will be able to write a check for Michel Belanger next week.   Have alerted Pam Milioto, Town Treasurer, to release the funds, etc.  


Watermark on Correspondence: 

1. Gave the Selectmen an example of how a Watermark could be put on correspondence as needed.  

Town Warrant and Budget: 

1. Presented the Selectmen with the Warrant and Budget for their signature and noted that it would be posted in two public places (Town Offices and Pages Store) and also at the School at the Community Center where the meeting is held.  In addition it will be on the Dunbarton Web Page.  

Selectmen signed Warrant.  

Town Report:  

1. Stated that the Town Reports would be delivered on February 24, 2009.  They will be out in the mail by Thursday, February 26, 2009. 

Police Department Secretary:  

At this point in the meeting, Charles “Chuck” Graybill announced that Shauna Taylor, Police Department Secretary has resigned.  She will be sorely missed in the Accreditation Process, and we wish her well in her new endeavors.   There is an advertisement in the Manchester Union Leader today  seeking applicants.  It is a part-time position for 34.5 hours a week.  Shauna will be training the new person on Saturdays for several weeks. 

Comments from the Public:   

Lori Davis stated that on January 13, 2009, she wrote a letter to the Town requesting certain information according to the Right to Know Law.  The Town has five working days to respond.  She stated she had not received the information as yet.  This is over a month.  One Department did not respond.  One Department Head did not complete his request completely.  The law is very clear.  I am not asking for anything I have not asked for in the past.  We have caught problems by my accessing information.  I hold my people accountable for my tax dollars.  We can go back to Court.  We are here asking you now for the information.  We have found problems and have made you aware of them in the past.  When I go to Town Meeting, I need some of this information.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that at the time of the receipt of the letter, the Town Office was right in the middle of compiling the budget, the Town Report and other end of the year reports.  We have just been very busy and not been able to find the time to get at this.  It is very  time consuming.  

Lori Davis stated she was really pleased with the way this Board is working together, and you are listening and it is nice to see everyone working, etc.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
