MINUTES OF MEETING

7:00 p.m. – JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 


John Stevens, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board to discuss the following items/issues: 

1. Appointments for the Energy Committee:

a. Stated the following members were interested in being reappointed.  Noted the terms of all the members expired in March 2009.

d. Selectmen reached a consensus that they would like to have staggered terms for the members, therefore not having the same situation as this year with all members’ terms expire at the same time.  

1. John Stevens will contact all the prospective members to find out what term they would like to serve, etc.

e.  Stated the Representative from the Energy Committee for the Single Stream Committee would be Dan VanKalken.  

2. Energy Grants:  

John Stevens stated he has contacted an organization that provides Grants to Energy Committees in the amounts of between $500 - $2,500.  

a. Asked the Board of Selectmen if the Energy Committee has the authority to accept monies from Grants, etc.  

Board of Selectmen stated any Grants would be done through the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen’ signature,  and they (Board of Selectmen) have the authority to accept Grant monies, etc. 

b. Some of the uses for the Grant monies would be books for the Energy Section at the Library, etc. 

MICHAEL GUINEY, APPOINTMENT TO ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT: 

Mike Guiney stated he understood that John Herlihy had resigned from the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  Stated he would like to sit on the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

At this point in the discussion, Charles Graybill stated that he had always looked to the Chairman of the Board or Committee for a recommendation to the Board of Selectmen, and  take their recommendations for what it is worth.  

Mike Guiney stated he has asked to go on the Zoning Board of Adjustment once before.  

Selectmen stated they also had another person interested in serving on the Zoning Board of Adjustment.    In addition, they will be speaking with the Chairman of the Zoning Board of Adjustment. 

JOHN TROTTIER, ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT RE APPOINTMENTS: 

John Trottier, Chairman, Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss appointments to the Zoning Board of Adjustment as follows: 

1. Stated that John Herlihy has stated that he would be unable to serve again on the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

2. Stated he would recommend Dan DalPra be appointed to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment as a full-time member.  

3. Stated he (John Trottier) would be interested in being reappointed to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment at his current full-time status.  

Stated that the Dunbarton Board of Adjustment needs people that are consistent on the Board.  We need people that have the best interest of the Town without personal agendas.   This is the first time I knew that Mike Guiney was interested in serving on the Zoning Board.  At this point, if we moved Dan DalPra up to a full-time member, there would be one vacancy for an Alternate.  There presently are two Alternates, Wayne Bracy and Dan DalPra.  

The Selectmen stated that they have received a resume for Michael Kaminski, Tucker Hill Road, who is interested in serving on the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  (attached) 

John Trottier stated that he will confirm the number of Alternates which the Zoning Board should have.  John Trottier stated he also had a copy of Mike Kaminski’s resume.  

MOTION:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Dan DalPra to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment as a full-time member with a term of three years.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  

At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he would not be in favor of moving Dan DalPra up to a full-time member.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated that he did not know Dan DalPra and would like the opportunity to meet him before making the final decision.  


The motion was tabled until the Board gets a chance to talk with Dan DalPra.  


MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint John Trottier as a full-time member of the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment with a three year term.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  

At this point, Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that John Trottier should be commended for his serving as Chairman of the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  This past year was very stressful, and he has done a commendable job of serving as Chairman.  

The motion passed unanimously. 

It was decided to put information on the Dunbarton Web Site that the Town of Dunbarton was seeking residents to serve on the Zoning Board of Adjustment, etc.  

In addition, Michael Guiney was requested to submit a letter in writing regarding his desire to serve on the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

Single Stream Committee: 

John Trottier stated he would be willing to serve on the Single Stream Committee.  

The Selectmen noted they had already made the appointments to this Committee, but John Trottier could always be considered a Resource and could attend all meetings, etc.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT, TO DISCUSS PURGATORY POND ROAD:

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen with the following comments regarding Purgatory Pond Road and the possibility of upgrading, etc. 

1. Stated that last year Mr. and Mrs. Gibson and Brian Nordle came in to discuss upgrading of Purgatory Pond Road.  At that time, Les Hammond did a lot of research.  

2. Stated that if this road was upgraded to Class V status, it would create two more buildable lots.  How would this be handled?  Through the Planning Board, Board of Selectmen, or at Town Meeting?  

3. In the past, we have done this i.e. Ken Swayze’s road which made another buildable lot and the Chan’s which was a subdivision.  County Road was a Class VI road brought up to a Class V road.  Now we are taking another Class VI road and changing it to a Class V.  Looks like it could create another buildable lot for the Gibson’s and split Nordle’s property.  

