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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  APRIL 2,  2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

POSSIBILITY OF SCHOOL/TOWN PUTTING HEATING OIL OUT TO BID AS JOINT EFFORT:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he had recently been contacted by Rene Ouellet regarding the Town’s interest in purchasing heating oil jointly with the school.  They will only be looking into it at this point with no commitment.  In the past, the Town has only received one bid.  

It was noted that the Town should present gallonage figures for Town Buildings to give to Rene Ouellet.   

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will provide the figures for the past heating season.  

7:00 P.M. – DAN DALPRA AND JOHN TROTTIER:  APPOINTMENTS TO ZONING BOARD:

John Trottier, Chairman, Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment, stated that his recommendations to the Board of Selectmen remained the same as previously submitted.  He would recommend that Dan DalPra be moved up to a full-time member of the Dunbarton Zoning Board leaving one vacant spot for an Alternate. 

He stated he had checked the RSA’s and the Zoning Board of Adjustment can have up to five Alternates but he would recommend that the Zoning Board continue with two alternates.  This is the way the Zoning Board has been since it was created.  The Board operates well with two Alternates.  

At this point, Ron Wanner stated the reason Dan DalPra was here was because he had never met him and felt that if he was voting, he should know who he was voting for.  

Dan DalPra appeared before the Board and stated that he had been on the Zoning Board of Adjustment as an Alternate since 2004.  He stated his background was he has worked for a General Contractor for over thirty years.  I think I bring some value to the Zoning Board through technical expertise.  I look at it as an opportunity to give back to the community.  Have lived here 26 years.  I am still learning.  There is a lot of uniqueness in the requests that come before the Zoning Board.  I find it interesting/challenging, and I am happy to help out. 

John Trottier stated that his recommendation was strictly based on seniority on the Board.  Dan DalPra is the next Alternate that would be moved up according to seniority.  Seniority is how we have always moved members up to become full-time members.  Dan DalPra has been an Alternate the longest.


Selectmen had no questions.


MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Dan DalPra from an Alternate to a full-time member of the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment for a three year term ending in 2012.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

ANDREW CILLO TO DISCUSS BUSINESS SIGN: 

Andrew Cillo, 110 Concord Stage Road, appeared before the Board to request approval of the location of a sign on his property advertising his carpentry business.  He stated he was here because the Sign Ordinance requires the Selectmen’s approval as noted within the Sign Ordinance.  He presented a plan of his property and the proposed location of the sign.  (attached)  

Mr. Cillo stated that he does all of his work off his property.  He does none of his work at home.  His business is home repairs.  He leaves his house and works at other locations.

Mr. Cillo presented two samples of the sign which he would like to put up.  The size of the proposed one he would like to use is 36” x 30”.  He would like to locate it on his driveway back on the knob of the ledge.  He has lived there since 1999.  There will be no lighting on the sign.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that he would like him to coordinate the sign with Donna Dunn to make sure it meets whatever standards the General Stark Scenic By-Way requires.  There is a requirement that there be no billboards on the Scenic By-Way.  

The Selectmen reached a Consensus to allow Andrew Cillo to locate a sign at his property located on 110 Concord Stage Road advertising his business which is Home Improvements (Carpentry).

OTHER BUSINESS -  DEPARTMENTS: 

TOWN LIBRARY WALK THROUGH WITH NEW HAMPSHIRE PRESERVATION GROUP:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated this is scheduled for Tuesday, April 7, 2009 at 3:30 p.m.  with Tiffany Dodds, Library Trustee, and Selectmen,  etc.  

It was recommended that the Fire Chief also be contacted to be included in the Walk-Through.  

The purpose of the Walk-Through with the NH Preservation Group is to determine if there are any Grant Funds available which Dunbarton might qualify for updating the Upper Town Hall.

Planning Board:  



MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Les Hammond, Selectmen’s Representative,  and Brian Nordle to the Dunbarton Planning Board for a one year term ending in 2010, and Kenneth Swayze, Terry Swain and Alison Vallieres to the Dunbarton Planning Board for a term of three years ending in 2012.    Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Assistant Building Inspector: 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Jon Wiggin as Assistant Building Inspector for a one year term ending in 2010.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


STIMULUS MONEY FOR BROAD BAND: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that he had recently spoken with George Holt who stated there is considerable Stimulus Money out there for Broad Band.  Would suggest the Town of Dunbarton look into this.  In the past, have been unsuccessful in getting cable/broad band to the Town of Dunbarton.  Should possibly consider having this looked into.  In the past, Norm Roberge had done some investigation into this.   Fairpoint should be checked out for possible Broad Band.  


