MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, OCTOBER 1, 2009

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

DUNBARTON LIBRARY TRUSTEES:

Lori Wamser and Gregory Arce, Library Trustees, appeared before the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen and announced the following program and plans for the Dunbarton Library for the upcoming month: 

1. Book Club will be meeting on Tuesday, October 13, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. and noon on Wednesday, October 14, 2009 for a discussion on “the Ginger Tree”.  This will be an adult discussion.  

2. Thursday, October 22, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. will be hosting Cynthia O’Neil, Manchester City Library’s genealogist entitled “Unpuzzling your Past”.   Nancy Lang and Wendy Dailey will also be present at this presentation.  

3. Also on Thursday, October 22, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Elementary School, the Library and PTO are co-hosting “Connect with Books!” with guest author Donna Ciocca along with a local tour and discussion how to have your children enjoy reading. 

4. Tuesday, October 27, 2009 at 6:30 p.m., there will be a Face-Painting Workshop given by a professional face painter.  

5. Saturday, October 31, 2009 there will be the usual Halloween with the candy passing out, etc.  

Other Items:  

1. Asked about replacing the rug at the front door of the Library.  It is a heavy industrial strength rubber based rug.  Estimated cost for replacement is $500.00. 

Selectmen noted they would include the cost of replacing the rug in the 2010 Town Budget under Town Building Improvements, etc.  

2. Gregory Arce, Library Trustee, stated that they had recently had an audit on value of contents including complete audio books, etc. The value has gone up from $250,000 (Insurance Coverage) to $295,000.  The insurance year is July 1 – June 30 so wanted to make sure we increased the insurance.  

3. Asked if there had been any word on the Old Home Day vandalism done at the Library. They have heard nothing to date.   

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the Police Department is aware of who did the damage.  

4. Noted that the Dunbarton Library Calendar was almost ready to go.  It will feature twelve Dunbarton Artists.  Need important dates for the Town such as Town Meeting, etc.  Will be pre sales and ready by the end of October.  


December 6-7, 2009 Weekend Festivities - Tree Lighting Ceremony: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, noted the following tentative schedule had just been worked out for the weekend of December 6-7, 2009:

Elm Institute, free Elm Tree:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he had recently spoken with Mary Reynolds, Division of Forests and Lands Arborist, and she confirmed that there is no such thing as a Disease Resistant Elm Tree.  

Based on this information, the Selectmen agreed that the Town will not pursue planting an Elm Tree.  

COTE/SCIRE SIGNING OF AGREEMENT:  



Mr. Cote representing Cote and Scire appeared before the Board of Selectmen.  

1. Two copies of the agreement for Selectmen’s signature were presented to the Board of Selectmen for their signature.  

2. Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning Department, stated the Dunbarton Planning Board has given the Cote/Scire subdivision a two year extension.  This is the agreement.  This agreement is the same as the previous one with the only thing different from the previous agreement is that the Planning Board had asked that the work to wait until May 1, 2010 because of potential runoff problems, etc.  Also the road will be posted in the spring.  In addition, the contractors had been asked to remove the equipment.  

Ken Swayze, Planning Board Chairman, has confirmed that the equipment has been moved as requested.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked why the agreement specifically named Don Mayo, Engineer, instead of just saying Town Engineer.  He stated that if anything changes in the future, it would not be legal, etc. 

 After discussion, it was agreed to strike out the words Don Mayo, and leave in Town Engineer and have the Selectmen initial the document accordingly. 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, asked why the Board of Selectmen has to sign this.   It was noted that because it is a road construction issue and the Selectmen are in charge of roads.  

DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented the following items for action/information: 

1. Breast Cancer Awareness Week: 

The Town has been contacted regarding permission to put a Breast Cancer Ribbon on the Bandstand for one week during Breast Cancer Awareness Week.  They will put the ribbon up and be responsible for taking it down at the end of the week.  Presented pictures of other examples of bandstands with the ribbons, etc.  

Selectmen agreed to allow this providing the group were responsible for taking down the ribbon at the end of the week, etc.  

2. Bill Miles, Trapping Permit: 

Presented a Trapping Permit from Bill Miles for Selectmen’s signature.  It was noted that Bill Miles had stated there was a beaver problem on Guinea Road.  It was noted that Bill Miles had been trapping in the Town of Dunbarton for many years and was always helpful when there was a beaver problem.  

Selectmen signed trapping permit for Bill Miles.  

3. Town Office: 

Work is progressing with BMSI and accounting process with regard to balancing accounts, etc.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Sowle Driveway Issue:

At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that he thought that the procedure for roads which the Board of Selectmen acted upon last week regarding the Sowle’ driveway issue was the final responsibility of the Board of Selectmen and not the Planning Board. 

 Based on his assumption, this would mean that the Board of Selectmen should have made a decision as to the specifications for the driveway instead of making a recommendation to the Planning Board.   He stated it was his understanding that the Board of Selectmen had the final authority on the driveway specifications and not the Planning Board.  Based on this, the Board of Selectmen should hold another Public Hearing with notification, etc. and make their decision.  

A copy of the Board of Selectmen Policy and Procedure Regarding the Erection of Buildings on Class VI Highways was reviewed by the Selectmen.  Both Ron Wanner and Charles Graybill agreed that the Selectmen had the final authority according to the Policy.  

Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning Department, stated that the Planning Board would be discussing the Sowle Subdivision at their next Workshop Meeting to be held on Wednesday, October 7, 2009 at 6:30 p.m.   

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, Planning Board, stated the Sowle Proposed Subdivision will be on the Planning Board Agenda for approval/action on Wednesday, October 21, 2009.  

After much discussion, it was decided by the Dunbarton Selectmen to hold another Public Hearing on Thursday, October 22, 2009 to make their final decision.   This would allow them time to see what the Planning Board’s discussion would be at the Workshop Meeting, etc.
