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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, OCTOBER 22, 2009
TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

DEPARTMENTS:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator noted there were no items on the Agenda for discussion other than Departments.  She presented the following issues for discussion and/or action: 

1. FEMA Monies: 

It was reported that the final check for the remaining 12.5% of FEMA monies had been received by the Town of Dunbarton.  Because there was a small overpayment, there was an amount left over.  By splitting the check, it will amount to each Department receiving an additional $301.02 in their budget line, etc.  

2. RFP for Audit: 

Noted that the RFP for the Audit for the year 2009 was almost ready to be sent out for bids.  Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that Lara Larson had been a big help in getting this prepared.  Will plan to post it on the Dunbarton Web Site and publish the Notice for Bids in the Concord Monitor for two days, October 29 and 30, 2009.  Will also mail the RFP to six different Auditors. 

Deadline for receiving bids will be December 1, 2009, to be opened the following Thursday, December 3, 2009.  

3. 2009 Town Report Printing:

Asked for recommendations for when the printing RFP for the Town Report should be put out for bid.  Last year, the same vendor as the previous year did the printing.  Have ten interested companies which have asked to be forwarded the RFP.  It was noted that the bid would be based on the number of pages, etc.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked about the possibility of having multiple year bids.  

4. GSI Net: 

Have spoken with Granite State Telephone who is the GSI Net provider.  They have agreed that because Dunbarton is a municipality, they will bill us instead of providing a Credit Card, etc.  

5. Credit Cards: 

Pam Milioto, Town Treasurer, is still working on the Credit Card issue and how it will be billed to the Town.  Duplicate invoices will be forwarded to the appropriate Departments so they can code them accordingly.  

6. Telephone System: 

Larry Cook has shown concerns about the Town Office telephone system.  Because today was a foggy day, the system was very crackly with noises, etc.  Larry knows of someone who can check into looking into the panel to determine if it is the system or a problem outside the building.  Asked if we should start requesting quotes in order to get a figure for replacement for the next budget in 2010.  There is a problem with the Voice Mail.  Messages are not getting through to the appropriate personnel.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he would not suggest putting any money into the present system for repairs if we are considering replacing it next year.  

It was noted that we need a price in order to determine whether or not we have to go out to bid.  When over $10,000, it is required it go out to bid.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Sowle Subdivision – Holmes Road/Old Mills Hill Road:  

Stanley Sowle, Brett Sowle and his fiancée’ appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss recent Planning Board approval of proposed two lot subdivision.    Noted the following:  

Stanley Sowle stated they were still trying to comprehend what took place at the recent Planning Board Meeting with regard to their proposed two lot subdivision.  

Underground Utilities:  

1. Stated he was told that he should go to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen to request Underground Utilities for the house.  They would plan on replacing the pole in front of Jim Marcou’s house and possibly one other further down Holmes Road.  

There was considerable discussion as to whether or not the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen needed to approve the installation of Underground Utilities or not.  The Selectmen noted that they have not done this in the past.  


Exaction Fee of $4,000: 

2. Stanley Sowle stated that the Exaction Fee was brought up at the last minute at the recent meeting.  It had not been mentioned nor discussed up until that point.  Did not have the opportunity to comment on this. 

Les Hammond, Selectman, explained that Exaction Fees were charged for the Chan subdivision off Gile Hill Road.  The total amount per lot was $4,000.  He explained the process of Exaction Fees in that the money was put aside to be used only on the road serving the lot.  The money could not be used for anything other than this.  If the money is not used within six years, it is returned to the owner who paid the Exaction Fee.  The total cost of the road work is $16,000.  This means that the Town of Dunbarton will pay $12,000 for the road work and the Sowles would pay $4,000.  

50’ x 50’ Turn Around: 

3. There was a requirement for a 50’ x 50’ turn around.  

Les Hammond, Selectman, stated that this was left up to the discretion of the Dunbarton Road Agent and Fire Chief.  


18’ Driveway with 12” of crushed and 3” of finished gravel:

4. Brett Sowle stated the calculations which were done for the additional road width for gravel were incorrect.  The driveway will require 175 yards of base gravel @ $15/yard or upwards of $4,000.  It is not just $1,000.

Stated that the quantity and value of the driveway was misrepresented.  It is 270 feet long instead of 150 feet as noted by the Board.      

Fire Sprinkler System in the House:  

5. This was a requirement as part of the approval which had not been discussed.  This will be required per the discretion of the Dunbarton Fire Chief. 

Discussion/Comments:   

The Sowles noted that there is a 66’ right of way.  There is sufficient room for the Underground Utilities.  This will decrease the liability in the event of an ice storm such as last winter. 

Lori Davis – Stated that the Planning Board seems to be issuing edicts.  These people are making a lot of rules.  Is this standard procedure?  It appears that these have not come up before, and the Planning Board is making up rules as they go along.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated we have approved a lot on a Class VI road before and they have had to bring the road up to Class V standards.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen should hold another Public Hearing, and we can deal with the road issue at the Public Hearing.   

Selectmen agreed to have another Public Hearing on Thursday, November 12, 2009.   At this time, they will consider the Exaction Fee, getting a permit on a Class VI road, and the Underground Utilities.  

MEETING FOR SETTING TAX RATE: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that she had been in touch with Sandra at Revenue Administration.  Will be aiming for this coming Wednesday, October 28, sometime after 10:00 a.m.   

OUTSIDE LIGHTING, TOWN OFFICES: 

Was noted that the outside motion light was not working properly.  Needs to be directed more towards the parking area.  

There being no further business, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen closed the meeting with the following motion:

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at 7:55 p.m.  Charles “Chuck” Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
