MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, OCTOBER 8, 2009
TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

DEPARTMENTS:  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following for discussion/action: 

1. Outside Security Lights:

Noted that employees are concerned about no outside lighting when leaving the building at night when it is dark, etc.  

Selectmen discussed and various options were mentioned as follows: 

a. Motion sensor lights

b. Light switch inside the building which could be put on a timer, etc. 

Les Hammond, Chairman, will call the electrician to see what options we have, etc. 

2. No Heat in Tax Collector’s Office: 

Tax Collector has reported that it is very cold in the Tax Collector’s Office. 

Have called the contractor and reminded them about cleaning the furnace.  It was suggested calling the Office Manager and setting up an appointment for cleaning.   

Selectmen stated that there is no heat duct in either the Tax Collector’s Office or the Meeting Room.  

3. Town Office Telephone System: 

Town Offices phone system is continually getting worse.  Request permission to ask for quotes for replacement for next year’s budget. 

Selectmen agreed with obtaining quotes for a replacement phone system. 

4. Appointment with Revenue Administration for Setting Tax Rate:

Received completed MS-5 from the Auditors.  Once this was received and forwarded to Revenue Administration, called for an appointment to set the Tax Rate.  Revenue Administration won’t make appointment until MS-5 is received, etc.  

5. Suspicious Car in Town Office Parking Lot:  

Reported a suspicious car in the Town Office Parking Lot.  Called police. 

6. School Board Meeting :  Selectmen’s Attendance: 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, reported that Les Hammond and he had attended the recent School Board Meeting held on Wednesday, October 7, 2009.  Reported the following: 


Kitchen Equipment:  

a. The Town will have to write a check to the Trustees of Trust Funds for $1,000 for kitchen equipment, etc.  This will be put into the Trust account.  The School Board will name themselves as being able to take the money out of the fund and will take out $2,000 and the Town will continue to pay $1,000/year into this account. 

Use of Community Center: 

a. Met with the School Board regarding the use of the Community Center for other Town functions besides school functions.  They are well aware of the sensitive issues, etc.  Will be having a meeting again probably in January to further explore what we can do.  The school is looking to use another area to host yoga classes for anyone who might be looking for that opportunity in Town.  Also included the Recreation Committee.  

Ron Wanner asked who schedules the Community Center now.  It was noted that the School is doing the scheduling at this point.  It was noted that the Community Center is now scheduled 5 – 11 p.m. for six nights a week for basketball.  

Comments from the Public: 

Lori Davis asked if the Special Duty Police Department account still had considerable outstanding balances. 

 It was noted by the Selectmen that Police Chief Chris Connelly will follow up on outstanding invoices.  

Charles Williamson asked the Road Agent when the Town takes over the responsibility for Mansion Road.  Stated he had lost power twice yesterday and is concerned about dead trees, etc. 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that according to Pam Mitchell, DOT, the Town of Dunbarton is only responsible for snow removal and ice control.  The State is responsible for everything else.  

Lori Davis asked what the status of the Stark Stone Bridge was.  There are some really big trucks coming through there.  What is the weight limit?

The Selectmen stated that the weight limit is posted on both ends of the bridge.  In addition, the large trucks are logging trucks and they are going out through to Clough State Park, etc.  They are not crossing the bridge at this point.  They have a project they are doing in the dam area.  

At this point, the Selectmen asked the Road Agent to pursue putting several large steel plates on the bridge.  Road Agent will cost them out.  The bridge is 16’ wide x 20’ long, etc.  

Lori Davis asked if the Urella’s had submitted a request to be on the Zoning Board’s agenda for their barn which Lori stated was within the 50 foot setback.  

Selectmen stated that a letter had been received from the Urella’s that they have been advised by their Attorney not to do anything with regard to this issue while there are other legal cases being dealt with.  

MOTION:

At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the regular Selectmen’s meeting at 7:35 p.m. and  go into a Non-Public Executive Session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3 to discuss  a personnel policy issue.   The motion was seconded by Ron Wanner.  The motion passed unanimously with the following vote:
