7:00 p.m. - MIKE GUINEY/DAVID NAULT RE KELSEY ROAD: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the Road Agent presently has an arrangement with Michael Guiney to 
turn the Town Snow Plow around on his property. 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that several years ago, Mike Guiney and David Nault had issues with the 
use of the property.   At that time, Mike Guiney asked me not to turn around at the property and we started 
turning around further in at David Nault's property.  Now we are turning around at Mike Guiney's barn like 
we use to.  David Nault expressed concerns about ruts in the road.  Didn't see any big ruts but Dave said he 
had filled them in. 

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated he went down and could see where some fresh bank run had been put 
down.  Didn't see any 8" ruts.  There were tire marks in the fresh bank run.  Don't think I did any worse  
than it was.  


Les Hammond stated that David Nault said there were big ruts in the road. 


Mike Guiney stated that he generally pulls in the driveway nose first and then backs out the driveway.  
Either way, I have to stop in the road to change directions.  The pot holes in front of my house are no 
different than I have seen in other houses.  The last house on the right on Kimball Pond Road owned by the 
Conservation Commission and rented,  he pulls in nose first and then backs out into the road, and they have 
developed pot holes the same as mine.  This is normal wear and tear. 


David Nault stated that when Jeff Crosby had come out there and when I was gone for a week, Mike 
Guiney had slowed down this activity.  The Police Department has pictures of the large ruts.  I am going to 
tell you right now that the road seems to be packed down, and Mike Guiney has stopped digging up the 
road.  The dog has not chased cars and the cars are now out of the way.  I think I saw Jeff Crosby's truck at 
the turn around where it used to turn.  For two and a half consecutive years, the turn around has been 
blocked.  All of the utility vehicles, etc. all turn around at my property.  Jeff Crosby might have an 
agreement with Mike Guiney to turn around but not the general public.   We need to turn around there as 
well.  If it is a public turn around, there needs to be a sign for telling them where to turn around.  When 
different Unitil people come, they need to know, and it can't be a seasonal thing. 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated we can't put any signs on Mike Guiney's property.  We can't take 
someone's land for a turn around.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated we did not create this problem.  


David Nault stated this was a town turn around when my grandfather, my father, etc. owned the property. 
Let's have a designated area.  


It was noted that Mike Guiney owned land on both sides of the road.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that we have other similar instances in Town, i.e. Powell Lane, Old 
Hopkinton Road, etc.  


Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated we tried to accommodate you and get both of you people to try to 
understand you have been testing the patience of every one of the departments.  We are looking about how 
to co-exist.  Be the good next door neighbor scenario.  Had a call from the Chief of Police and had a 
lengthy discussion with Mike Guiney.  We are looking for a happy neighborhood type of arrangement and 
don't want to punish anyone. 

David Nault stated it can't happen when you have someone giving you the "finger" to my son and I.  It 
cannot co-exist this way.  I waited two years to see if it would go away.  I told my kids to "turn the other 
cheek".  You have a neighbor and have been to court.  The courts have decided.  This is two years and old 
history.  I just want to co-exist without getting screamed at and given the "finger" all the time.  The digging 
up of the road is stopped, the cars are removed.  The dog has stopped chasing the car.  


Les Hammond stated it is not a proper turn around.  Only an arrangement with the Road Agent.  


David Nault stated they have been turning around there for years.  It is a three rod road.  Most of the 
cul-de-sac would fit within the 50 feet ROW.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated maybe we should put a moratorium on building until you can get along 
together.  


David Nault stated he had seen Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, lifting his plow blade.  Asked if this was done 
because it was soft.  


Jeff Crosby stated yes because it was soft.  


Mike Guiney stated that when he was getting ready to go to Court, he found out when T. Johnson owned 
the property; there were two bridle paths, one going east and west and one going north and south.  They 
were expected to be there for two years.  The east and west one was when the people made up this 50 foot 
right of way agreement.  I don't feel they researched it too good.  I still have the map at my home.  I know it 
was there.  About a week after I moved in, I met Mr. Nault and his son.  Had no problem at that time.  It is 
what it is and I knew when I bought the property.  I objected to his driveway across my property.  Have 
pictures 
of T. Johnson house before 1923 when it burned down.  The road was in front of the house and 
there was a front door there.  Coming in from Montalona Road.  Until I get a surveyor out there to layout 
the road, I think Kelsey Road and the 50 foot right of way on one side and Kelsey road on the other side of 
the house.  


David Nault stated even if it is a cart path, I still have a right to go across.  

