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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MAY 14, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

7:00 P.M. – NORMAN ROBERGE:  AUDIT DISCUSSION: 

Charles “Chuck” Graybill stated that he had read the Auditor’s Management Letter for 2007 which listed deficiencies.  These should have been addressed but were not.    Stated he had spoken with the Auditors on Wednesday and had a further discussion.  The Auditors stated that they were glad that the Town was finally doing something to address some of these issues.  

In addition, Les Hammond has called John Lyford regarding possible service work to address these issues.  He had asked that the Auditors review all checkbook accounts, savings accounts, etc.  A procedure/check list should be developed for balancing.  In addition, the Town should be considering deleting or combining some of these separate accounts (checkbooks).  

Norman Roberge appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss making recommendations for changes in procedures and developing a checklist for balancing accounts, etc.  

1. There should be some way to balance between the Town Treasurer’s accounts (Quicken) and the Town Office BMSI system.  

2. Possibility of either Quick Books or Clerk Works could be used by the Town Treasurer. 

3.  Clerk Works was used by the Tax Collector and is user friendly with the BMSI System.  A Checklist was made up for the Tax Collector.  If the Town has a copy of this checklist, could utilize it for the Town Treasurer and balance on a timely basis.  

4. Selectmen indicated they would like to start as soon as possible.  

5. Norman Roberge stated his hourly rate would be $50/hour.  Would consider this a Town Service.  Will plan to meet with the auditors.  

6. Have to have authorization according to Statute before setting up various accounts.  Selectmen should be signees on accounts.  

MOTION:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen hire Norman Roberge at a cost of $50.00/hour to conduct a review of the authority and procedures for the various checking and savings accounts and develop a checklist.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  

At this point in the discussion, Ron Wanner stated he didn’t want to make the compensation 
”open ended” and that the town ends up paying $50/hour for the next year, etc.  

Norman Roberge assured the Selectmen that this would not be the case.  

The motion passed unanimously.  

RON BOYNTON: 


Ron Boynton was not present. 

Les Hammond stated he had spoken with him on Tuesday, and Ron would be having medical tests, etc.  He is certainly aware that he owes the Town money.  He owes for the damaged door at the Transfer Station and the yearly fee of $500.

At this point, Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated that he had gone down to the Transfer Station and there presently is no written guideline for handling Commercial Operators.  They are there when it is open (Tuesday during the open hours).  There are no guidelines or written instructions. .  

Ron Wanner stated there are three Commercial Haulers picking up within the Town.  We need to be consistent with all of them.  It is not fair for one to pay and the other two do not pay.  All should pay or none.  In addition, there should be written guidelines.  All trash should be coming from Dunbarton. There should be standard procedures.  

Les Hammond stated that the $500 fee is for our employees to be there as the Commercial Haulers unload to look for recycling or prohibited items coming off the truck.  They are there to make sure that nothing inappropriate is being dumped and are pulling out recyclables.  

In addition, Les Hammond stated he has a problem with the public being there when the Commercial Haulers are unloading.  Felt it is a safety issue, etc.  

Charles Graybill noted that the $500 fee was artificially created as a result of one person who created all sorts of problems at the Transfer Station.  It has been that way ever since.  Don’t know if the fee is too high or not.  

Board of Selectmen agreed to the following actions: 

1. Price for haulers should be reviewed and it should be a reasonable price. 

C. Graybill noted he would like Patrick Bowne to check with other Towns about their fees, etc.   Don’t know if the $500 fee is appropriate.  

2. There should be one procedure that outlines exactly what should be done. 

3. Patrick “Woody” Bowne will come up with a written procedure for Commercial Haulers.    This will be due by June 4, 2009.  

C. Graybill will meet with Patrick “Woody” Bowne this coming Saturday.  

Charles Williamson stated that Ron Boynton used to separate his recyclables but they have time limits, and he did not have time and wasn’t able to take his recyclables over to the Recycling Building.  Why are we forcing him to go through his truckload if you can’t force residents to recycle?  We should go back to the old way of doing it.  Ron Boynton wants to recycle.

