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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MAY 21, 2009
TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

7:00 p.m. – PUBLIC HEARING:  JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT, TO DISCUSS VARIOUS ROAD PROJECTS

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to present the road projects planned for this year as follows: 

Major Projects:  

1. Will continue working on Long Pond Road.  Put the base down last year and will be putting a top layer of asphalt this year.  

2. Plan to repair a section of road in front of DalPra property approximately 1200 feet.  Will dig out and put drainage in.  

3. Will try to straighten out the intersection of Black Brook Road and Route 13.  

Other Miscellaneous Projects:  

1. Trying to improve intersections as needed.

2. Twist Hill Road is very narrow and tight.  Cut trees over the winter.  Will make it a little safer by widening, etc.  Twist Hill Road is in pretty rough shape from the Bow line south.  

3. Will be holding back on paving in spots in the Town.  There are two spots on top of the power lines where it is very rough all year and at the bottom at the infamous Twist Hill culvert.  

4. Will remove some of the banking and shim up some spots.  

Charles Graybill asked if there were any big culvert activities this year.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had met with Anthony Costello, Engineer, and came up with two designs for the Twist Hill Culvert.  One being a 10’ x 4’ box culvert for a 50 year flood storm.  The other design would be for a 100 year flood storm and would have to be increased to a 12’ x 4’ box culvert.  Will get prices to see what the difference in cost would be between the two.   Also looking into the possibility of doing an arch culvert.  This would require more fill.  The opening would have to be 16’ long but that probably would not fit into the channel.   Box culverts don’t require any increase in height.  In addition, DES prefers Box Culverts for wildlife passage, etc.  

Charles Graybill asked about the intersection of Black Brook Road.  Will you use some of the fill from the other project?  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, indicated he would be using some of the fill from the other road work on Long Pond Road, etc.  A portion of the fill would be good for that section.  

5. Have the opportunity to get trees cut on Ray Road at no cost to the Town.  Have been in contact with the State Forestry Division personnel.  They are very receptive.  The person who has to sign the 
paperwork is presently on leave.  If Stark Bridge is closed to through traffic, there will be an increase in traffic on Ray Road.  The logger is waiting for a decision.  This is just to cut the trees.  Maybe can do something later in the year also.  The trees are mostly pines.  Forestry personnel were most agreeable to cutting the trees.  Presently the road is 1 ½ lanes wide.  Would like to increase it to two lanes wide. 

6. State started chipping from the Goffstown Town Line up.  Hope they will do something on Mansion Road also. 

Jeff Crosby stated he will ask about the brush cutting by the State again.  They backed the equipment in the Town Garage overnight so expect they will continue with brush cleanup. 

Charles Graybill asked if he was done brush removal from the Town’s side.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated they were continuing working a crew of three on Flintlock Farm Road, Clifford Farm Road and Armand’s Way which are all 24 foot wide roads.  

Comments from the Public:  

Charles “Chuck” Williamson asked about the end of Black Brook Road.  Will you be moving the intersection south to bring it to a T?   Is this near the double stone wall?  

Jeff Crosby stated it was right in that area.  Have met with the man from the State, and he thought it was a good idea.  The State wants the intersection so trailers can get out without turning into the other lane on Route 13.  It is a radius thing.  

There being no further comments, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:25 p.m. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 

At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he had been contacted by Tiffany Dodd, Library Trustee.  The Library Trustees are requesting that the Board of Selectmen close School Street for the Centennial Library Celebration on June 5 –6, 2009.  They are going to have a tent on the common, etc.  They are concerned about pedestrian safety. 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize the closing of School Street to through traffic on June 5-6, 2009  for the Library Centennial Celebration at the Town Hall.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

LORI DAVIS, ALAN ROCKENBACH TO DISCUSS ZONING VIOLATION THROUGH BUILDING DEPARTMENT: 

Lori Davis and Alan Rockenbach appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss a zoning issue with their neighbor Urella.  They stated the following: 

1. Urella’s took out a building permit to build a garage on their property.  Were concerned because it seemed it was close to our property line.  Obtained a copy of the plan and the garage is outside of the 50 foot setback.  The garage was built before the beginning of winter.  We did not have any reason to think it was not within the setback at that point.  

