MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MAY 7, 2009

MATT MONAHAN, CENTRAL NEW HAMPSHIRE REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION: 

Matt Monahan, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, presented a handout consisting of various recap recommendations of the CTAP assessment as follows: 

Theme A:  Community Infrastructure & Regional Cooperation

· Develop an impact fee schedule

· Develop an access management plan in both site plan and subdivision regulations. 

Theme B:  Environmental Protection, Land Use, & Open Space

· Encourage mixed-use in the master plan

· Enact a historic overlay district with design standards and a demolition delay 

· Bylaw.

· Formalize best management practices during the development process

· Develop a plan to protect Dunbarton’s water resources

· Consider a provision for mandatory conservation and open space subdivisions

Theme C:  Downtown/Village Centers & Community Vitality

· Establish a sign section in the zoning ordinance

· Address the protection of stonewalls in site plan and subdivision regulations

Theme D:  Local Economy

· Create an economic development plan

· Protect and preserve land for viable forestry and agricultural uses

Matt Monahan asked that the Town Boards make decisions as to what the priorities of the CTAP funding would be.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, Planning Board, stated that from the beginning the Planning Board had recommended the updating of the Dunbarton Zoning Ordinance to be the #1 priority.    In addition, there should be some Incentive Zoning included within the Ordinance.  

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, of both the Planning Board and Zoning Board, stated that the updating of the Zoning Ordinance had always been a priority from the very start of the CTAP funding process.  

John Trottier, Chairman, Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment, agreed that the Dunbarton Zoning Ordinance needed to be updated.  This should be the top priority.  At the time of the updating, Incentive Zoning could be included within the Ordinance.  At this point, all PRD’s have to come before the Zoning Board for approval.  There is no incentive for developers to do PRD’s.  

Ken Swayze also stated that Dunbarton was lacking in any provisions for Commercial Development.  This should be considered.  

Larry Cook, Chairman, Dunbarton Conservation Commission, stated that Incentive Zoning for Land Preservation and protection of water resources should also be a priority.   These items should be considered.  

It was noted the following are already being addressed within either the Site Plan Review regulations or subdivision regulations.  


Formalize best management practices during the development process.


Consider a provision for mandatory conservation and open space subdivisions. 


(Ken Swayze noted he did not like the word “mandatory” in this statement.)

Develop a plan to protect Dunbarton’s water resources.  (It was noted that there is already a Planning Board Sub-Committee working with a group regarding protection of Water Resources, etc. )   In addition, the Planning Board will be considering including some changes within the Site Plan Review Regulations for Water Protection, etc.  

The following items were taken out of the recommendations completely: 


Develop an impact fee schedule


Develop an access management plan in both site plan and subdivision regulations


Enact a historic overlay district with design standards and a demolition delay bylaw


Establish a sign section in the zoning ordinance

The result of the discussion was the following:

Alison Vallieres asked how much CTAP monies were available and what was the status of the monies. 

Matt Monahan stated that the year for the CTAP monies starts in July 2009, and Dunbarton has $10,000.  He stated the previous year’s monies have been already spent.  

ERNIE’S ELECTRICAL TO DISCUSS LIGHTING: 

Ernest Gagnon, Ernie’s Electrical, appeared before the Board to bring them up to date with regard to the light fixtures at the Town Office and possible rebates from Public Service as follows: 

1. Public Service rebate will be $800.00 for the lights and $75 for the outside lights for a total of $940.00 rebate.  

2. The older the lights are, the less Public Service rebates.  The Town is replacing old lights and because of this, there is less of a rebate.  

3. A representative of Public Service Company will be getting in touch with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, regarding different options of replacing lights, etc.  

4. Once the lighting update is completed, Public Service looks at it and sends the rebate monies directly to the Town.  

5. The rebates are based on replacing lights which still have additional life expectancy and not lights which are completely outdated.  The Town’s lighting is outdated and has no life expectancy, thus the lesser rebate monies.  

