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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JUNE 11, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond stated the Board of Selectmen would be going into a Non-Public Meeting according to RSA 91-A:3 at the end of the regular meeting to discuss a Welfare issue.  

7:00 P.M. – ROBERT DESMARAIS:  DISCUSSION OF BELA BROOK SUBDIVISION

Robert Desmarais, new owner of the former Alan Simoneau, Town Plaza Subdivision, Bela Brook Estates, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the paperwork process for him to be able to start working on the road, etc.   The following points were brought up: 

1. Bob Desmarais had a preliminary discussion with the Chairman of the Planning Board, Secretary of the Planning Board, Planning and Zoning Secretary, and two of the Selectmen plus Don Mayo, Town Engineer, this past Tuesday to bring the situation up to date.   At this point, Don Mayo, Town Engineer had advised Mr. Desmarais of the items that need to be addressed and corrected prior to acceptance of the road by the Town.  

2. Bob Desmarais feels he can have the road, detention pond and fire pond up to the appropriate standards by the Wednesday, July 15, 2009 regularly scheduled meeting of the Planning Board.  Based on this information, it would be possible for the Board of Selectmen to schedule a Public Hearing for the acceptance of the road in Phase I at their Thursday, July 16, 2009 meeting.  

3. Les Hammond stated that we need to get this road accepted by the Town as soon as possible as we already have one family living on the road with no CO plus there has been another Building Permit issued and construction has already been started.  

4. A draft No-Risk Agreement between the Town and Bela Brook Realty Trust and/or Robert A. Desmarais was reviewed by the Board of Selectmen.  (attached)   Several changes were suggested as follows: 

a. Changing of “Dolores Drive” to “Zachary Drive” as Bob Desmarais stated the name of the road will be changed back accordingly.  

b. Addition within the heading of the “Agreement” that this is the No-Risk Agreement.  Nowhere within the agreement is this stated.  This would make the agreement much clearer as to the intent. etc.  

5. There are some questions regarding the bonds.  Need to review this with Town Counsel, and need the signed agreement in place so we can proceed.  

6. Bob Desmarais is intending to finish Phase I and Phase II.  

7.  Selectmen advised Mr. Desmarais that he needs to sign and complete the paperwork and have his attorney record it at the Registry of Deeds.  Mr. Desmarais noted he would be doing this tomorrow am.  

Ron Wanner asked that he be brought up to date as to how we reached this point.  

It was explained that the project was sold to Alan Simoneau, Town Plaza Associates, Inc., by Ottavio Enterprises, LLC (Desmarais Family).   The Desmarais Family provided financing for Alan Simoneau and additionally provided a construction loan for the funding of the bonds and road construction.   The Desmarais Family (Ottavio Enterprises, LLC) bought back the property at a Foreclosure sale on June 3, 2009.    

According to Bob Desmarais, the project is probably 95% complete with the exception of revisions to the Fire Pond, Detention Pond, and several culverts plus seeding.  Bob Desmarais stated he has spoken to several contractors, and the road revisions, etc.  can be completed within one and a half or two weeks.   There is approximately $60,000 left on the bond and Bob Desmarais stated he feels the work can be completed for this amount.   (This amount is for Phase I only.)  He will be ready for the Planning Board Meeting on July 15.  Previously, the Planning Board allowed him to take $7,500 of the total bond amount and put it towards engineering, etc.  This will be used for Phase II engineering costs.  

Once the road is accepted by the Town for Phase I, an Occupancy Permit can be issued for the home that is already occupied.    The Town will be only accepting Phase I of the development.  

ANGELA VANGERVEN (BOAT RAMP AT GORHAM POND)

Angela VanGerven and her husband appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss concerns regarding the Fish and Game Boat Ramp that their property abuts.  She noted the following issues and concerns: 

1. Stated they had purchased a seasonal cottage and converted it to a full-time residence at Gorham Pond.  They are living there all the time now, and getting lots of traffic from the Boat Launch, which is adjacent to their property.  

2. Presently, people are going to the Boat Ramp and partying, drinking, etc. at all hours of the night.  This has become a problem for us.  

