DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JUNE 18, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond stated the Board of Selectmen would be going into a Non-Public Meeting according to RSA 91-A:3 at the end of the regular meeting to discuss a Welfare issue.  

PAM MILIOTO, TREASURER TO DISCUSS DIRECT DEPOSIT FOR TOWN EMPLOYEES: 

Pam Milioto, Treasurer, appeared before the Board and introduced Keith Pike, Representative of Citizens Bank who gave a presentation on Direct Deposit through Citizens Bank.  (attached)  He stated the following with regard to Direct Deposit: 

1. Would eliminate printing payroll checks.  Employees would only be given a statement which could also be available on-line.  

2. Would save mailing payroll checks. 

3. Cost to the Town would be $50.00 a month, or the Town could chose to put $25,000 into a Special Account which would amount to losing about $21.00/month in interest.  

4. Service would be for strictly payrolls and not accounts payable. 

5. Town should do a survey of all employees to find out how many are interested in this service before considering whether to do it or not.   

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that BSMI had given the Town a quote on purchasing the Software that would be necessary to interface for Direct Deposit at a cost of $1,676.00 and a yearly license fee of $296.00. 

Mr. Pike stated it was not necessary to purchase the Software for the BSMI Program.  Citizens Bank would be able to work with the Town.  It would involve doing the payroll through BSMI the way it is done presently, and then entering employees’ net payroll check into a secure data base at Citizens Bank for disbursement to the appropriate employees’ accounts.   The Data Base would include names of all employees, which would be receiving a payroll check at any time throughout the year.  

Mr. Pike will prepare a survey to be given all Town employees to say whether or not they would be interested in Direct Deposit.  

ROBERT DESMARAIS:  SIGNING OF AGREEMENT: 


Robert Desmarais, new owner of the Bela Brook Estate Sub-division appeared before the Board.  


The Selectmen signed the agreement between the Town and Robert Desmarais to proceed “At Risk” on completing the road, etc. for Phase II.  

At this time, Robert Desmarais submitted address labels and a check to be on the agenda of the Planning Board at their regular July 15, 2009 meeting for acceptance of the road for Phase I.  

At this point in the meeting, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked who the contractor for the Desmarais subdivision would be.  Mr. Desmarais noted it was to be Lexington.  Jeff Crosby stated he would suggest that the contractor refrain from harassing the Town Office about permits, etc.  Don Mayo, Town Engineer, will be involved and the contractor will be working through him. 

ERNIE GAGNON, ELECTRICAL CONTRACTOR, TOWN OFFICE LIGHTS: 

Ernie Gagnon, Electrical Contractor, appeared before the Board to discuss replacement of Town Office lights.  

At this point in the discussion, Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that the Town did not have the money at this point to do any light replacement.  Therefore, the project should be put on hold until such time as monies are available.  

Ernie Gagnon stated that the total cost was $7,000.  Selectmen noted there was only $3,500 left in the Building Improvements account for the rest of the year.  There will probably be other repairs for Town Buildings that will have to be done.  

Ernie Gagnon stated if the Town chose, it could do the replacement lights in three phases of one room at a time over a period of time.  He also noted that before any insulation is put in the attic of the Town Offices, the wiring should be replaced, etc.  

JAMES MARCOU & JACQUES BELANGER TO DISCUSS SOWLE SUBDIVISION: 

James Marcou and Jacques Belanger appeared before the Board to discuss the Sowle Subdivision and the status of Old Mills Hill Road.  Stated he had no problem with Brett Sowle being able to build on a lot from his parents, etc.  

James Marcou stated that this past Sunday, Joseph Sowle came to his house and told him that the Class 6 road (Old Mills Hill Road) goes right through my living room and septic system.  He stated he needed to access his property through this Class 6 road for his son to be able to build, etc.  

James Marcou stated that nowhere is there any reference to Old Mills Hill Road being on my property, either in my deed or on the subdivision plan of the Sowle property done in 1984.  James Marcou stated that he has a deed, mortgage and title insurance for the property and nowhere is it mentioned that there is a road going through the middle of my house, etc.  Also put an addition on to my home and received a Building Permit.  As far as any paperwork is concerned, Old Mills Hill Road stops at Holmes Road south of my house.  

James Marcou presented a copy of a Warranty Deed to Joseph Sowle when the property was subdivided which makes reference to an abandoned Old Mills Hill road, etc.  

Stated that he wanted to start a dialogue with the Selectmen regarding this issue.  It needs to be resolved.  This affects my wife and I and needs to be taken care of.  The Planning Board signed the plan in 1982 (Barry Lussier).  We would not have purchased the property if there was a road going up through the middle of it.  

