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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JUNE 25, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

7:00 p.m. – BETH AND LARRY BEAUGEARD:

Larry and Beth Beaugeard appeared before the Board of Selectmen and noted the following with regard to their property which is adjacent to the east of the school: 

1. The water, which used to collect in their front yard, now ends up in the back yard.  This has happened after the construction done on the school parking lot last year.   

2. They are very concerned about their swimming pool, which is in the back yard, and are afraid that the underground water will cause the pool liner to lift up.  This is a very expensive situation to correct.   Would involve draining the pool of 30,000 gallons of water and refilling.  

3. There is no problem with water in their cellar.  They have a sump pump which takes care of this.  

4. The repairs, which the Highway Department did last year partially, corrected the situation in that the water no longer collects in the front yard, but it now goes to the back yard. 

5. Showed the Selectmen pictures on computer of the water running down onto their property.  

At this point, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated the following: 

1. Stated they (Highway Department) could remedy the situation.  He stated the water comes through the curbing from the Fire Station and down over the hill into the parking lot and then onto the Beaugeard’s property. 

2. Stated they (Highway Department) can reroute the water so it runs further down the school property to the rear of the Beaugeard’s.  Will run a pipe further northerly along the line it is now.  The land we will be doing this on belongs to the school.   Will involve putting in a drop box 2’ – 4’ feet deep.   Felt this will correct the situation of the water running onto Beaugeard’s property in the rear.    

3. Noted that we could not do anything about water running underground.  These repairs would be to divert water running off the parking lot, etc. onto the Beaugeard’s property.  

4. Estimated cost will be $2,500.

Selectmen noted that the Town was responsible for payment of outside maintenance for the school.  It will come from the budget account of General Government Buildings 01.4194.01.430 of which there is only $3,545.36 remaining.   The school has no responsibility for maintenance of this problem.  

The Selectmen agreed to the expenditure of Town monies from the Maintenance of Government Buildings account for correcting the situation with water from the school parking lot and Fire Station going onto the Beaugeard’s property by the Highway Department at an estimated cost of $2,500.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he will wait two or three weeks for the water to dry up before starting this project.  

Town Offices Septic System:  

At this point, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that the minor cleanup work at the Town Offices Septic System, which is now on Pat Murphy’s property in back of the church, would probably be around $1,000.   

He stated that both these projects can be done by he and Allen Sheldon, Highway employee.  

PATRICK  “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION SUPERVISOR TO DISCUSS TOOLS: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Supervisor, appeared before the Board regarding the following issues, etc.  

1. Stated he had recently spoken with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, regarding the recent break-in and replacement of tools. 

2. Do we have to wait for our insurance company to pay or can we purchase replacement tools now? 

3. Need some of these tools as soon as possible because we work with them on a daily basis, such as hand trucks and Sawsal, etc.  

4. Line Comeau, Town Administrator, has been in touch with the insurance company regarding the loss.  

5. Noted that because there were two separate break-ins, there will be two deductibles of $1,000 each for a total of $2,000.  

At this point, Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated he would suggest that Patrick “Woody” Bowne put together a list of minimum items he needs to keep operating along with an estimated cost.  For the time being, we are going to have to find a way to pay for these items.  

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Supervisor, will provide a list of necessary tools to be purchased and estimated cost. 

JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE UPDATE: 

John Stevens, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board with the following update with regard to the Energy Committee: 


Presented copies of his summary and suggested action items to the Board.  (attached) 

1. The June, September and December grant application rounds have been cancelled until next year for PUC RGGI.  

2. OEP Stimulus will have one round in September of which we are not ready for.  

3. Originally, we were only looking for funding for an Energy Audit; now the Stimulus monies have gotten into the mix.  

4. Would recommend that Selectmen attend the next Regional LCE Conference.  

5. OEP Stimulus fund request may open up by September 2009 and the money needs to be allocated within 180 days after.  Timetable is still not finalized nor is the application process and where to apply.  

Selectmen recommended we just leave it there until we get close to September.  

6. Recommending that small town aggregate together for a minimum population of 25,000, within the same Regional Planning Commission territory.  

Selectmen noted this would be difficult to get this to happen.  

Suggested Action Items: 

1. Audit vendor recommendation, GDS, Jordan then WV.  

2. Apply for Stimulus funds for the energy audits in September.  

Noted that the savings for the Town Offices would be minimal because of the new furnace and storm windows.   Jordan did not want to look at the Town Hall.  