4. Joe Luska came in the fall to discuss his road.   Mert Mann and Les Hammond led him to believe that he might have to go to the Townspeople to have the road voted on.  

5. It was noted there will be a Public Site Walk on Thursday, April 2, 2009 at 10: am. which will be open to the Public.  Les Hammond will be unable to attend.  Brian Nordle, Don Mayo, Town Engineer, Ron Wanner and Charles Graybill, Selectmen, and a representative from Fish and Game will also be present.   Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, also should attend.  

6. Ron Wanner has already done some research on this road.  Will continue getting more information.  It is not  “cut and dry”.  

7. Brian Nordle stated he came to the Selectmen to make them aware of what I wanted to do.  I want to use reclaimed pavement, etc.  It is a great product.  DOT does own the right of way.  If DOT takes a Right of Way, they can’t stop any access to any property.  If they were to pave it, etc., they have to buy out the property owners.  They can’t buy a right of way.  I am not here to discuss the RSA’s and have lived on a right of way for 22 years.  There will be no additional lots created by this.  Just for the two homes on the roads to be plowed out.  I was delivered sand in the past.  I cannot take the chance of living there on an icy road, etc.  I am going to handle the upgrading  myself, and I look at other roads that have been accepted by the Selectmen.  Some are very narrow in spots.    In the past, on the Mother’s Day Flood, this road did not wash out.  The culverts held.  I am planning on upgrading the culverts anyway.  The road is subject to gates and bars.  We are living there with building permits and CO’s.  We are continuing plowing and begging for sand.  

In the past, contacted Compton French and he stated there was no difference in assessment because of living on a Class VI road versus Class V.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that with Vision, assessment is not figured that way.  

TIFFANY DODDS, LIBRARY TRUSTEE: 

Tiffany Dodds,  and Lori Wamser, Library Trustees,  appeared before the Board to discuss the following issues/items:

5. At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that he will be in contact with Guy Sherman about trimming several of the trees on the Common hopefully before the event.  

6. Fred Mullen and Peter Hecker will also be showing a video of the 250th Anniversary Parade in 1976.  

7. Noted that Kim Vallancourt, Old Home Day, was also interested in getting help for the Old Home Day Event.

Planning Board Appointments: 


MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion to nominate James Marcou as an Alternate to the Dunbarton Planning Board and move George Holt up to a Full-Time Member of the Dunbarton Planning Board.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Telephone Savings:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, pointed out that the Town Office had instituted another savings in telephone costs by switching the dispatch telephone bill from AT&T to Pioneer Telephone.  This will result in a basic saving of at least $31.00/month plus toll calls, for a possible savings of up to $400/year.  



Fairpoint Billings – Special Duty:  

Charles Graybill stated he had spoken with Police Chief Connelly regarding the payment issues with Fairpoint.  Chief Connelly is going to get in touch with his contact which is a Police liaison, etc.  In addition, Line Comeau stated she had spoken with someone recently, and they have promised to pay the bills on April 1, 2009.  The bills were passed through to the Maine Office. 

At this point in the discussion, Ron Wanner stated that we should be copying the Public Utilities Commission regarding the outstanding payments.  We need to be taking some action.  



Antioch College – Selectmen’s Training:  

Ron Wanner, Selectmen, reported that after looking into the Selectmen’s Training at Antioch College, he found he would be unable to attend two of the four sessions.  Based on this information, he felt it would not be cost effective to attend the training, and he will not be attending.  

Comments from the Public: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that Al Simoneau and Don Mayo were at the Dolores Drive Site recently.   Al Simoneau has sent a recent e-mail stating that he will be starting road work at Dolores Drive in April.  

Lori Davis stated she would like to see the Selectmen adding new people to committees because everyone has a right to participate.  I would like more open mindedness and not always waiting for the Chair Heads to make recommendations because these Boards should have a cross section and not who you get along with, etc.  You get good discussion and new ideas, and I like hearing your comments.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had several items he had spoken with Les Hammond about regarding the school as follows: 

1. Mike Underwood contacted him regarding a broken propane  gas line that needed to be put underground.  The line goes to two small tanks and into the utility room.  Ice fell on it and took it down. 

 It is presently capped off but it needs to be fixed.  

2. Received a call from the Principal and she wanted to know how they got sand into the sand box.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will take care of the sand.  

3. Les Hammond, Chairman, stated the Selectmen had discussed setting a limit on the Stark Bridge and were looking for a recommendation from Jeff Crosby, Road Agent.  

It was decided to set the limit at 3 Ton.  

Charles “Chuck” Williamson asked what the Classification on the Bridge of E-2 meant.  Jeff Crosby will check this out.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