GROUNDWATER PROTECTION PROPOSED ORDINANCE: 

Les Hammond, Chairman and Selectmen’s Planning Board Representative, reported that a group of concerned citizens presented a Groundwater Protection Ordinance to the Dunbarton Planning Board at the last Planning Board Workshop Meeting held Wednesday,  April 1, 2009.  

The Planning Board designated Terry Swain, Alison Vallieres, George Holt and Michael Poirier to serve on a Sub-Committee to work with this group.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, April 14, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. and is a Public Meeting which will be publicly noticed, etc.  


PATRICK BOWNE, VACATION REQUEST: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented a request for Vacation Time from Patrick Bowne for 40 hours for the period April 28 – May 2, 2009 and 0 hours for Saturday, April 25, 2009.  

Charles Graybill asked what the 0 hours for Saturday, April 25 meant.  Can’t approve until Selectmen understand what the 0 hours is.

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will check on this and report back to the Selectmen.


POLICE CHIEF CHRIS CONNELLY: 



Community Response Report:

Police Chief Chris Connelly presented the Selectmen with a copy of the recent Community Response Report.   Noted it was done mostly on-line.  



Stimulus Money - Grant Possibility for a Fourth Full-Time Police Officer:  

Police Chief Chris Connelly stated he had given the Selectmen a four page letter regarding the possibility of applying for a Grant through the Department of Justice for a Fourth Full-Time Police Officer.  This Grant would cover the salary for an entry level Police Officer for three years.  

He stated that the Town would have to approve the fourth Police Officer in the fourth year.  In the past, the Town used a one-year Grant for Tim Locke in 1994 and voted the money the second year. 

Stated that he wanted to get the Selectmen’s feelings regarding the possibility of funding for the fourth year before he went ahead and completed the 36-38 page document.   The deadline for filing for the Grant is April 14, 2009.  

It was noted that the Grant would be for the Base Salary of a “raw recruit” or if the Department had laid someone off recently, etc.   The Grant does not cover uniforms and equipment.  

Ron Wanner stated he didn’t know how the Selectmen could make a commitment for the 4th year for the salary of a full-time officer.  If the Town Residents vote “No” at the Town Meeting, we could not pick up the funding on the fourth year.  There would be no guarantee that it would be funded.  

Charles Graybill stated we need to find out what the complete cost would be for the first year of the grant for uniforms and equipment.  

The Selectmen stated they could not guarantee that the Town would approve a fourth officer in three years from now.  

Les Hammond stated he would be supportive of the fourth officer because he felt that the Town’s main concern should be the health and safety of its residents, etc.  

Police Chief Connelly will check with other Towns similar to Dunbarton to find out how they are handling this issue.  

Comments from the Public:  

Chuck Williamson stated that he would like to think that by 2013 or 2014, we might need another Police Officer.  

Lori Davis stated she backed the third officer and would back the fourth officer also.  The Department handles everyone equally.  

FEMA MONIES:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, noted that we had received word from FEMA that we would receive 75% of the total expended, the State would be responsible for 12.5% and the Town would be responsible for the remaining 12.5%.  The Town will receive 75% of $37,000 which amounts to $27,500.  It is unknown when the Town will receive the 12.5% of the State portion.  

This calculation is different than what was originally told the Town would receive.  

After discussion, it was decided that the reduction in the State portion was probably due to State Fiscal Committee Reductions for the State Budget.  

PURGATORY POND SITE WALK: 

It was reported that the Purgatory Pond Site Walk went well. Fish and Game Department had a representative present (Betsey McNaughton) along with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent,  Ron Wanner, Charles Graybill,, and Don Mayo, Town Engineer.  

Ron Wanner, Selectmen, is still doing research on Purgatory Pond Road and what the status of the road is, etc.  

No decision has been made at this point.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