Jeff Crosby stated that Mike Guiney gave the Town of Dunbarton permission to turn around.  He did not 
give us the land.  


Mike Guiney stated he would like to leave his land to his son.  I would like to do something out there later.  


It was noted that if Guiney's land is subdivided, something must be done with the road.  In the case of 
David Nault's property, these were existing grandfathered lots.  


At this point Tim Guiney, Mike's brother, asked to be heard.  He stated his brother Mike Guiney doesn't 
have to give everyone permission to use his property.  This man (David Nault) stole his life savings.  It is 
not a public turn around.  


Jeff Crosby noted we are only going back to the original place that we used to turn around.  


David Nault stated he wanted to leave on one note.  Vehicles that are large enough need a turn around.  
They are coming up and turning around on my property.  There needs to be a proper turn around.  If we 
could make a proper turn around, these vehicles would be able to turn around, etc.  We should address this 
issue.  It is not going to get any less busy.  The Town has growth.  Jeff Crosby is fixing up the roads 
because the Town is growing and there are more people.  There are more people coming down Kelsey 
Road and there ought to be a proper turn around, and we should try to address it. 


Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he heard his point.

1.  Jon Wiggin stated that with regard to his wages, he would like to put his wages in a separate line but not increase the Administration - Part Time expense.  He stated his present wages are $1,750 and he would like them increased to $2,500.  He attended 87 meetings this past year.  56 were in Dunbarton and 30 were out of Town.  He meets with Public Health Official, FEMA, Fire Training, and School Board Inspections, all for zero compensation.   The total cost for Administration Part Time would remain the same as 2009 budget. 

2.  With regard to the tanker and Equipment Maintenance account, still need to paint the tanker.  Can do this next year.  

3.  Federal Government will be mandating that we go to a narrow down loading of radios in 2015 and the majority of the pagers won't work.  The new ones we have been buying will work. 

Les Hammond asked how many pagers we presently have. 


Jon Wiggin stated about 30.  Stated he is trying to replace two pagers each year at a cost of $500 
each.  Hopefully by 2015, the new portables will be all set.  The Highway Department pagers will
               have to be changed over.  Police Department is all digital.   
4. Fees and Services line:  Need to have a contract with the software company.  This line only increased by $50. 
Selectmen Discussion: 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, noted that the gasoline and oil was probably a more accurate expenditure than in the past because we have separated them out, etc.  Jon Wiggin noted that when we set up the 2009 budget, gas was at over $4.00/gallon. If fuel goes high, we will just shut the vehicles off, etc. 


Les Hammond, Chairman, noted that the requested $2,500 for salary of the Fire Chief will be put into a separate budget line starting this year.  Selectmen agreed with the $2,500 salary.
Special Fire Fighters Pay: 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, noted that we need some way to pay our people for special events such as the H1N1 Public Health Clinics, Capital Regional Health, etc.  They need people to come in and vaccinate.  They want to be able to call Dunbarton and have us send three people.  There is payment for these 
people through reimbursement.  At this time, we have no way of paying our Fire people.  They reimburse the Town for the people through reimbursement.  There presently is no pay scale and there is no fixed 
rate.  Concord, Bow, etc. all have different rates.  Concord Fire pays $45/hour, Bow 
$50/hour.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, has checked with Sandra Rourke, DRA, and the specifics are the 
same as the Police Department Special Revolving Fund.  The Fire Department would be able to utilize 
this same account for pay for fire fighters, etc.  The account specifically states public safety, etc.  


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, will develop a Pay Schedule for his workers for the Special Fire Fighters pay.

2.  No Centennial Expenses this year, so line decreased. 


3.  Hired a bookkeeper to replace Norm Roberge who is no longer able to do bookkeeping, etc.


     a. Selectmen noted that the Auditor's letter should be addressed regarding deposits, etc.  Only 

          have a small amount ($20 - $30 every two weeks). 


     b. The bookkeeping expense is a sub-contract, not an employee.  


4.  Selectmen noted the quality of the programs at the Library were fantastic.  


5.  The total from the Town was increasing by $2,000.  


6.  Selectmen will contact the Library Trustees with any changes or questions once they finalize 
  
Town Budget, etc. 

SOWLE SURETY AMOUNT: 


Stanley, Gale, Brett Sowle and Brett's fiancée appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the 
amount of the Surety to be put up for the driveway construction on a Class VI road, etc.  


Brett Sowle's estimate for the gravel in place was $3,690.  Don Mayo's estimate for the work was $8,900.  
It was noted that Brett's estimate did not include excavating, etc.  