Lori Davis stated that the residents shouldn’t have to stand out in the rain, etc. when the Commercial Haulers are unloading.  They are under the canopy and the residents aren’t.  Realize there are laws about the amount of time haulers can hold their trash.  In case of a truck breakdown, they have to come on another day, etc.   The fee used to be $100.  Feel $500 is excessive.  They could come Thursdays and that would certainly be a lot more convenient for the public.  

Les Hammond stated he did not like having the Commercial Haulers and the public coming at the same time.  

Selectmen agreed that the two Commercial Haulers must pay their fee by this Friday, May 15, 2009 as noted in the letter.  If they do not, they cannot continue dumping their trash at the Transfer Station.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for action: 

1. Waive Building Permit Fee:  

Stated Building Department had received a request to waive a permit fee for a handicapped ramp.  

Selectmen reached a consensus not to waive the building permit fee because the ramp still needs to be inspected, etc. and there will be costs to the Town.  

2. Plumbing and Heating Bid:  

It has come to the Town’s attention that Jay’s Plumbing and Heating does not do service work on heating systems.  Called Jay’s Plumbing and this is the case.  Based on this information, the Town should accept the bid from Dunbarton Fuel Company for heating service at the bid price of $65.00/hr. 

MOTION:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Town of Dunbarton hire Dunbarton Fuel Company to do Heating Service at a rate of $65/hour starting on July 1, 2009 – July 1, 2010.  

Charles Williamson stated he thought the Town was trying to tie in a Service Contract with whoever was the provider of heating oil.  (SAU 19 is putting the heating oil out for bid to include the Town of Dunbarton Town Offices also).  

The motion was tabled until the Town gets the answer about the heating oil contract, etc.  

3. Electric Bid: 

The Electric Bid will be tabled until such time as Line Comeau, Town Administrator, is able to contact Cousins Electric regarding “portal to portal” costs, etc. 

4. Audit Services:

In the process of working out the RFP for Auditing Services for upcoming year with Laura Larson.  

5. Appointments:

Selectmen signed appointment slips for Town Forest Committee members, Historical Awareness Committee.  

Noted that David Barkie was not interested in serving on the Historical Awareness Committee nor the Recreation Committee. 

Noted that Town had received a letter of resignation from Brian Nordle, Planning Board member.  

6. Computer Technical Services:  

Noted that two calls to other Towns have been made regarding Computer Technical Services.  Weare recently had their entire system rebuilt so don’t feel they need Tech Support at this time.  

7. Town Administrator, Vacation Time:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, requested Thursday, May 21, 2009 and Friday, May 22, 2009 as Vacation Days because the Town Offices are closed on Monday, May 25 for Memorial Day.  

Selectmen approved Request for Leave of two Vacation Days from Line Comeau.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that in addition, she would be requesting the second week in July as Vacation Time.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated she was putting in a lot of extra time on the job and needed to take more time off.   Appreciated all she has done.   Did not want her to become “burned out”.  

OTHER ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION: 

8. Stanley Sowle Property:  

Les Hammond stated he had recently met with Brett Sowle regarding frontage on a Class VI Road, etc.  According to the records Will Brown left the road as a Class VI road.  If this is the case, then Stanley Sowle can subdivide for a three-acre building lot.  Jacques Belanger will check this out, etc.  

9. Library

Ron Wanner noted that a Goffstown Resident had contacted him regarding incorrect dates for the Bean Supper at the Library, etc.  

10. State - Brush Cutting:

State started brush cutting on Mansion Road for one day and have not seen them since.  

11. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent:  

Charles “Chuck” Williamson stated that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, was doing a  great job.  He is working on an arrangement to get trees removed from Ray Road at no cost to the Town.  In addition, he has been very generous with Highway’s portion of the FEMA monies for culvert design, etc.  

12. Road Hearing: 

It was noted that the Road Hearing would be held on Thursday, May 21, 2009.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