2. Recently received a letter from a Licensed Surveyor stating the garage is only 45’ from the property line.  On the Building Permit it states “setbacks are close, please confirm”.  

3. Permit was issued in September and asked Mr. Urella if it met the setback.  Also asked Line Comeau, Building Department, and she stated he has a building permit, etc.  

Selectmen stated they had requested Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, to come in this evening.  Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, stated he went to the property around 10 am today but there was no one around or home.  

4. Had a survey done on the 100 foot frontage of our property because of pending legal issues.  Ed Rogers, Surveyor, is saying that the Urella’s garage is 45 feet from the property line.  (attached)   They do not meet the setbacks.  A Certified Plot Plan should have been required.  We are having to put up a privacy fence because of this.  

5. Stated Charles Graybill, Selectman, is aware of the way the property is laid out.  

6. The setbacks were an issue.  The Urella’s have five acres, and we want the garage removed because it depreciates our property.  They could go for a Variance but that is not acceptable.  The measurements are not correct.  

7. In addition, Kyle Parker has been asked to answer questions regarding a metal shed to see if it was on a property card.  They have been issued a permit for a food pantry.  Lori Davis stated they can’t have any temporary buildings according to the deed covenants.  

8. Kyle Parker stated that when they issue a Building Permit on a lot with five acres and the required frontage, we do not require a Certified Plot Plan.  The owners are aware of the setbacks.  Kyle Parker stated he has no way of knowing that the Urella’s are in violation.  

Lori Davis stated that a Certified Plot Plan should have been ordered.  You say that the Urella’s can request an Equitable Waiver.    So what is the point of having an Ordinance.  How do we get this fixed?

The end result of the discussion was that the Selectmen requested Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, to write a letter to the Urella’s advising them of the situation and asking them to apply to the Zoning Board of Adjustment for an Equitable Waiver/Variance.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Alison Vallieres. Recording Secretary brought up the following issues for discussion/action: 

Emergency Vehicle Repairs: 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief,  budgeted $6,500 for emergency vehicle repairs in the 2009 budget.  A quote has been from $7,500 - $22,000 and has been told the vehicle is not worth repairing.  Found a used body for $4,500 as long as it went to a Fire Department.  Remaining monies will be used on break lines and other minor repairs. Will be picking it up shortly. 

SAU #19 Bids for Oil, Propane and Paper:  

#2 Heating Fuel:

Fred Fuller is the low bid at $1.895 and/or lower if market price drops below bid price.  Price is good 9/1/2009 – 5/01/2010.  

Noted that Fuller Oil was called regarding Service Contracts, and they do not recommend them.  They are a full service provider at $89/hour and $119.00 nights and weekends.  

MOTION:  

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid from SAU #19 for #2 Heating Oil from Fred Fuller  at a price of $1.895/gallon and or lower if market price drops below bid price for the period 9/1/2009 – 5/01/2010 for Automatic Delivery.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Propane:

It was noted that the low bid from SA #19 for Propane is Eastern Propane @ $1.29/gallon.  This year’s contract is $2.389 through Energy North. The other two bids were Energy North @ $1.529/gallon and 
Irving @ $1.515/gallon.  Eastern Propane said they would work with the different departments to arrange a swap out of tanks with current propane providers.  

MOTION:  

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid from SAU #19 for Propane from Eastern Propane @ $1.29/gallon, and they will arrange with the different Departments to swap out tanks.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  


Paper:

It was noted that the SAU #19 low bid for paper is WB Mason @ $2.59/ream for white #20. Currently we are ordering through Staples averaging around $3.33 a ream. 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid from SAU #19 for Paper from WB Mason @ $2.59/ream for white #20.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Heating Service:  

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid from Dunbarton Fuel Company for Heating Service at $65.00/man hour from July 1, 2009 – July 1, 2010.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Electrical Services:  

Reported that Cousins Electric reference list was called.  No particular problems.  Called Scott from Cousins Electric and he mentioned a one-way travel charge of ½ hour at $20.00 per call. 