At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill, Selectman, explained to the public that the Selectmen had asked Ernie’s Electrical to work up the cost estimates for a fee of $300 which would include putting the entire package together.  

JOHN STEVENS, GREEN COMMITTEE/ENERGY AUDITS: 

John Stevens, Green Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen regarding the three proposals for an Energy Audit and stated he was here to answer any questions the Selectmen had after reading the three proposals.  

Ron Wanner and Charles Graybill noted they had read all three proposals.  

Ron Wanner asked if anyone has checked with the Town of Weare regarding GDS.  GDS has done work in the Town of Weare according to their proposal.  Jordan is the only company requesting mileage.  

Selectmen noted that the Green Committee should make a recommendation to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen and the Selectmen will make the final determination.  

Both Ron Wanner and Charles Graybill did not like the response from Jordan with regard to the Town Library not needing an energy audit, etc.  

John Stevens stated that another option had come up recently in that Honeywell Energy Systems would be interested.  They would require the Town to sign a contract, and they would do an audit.  They would require that they do all the projects using their materials and then the audit would be free.  If they did not do the work, the Town would have to pay for the audit.  

The Board of Selectmen stated they would prefer not to deal with Honeywell Energy Systems because of the restrictions, etc.  

Charles Graybill stated that he felt WV showed a lack of sufficient data, etc.  Jordan was also looking for a retainer fee in addition to mileage.  

John Stevens noted that timing was critical in that they could not do the audit once summer was here.  There would be a possibility of doing the audit in May if there was cool enough weather but otherwise they would do it in October.  Noted that Jordan and WV have already quoted on the school.  This would be rolled into the changing of the heating system and roof at the school.  

Selectmen suggested not working with the School on the Energy Audit at this point. 

 Selectmen suggested John Stevens get together with his Committee to make a recommendation to the Board of Selectmen as soon as possible.  

MICHAEL GUINEY: 


Michael Guiney appeared before the Board of Selectmen and brought up the following issues: 

1. Stated that when David Nault submitted his plan to the Zoning Board of Adjustment, the plan did not show wetlands and topographics.  According to the regulations, they must show the wetlands.  

2. Met with Kyle Parker and Barbara McCann recently.  If Mr. Nault comes back in, he is going to have to provide this information. 

3. This property is in the Wetlands Conservation District.  Someone needs to supervise this.  

4. He (Nault) now will have three houses off a 12’ 6” wide driveway, and it should go before the Zoning Board of Adjustment. 

5. Guiney plans to appeal the Zoning Board of Adjustment’s decision.

OTHER BUSINESS:  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and approval: 

1. Purchase of Stamps

Requested permission from the Board of Selectmen to purchase stamps for the mailing out of tax bills in June.  Postage increase will occur on Monday, May 11, 2009 and she would like to purchase them prior to the increase.    Town will save $48.00 if we purchase them now.  

Selectmen agreed to allow the expenditure for stamps prior to the increase on May 11, 2009.  

2. BSMI 

Requested permission to have BSMI come to the Dunbarton Town Offices to work out the problems between the Town Treasurer’s Statements and the Town Accounts.  The auditors have stated that if the two accounts do not balance, they cannot return to finish the audit.    The cost to the Town for BSMI services is $100/hour, and it is unknown at this time how many hours it will take.   Money is available for this service within the Training Budget.  

Selectmen agreed to contract with BSMI to work at the Dunbarton Town Office to work out the problem at a fee of $100/hour.    

Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, requested permission to take two items to the State Auction as follows: 

1. Old Heating System

2. Fuel Tank



Selectmen agreed that he could take the above two items to the State Auction.  

Alison Vallieres, Payroll/Account Payable, presented a letter for the Selectmen to sign outlining the process for completing requests for Vacation, Sick and Personnel Leave time.  She stated that these forms need to be completed by employees taking time in order to post leave time within the Payroll BSMI system.  The system is now set up to show leave time on pay stubs on a weekly basis.  

Selectmen signed letter and letters will be distributed to Town Employees and Department Heads, etc.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