3. Have had the Dunbarton Police Department involved.  People are parking along their property where there should be no parking.   Fish and Game Department put up a “No Parking” sign.  They are still parking on the side in a non-designated area.   People are bringing their fishing equipment, coolers, etc. and don’t want to walk so they park in the non-designated area.  They are out there all hours of the night.  When they call the Dunbarton Police after 10 or 11 p.m., by the time they get there, it is 1:00 am.   This is an every weekend occurrence.  The same situation exists at Kimball Pond.  Need to put the sign in a location where everyone can see it.  According to the Fish and Game regulations, they are not to be there after 10:00 pm. (attached) would like a sign stating this put up.  

4. Dunbarton Police Department has put up a sign which is similar to the one at Kimball Pond stating that there is an 11:00 pm Curfew, etc.   

5. At this point, the Selectmen reviewed the Administrative Rules from Fish and Game, i.e. Chapter Fix 1600 Statewide Public Access Program  (attached) which Mrs. VanGerven had presented and noted that item (14) states as follows: 

“(14) The access facilities shall be open to the public 24 hours a day except that between 10:00 p.m. and 5:00 am, the access sites shall be used solely for the purpose of launching and retrieval of watercraft and/or fishing from shore.  No other use of the access sites shall be allowed”.

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen noted that according to this rule, the people can utilize the Boat Ramp between the hours of 10 – 5 am for launching and retrieval of boats, and fishing from shore.  It would be difficult to enforce the public not being there between these hours.  The people would say they were fishing, etc.  

6. Stated that they have had three windshields shot out with high-powered pellet guns.  In addition, their house has been vandalized.  They have also thrown eggs at my house.  Lou DeBerio also has similar problems.  He is very sympathetic to our situation.  

7. We hear cars doors slamming, people yelling, trunks slamming, etc. all night long.  We need to be able to enjoy our peace and quiet and are not able to.  

8. We don’t want to stop people from fishing but we want to resolve this problem.  

Selectmen’s Comments: 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that he had spoken with the Police Chief regarding the situation, and he will be forwarding a report to the Selectmen shortly.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, recommended contacting Betsy McNaughton, Land Agent for Fish and Game Department about signage and land/parking issues, and she could possibly help with the situation.  Noted that Fish and Game Enforcement Officers would not be able to help at this point regarding vandalism of homes and parking.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, noted that the Administrative Rules for the Statewide Public Access Program are for all Department Controlled Boat Access Facilities, and it would be difficult to get the Fish and Game Department to change the rules just for this particular Boat Launch Area.  

DISCUSS REVISED COMMERCIAL HAULERS POLICY AND PROCEDURE

Charles Graybill, Selectman, and Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, presented a revised Commercial Haulers Police and Procedure for the Transfer Station.  (attached)   Following comments were noted: 

1. On the first item under Policy, should insert 10 AM – 4 PM.  

2. Should attach copies of the Commercial Disposal Permit and Commercial Haulers Contract Information Form to the Policy and Procedures. 

3. On the second item under Policy, should insert as follows:  (Inserted words in bold text)  

“C & D may be brought in by Commercial Haulers but will require a Commercial Disposal Permit.  (replace Unit with Permit)

4. On the fifth item under Policy, should be reworded to read as follows: 

“Haulers will be responsible for any and all damages they cause to Town Property.”

5. On the first item under Procedures, the following bold text should be added: 

“Meet with the Transfer Station Supervisor annually to receive the Policies and Procedures and update the Commercial Haulers Contract Information Form to be renewed in July of each year.   (attached)”

6. On the second item under Procedures, the following bold text will replace “yearly”: 

“The annual administrative fee is $25.00”.


Comments from the Public/Other:

It was noted that Charles Graybill, Selectman, recommended the Administrative Fee of $25.00 because he felt the Transfer Station and Selectmen should be aware of who the Commercial Haulers are in Town.  There also is an administrative cost connected to the Haulers, etc.  The figure of $25.00 sounds reasonable to him.  

Charles “Chuck” Williamson stated he did not feel we need to have the $25.00 fee.  

Lori Davis stated she thought it would be nice to have a day that we don’t see Commercial Haulers at the Transfer Station.  Had no problem with the fee.