At this point, Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, stated as yet he had not done any research on this issue.  He will start next week and work through Bartlett Engineering.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT TO DISCUSS MORSE ROAD & TWIST HILL ROAD: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board to discuss the removal of the falling down building at the corner of Twist Hill Road and Morse Road.  

1. He stated he had spoken with Paul Bruzga and he (Bruzga) says he owns the building.   The building has become a hazard for the public and a safety issue.  In addition, it causes a line of sight issue with people turning the corner onto Morse Road.  

2. Paul Bruzga stated his wife had someone who was interested in the old beams in the building.  He also stated there are people who take pictures of the building.  

3. Stated he felt that we are putting the owners of the property at risk by keeping this building and not tearing it down. 

4. Stated the owners could request Paul Bruzga to remove his building if they chose to.  

Road Work:

1. Stated are presently cutting some trees on the right of way on Twist Hill Road.  

2. Presently working on the Burchell subdivision area where Burchell deeded the Town a 30-foot strip.  Have removed the stumps and disposed of them.  This will widen the shoulders.  Have put reflectors on the pole.  

Gravel Crushing: 

1. Noted the Highway Department is currently crushing gravel at the Town Pit.  

Question regarding Billing:  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked about the billing for William Nichols for the use of his equipment.  When we go out to bid, does the bid include the operator?  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that the rate does include the operator.  All equipment rentals come with the driver.  William Nichols also included a disposal fee for stumps at a cost of $50.00/load on that particular invoice.  He has a place that he can dump the stumps and this saves the Town from having to deal with them.  Sometimes we take stumps to the Town Pit but we don’t have a good place to dump them.  At some point, someone has to move them. 

Asked if William Nichols signs a release to allow us to dump stumps on his property.  Jeff Crosby stated not at this time.  

Brush Cutting:  

1. Presently doing brush cutting around Clifford Farms Road and Armand’s Way.  

PAT MURPHY REGARDING TOWN SEPTIC SYSTEM: 

Pat Murphy stated they were the new owners of the Sam Abram property adjacent to their lot.  Asked what the status was of the Town Septic System, which is on their property.   She stated she realized there is an easement allowing this but wanted to know if the system was an approved septic system.    She stated they are trying to get the area to the point where they can mow it.  Requested that the Town clean up the disturbed area, etc. so they can mow.  Asked what the intention of the Town was with regard to the septic system, etc.  When does the Town plan on putting the new septic system in?  Is the present situation safe and legal?  

Selectmen noted that the septic system comes from the Library Town Hall Building to the Town Offices and runs under Route 13 to an area (easement) located on the Murphy Lot.  The Selectmen stated that the money was in the budget last year but got spent for other Maintenance items instead.  The new system will not be put in this year because of budgetary issues.  

Selectmen stated that the white pipe, which drains onto the property, is foundation drains from the Town Offices.  It runs practically twelve months a year. 

DEPARTMENTS: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion/action: 

1. Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, requested that the Selectmen approve of the change in the name from Dolores Drive to Zachary Drive so he can proceed with changes, etc.  

Selectmen signed agreement letter. 

2. Received a request to use the Community Center for a wine tasting party. 

Selectmen noted that this was a school building and prohibits smoking, drugs and alcohol, etc. therefore could not be used for a Wine Tasting Party. 

3. Presented Requests for Vacation Leave from Line Comeau and Patrick Bowne. 

Selectmen signed both requests. 

4. Spoken with Pam Milioto, Town Treasurer, regarding interest for the Commercial Hauler’s refund of his $500.00 fee to include interest.  The interest amounts to thirty cents for $500 for six months so he will be receiving a check in the amount of $500.30. 

Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager: 

1. Stated he had spoken with the Police Chief and there is an open investigation going on, and he was told not to discuss it. 

2. Spoken with Simplex-Grinnell regarding upgrading the Security System, etc.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, Planning Board: 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, Planning Board, stated he would recommend the appointment of Michael Guiney as an Alternate to the Dunbarton Planning Board.  Based on this recommendation, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Michael Guiney as an Alternate to the Dunbarton Planning Board with a term of two years expiring in 2011.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mike Guiney, representative to the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, reported that at the recent meeting he had attended along with Ken Swayze, Workforce Housing was discussed.  Dunbarton does not seem to have a lot of Workforce Housing.  We have until the end of the year to resolve this issue.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, Planning Board, also stated that we should be updating our Hazard Mitigation Plan in order to be able to receive FEMA monies in the case of a disaster.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that Stephanie Alexander had recently called and noted there was some sort of Grant monies available for $5,000 if the Town could provide a Match of $5,000 for in-kind services, etc.  

MOTION:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into non-public Executive Session for discussion of a Welfare Issue.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a Roll Call Vote as follows:

It was noted for the record that one motion was made during the non-public Executive Session and the minutes were sealed for one year from this date.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