3. School Ice Dam Issue – Should try for Stimulus funds for the Ice Dam Project by September.  School is leaning towards working with WV, and they previously worked with the architect.  Share expense with School District? 

Selectmen noted that they will not be sharing expenses with the School District.  

4. Establish contacts with other towns with the NH Central Planning District to form a block for fund application.  

Selectmen stated they would not agree to this.  

5. Sign up for New England Community Energy Challenge as an EA Energy Star partner program.  This will give us access to their programs. 

Charles Graybill suggested that Les Hammond be responsible for signing up for this program. 

6. Can ads appear on the new Energy Committee Web page?  Need $600- $800 for graphics design?  

Selectmen stated that at this point, there are no Town funds available.  It was suggested that Larry Cook/Dan Troy both be contacted regarding this.   It was also stated that there should be no ads on the web page.    At this point, will consider going on the Dunbarton Web site.  

7. Stated he wanted the best energy and financial outcome for the community but the size and complexity of this is beyond my ability to handle.  Who in Town Government can he work with? 

Selectmen made no recommendation at this time.   Stated they appreciated the work that John Stevens had done on the Energy Committee.  

Selectmen noted that we were originally looking at this to get federal monies to do the Energy Audits.  We are going to be strapped to find any money for anything.   The Selectmen want them to file for any available monies for the audits.  

John Stevens stated he would like to go back to his status as a member of the Green Committee, etc.  The Selectmen thanked him for all his hard work on the Energy Audits.  

TOWN DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues: 

1. Request from Auditors: 

Received a request from the auditors to the Building Department for a “paper trail for transfer of funds for the Earl Family Trust”.  Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, has set the bounds and Kyle Parker has inspected them.   Have authorized the release of the funds and the Treasurer has requested that the Selectmen approve the request to release $1,600.  

Selectmen signed request for release of funds in the amount of $1,600 to Earl Family Trust.  

2. Police Chief’s Report:  

Police Chief Connelly requested being noticed as to what amount of money would be remaining after electrical work was completed, etc.  Called Ernie Electrical and he looked at the panel and noted that Jon Wiggin has to make recommendations for the Gentrain for the Generator hookup.  

3. Invitation to Bid for Heating Services: 

Reviewed the invitation to bid for the heating from Jay’s Plumbing and Heating.  He has sent in revised information that state that his apprentice has to be included within the hourly bid rate, etc. at $110/hour for two men on all calls. 

Based on this information, the following are the bids, which were received: 


Rick Kincaid -
$80.00/hour with a minimum of two hours, 8 - 4




$120.00/hour on weekends or nights

Stu’s Plumbing  -  $65.00/hour with a ½ hour one way communication charge which

                             amounts to an extra $65.00/hour

Dunbarton Fuel Company - $65.00 hour with no commute and no minimum hours

Jay’s Plumbing and Heating – Costs to include an apprentice on all calls which brings the

                              hourly rate up to $110.00/hour.  


Based on this information, the following motions were made: 


Ron Wanner stepped down from the Board on this issue/vote.

4. Appointments:

Selectmen signed appointment paperwork for James Marcou, Full-Time Member to the Planning Board and Michael Guiney, Alternate for the Planning Board. 

5. Board of Selectmen Public Hearing for Acceptance of Zachary Drive:

Noted that the Public Hearing for Acceptance of Zachary Drive by the Board of Selectmen is scheduled for Thursday, July 16, 2009.  The public notice will be published in the paper.  The notice states pending approval from the Planning Board on Wednesday, July 15, 2009.  

OTHER BUSINESS:

1. Old Mills Hill Road Issue: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that he and Linda Peters, Town Clerk, had gone to the Nashua Registry to research information on the status of Old Mills Hill Road.  At this point, nothing has changed from what was determined before.  Will continue going through old records. 

2. Town Offices Septic System: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he will be getting together with Pat Murphy regarding cleaning up the area where the septic system is located.  

3. School:

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he will be in touch with School Board and/or Principal regarding work to be done regarding water issue with Beaugeard’s.   He was advised to contact Deb Foster, Chairman of the School Board. 

4. Caleb Stark:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, announced that at the Historical Society Meeting, it was announced that Caleb Stark’s 250th birthday will be December 3, 2009.  Will do some searching to see if there are any ancestors in the area.  

5. Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager:

Patrick Bowne presented the Selectmen with a list of necessary tools, which should be purchased as soon as possible in order to be able to operate.  The estimated cost was $1,000.

The Selectmen agreed with the purchase of the necessary tools for the Transfer Station at a cost of $1,000 and stated funds should come from the General Government Maintenance account.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