Brett Sowle stated that he took the number of feet referred to in the motion (200) instead of the actual 
number of feet which is 290 for his calculations.  He stated he did not want to change anything within the 
Planning Board's motion.  

Stanley Sowle stated it seems like a lot of work for a road the Town is not going to maintain.  
Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that in the past the Selectmen have taken Don Mayo's recommendations 
with regard to costs for road bonding, etc.  


Les Hammond, Selectmen, noted that we need to make it safe enough for Emergency Vehicles even if we 
are not going to maintain it.  

Selectmen's Recommendations: 

The Selectmen came up with a base figure of $7,716 for the total cost of the improvements to Old 
Mills Hill Road (Sowle Subdivision) and agreed to round it off to $8,000.  Based on this figure, the 
following motion was made: 


MOTION: 


Charles Graybill made a motion regarding the Stanley and Gayle Sowle Subdivision that the 
Dunbarton Board of Selectmen set the Surety Bond to build/improv the Class VI Old Mills

               Hill Road at $8,000.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

At this point in the meeting, Tiffany Dodd, Library Trustee, invited the Selectmen and others to 
attend the Library Open House to be held on Monday, January??

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Energy Grant $1,000:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that the Office of Energy and Planning had recently 
forwarded a check in the amount of $1,000 for an Energy Grant.  She has notified John Stevens. 

There would have to be a Warrant Article for Town Meeting to try to get the money for an Energy 
Audit.  The Selectmen noted that there was a strong possibility that the Selectmen would not support 
this article because of budget issues this year. 


Appointments: 

MOTION: 


Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Diana Driscoll as 
Ballot Clerk with a term ending October 31, 2010.   Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed unanimously.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had several quick items he would like to discuss this evening as 
follows: 


Plowing Access to Kuncanowet Town Forest: 


1.  Stated that in the past Bruce Merrill has plowed the access road to Kuncanowet Town Forest by 
Gorham Pond.  Prior to that time, Simon Audet plowed it.  People on Stephanie Drive are getting 
together to make repairs where the road goes to the parking lot and got a quote from J & J 
Landscaping for $4,000 for repair work.  


Asked if the Town would be able to do whatever maintenance as required on this because the public 
are using the area for access to the Town Forest, etc. 


Noted the problem is on the turn.  They created the roads themselves.  There are pot holes and it 
needs some gravel.  We could do it as a Town and it wouldn't cost as much money.  It isn't from 
everyone using the parking area.  It does service the Kuncanowet Town Forest.


Selectmen noted would have to table this for this time of the year.  Conservation Commission could 
pay for some of the upkeep.  The town does have a little obligation.  The Town should be the conduit 
for doing it.  


Steel Plates for Stark Bridge: 

2.  Noted he had obtained prices for 1" x 20' x 8' steel plates for the Stark Bridge.  Cost is $3,200 
each.   Also noted the cost for a 2" plate the same size was a little more than twice what the 1" was.  
It will take two steel plates for the area of 16' x 20'.  Cost will be $6,500 and do a little preparation.  
This would disperse the weight.  It would make the bridge safer.  Would give us a period of time. 


Twist Hill Culverts:  

3.  Have a rough estimate for cost of replacing Twist Hill Culverts and have dimensions, etc.  Need 
 
flow calculations.  Possibility of using these for Stark Bridge, etc.  Only problem is when they 
close the flood gates.  


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated this is a Historical Bridge built in 1934, and it would have to be 
replaced the way it was originally built, etc.   An insert probably would not work. 


Stripping Roads: 

4.  Stated that it was too late in the year to do any stripping plus the Company who does it was not 
able to get Dunbarton onto the schedule, etc.  Will plan to do it next year.  Asked if we should 
encumber the money for next year or just do it in the spring with new money.  Stated that he would 
plan to do a double line.  Single line does not pass safety code according to the State Standard.  
LINE COMEAU, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 


Small Pickup Trucks Loading Sand at Town Garage: 


1.  Noted that she had received a call about a lot of small trucks with sanding equipment on the back 
of their vehicles at the Town Garage recently loading sand.  Is this allowed?  People usually fill 
buckets when getting sand.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that the Town has one small truck and there is also a sub-contractor 
who sands for the Town with a Pickup truck. 


Employees Consensus re 2% Pay Raise versus Health Insurance, etc. 

2.  Reported that 100% of the Permanent Town Employees have chosen to maintain their Health 
Benefits instead of receiving a 2% raise this coming year.