Based on this information, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid from Ernie’s Electrical Service for the upcoming year starting June 1, 2009 – June 1, 2010 at a bid price of $55.00/hour.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Selectmen noted they need to talk about the lighting at the Town Office with Ernie’s Electrical. 

Complaint from Leo Martel re Ron Boynton’s Behavior at the Transfer Station: 

May 19, 2009, received a complaint from Leo Martel.  Leo stopped at the Transfer Station this am to dispose of material.  Was 1st in line with four other cars behind him.  Just prior to opening time, Ron Boynton came from the direction of Ray Road and barreled past Leo and the other line of cars.  Leo let it go and went about his business to dispose of his material.  From that location, he observed dangerous handling around the trash compactor where the other individuals (all women) were trying to dispose of their trash.  Leo sought out the supervisor who wasn’t available so he tried to advise Ron to be careful around the women disposing of trash.  Ron proceeded to use swear words every other word along with threats saying it was his time, and they shouldn’t be allowed to be there.  Leo felt Ron was about to snap and punch him and wanted to know if the Town would be liable if he got punched by one of the Commercial Haulers.  

This complaint brought up the question of Liability Insurance, etc. and if the Commercial Haulers had insurance.  At this point, Patrick Bowne stated that this was always handled at the Town Office level, and he had nothing to do with it.  It was obvious that Ron Boynton does not have insurance because of the garage door incident, etc.  

Charles Graybill stated he had spoken with Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, and he will be providing a copy of a new Policy and Procedures for a presentation on June 4, 2009 at the Selectmen’s Meeting.  

Ron Wanner stated his recommendation would be that Ron Boynton is done at the Transfer Station unless he pays for the garage door and shows proof of insurance.  If it is decided that $500 is too much, we will reimburse the Commercial Hauler who has already paid the $500.  

Board discussed the pros and cons.   The following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen grant a Moratorium on the letter dated April 28, 2009 regarding payment of Commercial Haulers Fees overdue until a new policy is approved at a Public Meeting to be held on June 4, 2009.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Board of Selectmen check with Line Comeau, Town Administrator on Tuesday, May 26, 2009 as to whether there are any Commercial Haulers using the Transfer Station that do not carry Liability Insurance and/or Workmen’s Compensation, and those that do not meet the standards, they will no longer be authorized to use the Transfer Station until an Insurance Certificate is provided.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Hiring of Student for Filing/Cleaning Office: 

Requested approval for the hiring of a student for filing and cleaning Office during the summer months.  This would be a few hours monthly as needed.  The hourly rate is $12.04/hour.  

The Selectmen agreed to hire Katelyn Comeau at the hourly rate of $12.04/hour.  

Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission Representatives: 


MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Ken Swayze and Les Hammond as Representatives to the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission for a term of one year.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

At this point in the meeting, Michael Guiney stated he would like to be a member of the Planning Board and had asked Ken Swayze, and was told to speak with the Selectmen.  

Les Hammond asked Michael Guiney is he would like to be the representative on the Central Regional Planning Commission because he (Les) did not have the time for it.  Michael Guiney agreed.  Based on this, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that Michael Guiney be appointed as a representative to the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission instead of Les Hammond.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Dunbarton Planning Board Appointment:  


MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint James Marcou as a full-time member of the Dunbarton Planning Board for a term of three years ending in 2012.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent:  

Stated that last we had talked about the building which is falling down at the intersection of Twist Hill and Morse Road.  It is an unoccupied shed which is falling down.  It has stuff in it.  Have met with the people who own it.  They would like to see it taken down.  They don’t want to spend money to take it down.  Have to approach Mr. Bruzga.  How do I go about making this happen?  The shed has no value.  This is a dangerous situation because it is falling down, etc.  This is a heavily traveled road now.  Have checked with Donna Dunn and she has no use for the building.  Jeff stated he would be willing to take care of the disposal of this.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion: 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourns the meeting at 8:24 p.m.   Ron Wanner  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