Patrick Bowne stated that on Saturdays, the Commercial Haulers can only bring in brush and grass clippings and would not be in the public’s way.

Ron Wanner stated they would expect that everything would come through the Transfer Station Supervisor.  If the Commercial Haulers have not paid, they don’t use the Transfer Station.  Have no objection to either a $25 or $100.  

 Fee.

Les Hammond stated he had no objection to the $25 administrative fee.  This is a pretty small fee and shouldn’t be a problem.  

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the Dunbarton Transfer Station Commercial Haulers Policy and Procedures with changes as noted this evening with an effective date of July 1, 2009.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

At this point in the meeting, Ron Wanner noted that we should reimburse the one Commercial Hauler who paid the $500 fee in January plus interest.  Wanted to make sure this is taken care of.  

DEPARTMENTS:


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion/action:


Replacement Server for Town Offices:  


At this point, Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he would recuse himself from the vote.  
1. Presented a recommendation from Jim Michaud regarding a replacement computer server for the Town Offices.  The cost would be $2,347.32 plus $650.00 for backup software.  (attached)  

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the quote from James Michaud for new computer server hardware for the Town Offices at a cost of $2,347.32 as quoted plus $650.00 for backup software.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Heating Bid:

It has been brought to our attention that Jay’s Heating, the successful bidder for the Heating for the Town Offices, has an apprentice.  When Jay’s Heating comes on a call, the apprentice also comes.  The total cost is $55.00/hour per man so instead of $55.00/hour, the cost ends up being $110.00/hour.  

The Selectmen agreed that Jay’s Heating should be contacted and instructed that the Town of Dunbarton only wants one person for a heating call at a cost of $55.00/hour as bid.  If this is not the case, will revert to the next bidder.  

SAU Bids/Town of Dunbarton: 

Presented a copy of the successful bid information from the SAU for Paper Products, Heating Fuel, and Propane as follows: 


#2 Heating Fuel – Fred Fuller @ $1.895/gallon (Period 9/1/09 – 5/1/10)


Propane – Eastern Propane @ $1.290/gallon (Period 7/1/09 - 6/30/10)

Paper Products – W.B. Mason Company - #20 White Paper @ .59/ream/$25.90/case

  Colored Paper $3.17/ream (Period 7/1/09 – 6/30/10)

Library Discussion regarding Town Hall Future, etc. 

Les Hammond stated that there will be a meeting of the Dunbarton Library Trustees on Wednesday, June 17, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall to plan for the future of the Dunbarton Town Hall.  

PATRICK ‘WOODY’ BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION MANAGER: 


Vehicle Repairs and Maintenance:  


Patrick Bowne stated they were putting considerable amount of money into the Mack as follows: 

1. Replaced an air bag.  Just recently also replaced the air bag on the driver’s side.  

2. Suspension issue was found during the inspection.  Bushings had to be replaced.  Replaced with neoprene, which are supposed to last longer.  

3. Put a new cover on the tarp system. 

Compactor Maintenance: 

1. Some maintenance issues with the compactor, which we did ourselves.  Have been trying to do more maintenance ourselves.  It costs $250 for a drive onto the site not counting any work done if we call the company.  

2. Plan to replace the hydraulic lines ourselves.  

1 – 7 Plastics:  

1. Have started accepting Class 1 – 7 Plastics.  Have enough materials to make at least two bales.  

2.   Will consider “milk runs” for 1-7 plastic to save travel expense.  

Payments from NRA:

1. Payments from NRA are behind by about three months.  Called and they are looking into it.  There have been upper management changes.  

Box Trailers: 

1. Presently own two box trailers.  Presently used for storage.  One has 55-gallon drums, etc.  

Selectmen asked if the Maintenance line in the Transfer Station Budget was okay.  

Patrick Bowne stated the dumpster needs rust repair badly.  Large split up the side.  If we can’t fix it ourselves, will call Carl in Weare at a cost of welding at $40/hour.  

At this point in the meeting, the following motion was made:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into a non-public executive session according to RSA 91-A:3 at 8:40 p.m. to discuss a Welfare issue.  The motion was seconded by Ron Wanner and passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:
