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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JULY 2, 2009

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

Transfer Station Supervisor, Patrick “Woody” Bowne re Coop Update:  

Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Supervisor, appeared before the Board to bring the Board of Selectmen up to date on the Coop.   He stated that the Coop had not yet made a decision as to whether or not to go with Single Stream Recycling due to the following issues/reasons: 

Coop/Single Stream Recycling:  

1. Whether or not Concord decides to participate in the Single Stream.  If Concord decides not to, then the Coop will decide no also.  If they say no, the project is done.  

2. One of the problems is they don’t have enough tonnage.

3. There are towns that are “on the fence” and others that have decided not to participate.  

4. Coop has to borrow money in the neighborhood of $3.2 million dollars.  Will keep $1 million as reserve.  Will spend the money between 2010 and 2013.  

5. Other big question is how are we going to pay the Coop back on this project?  The feeling is there is a plan to start paying the Coop right off.  To start paying now is the better plan.  The Coop can say no, we are not going to start paying back in the first year.  

6. A lot is dependent on what Concord is going to do.  It wasn’t a definite moving ahead. 

Contract with Wheelabrator:  

1. There will definitely be a change.  

2. There is a 51-day gap between when there is no contract.  They have decided to start the next contract 25.5 days forward and continue the old contract 25.5 days longer.

3.    New contract will reflect a new rate effective December 1, 2009.

4.  The GAT will be based upon tonnage from the previous year.  900 Ton will be our GAT for 2010 unless we submit a letter stating why it should be different.  They are going to start giving a rebate.  

5. Wheelabrator is $47/ton.  If you come in at in the 800’s, you will be responsible for $47/ton not $67.  The Coop can put money in.  

6. Will know after August 20, 2009 whether we will be moving forward with the Single Stream Project.  

7. Regarding cost of recycling, costs are between $32 - $40 to get rid of your Single Stream recycling.  Corcoran started to pay $5 - $10/ton.  They have gone back up to $32 - $40/ton and they adjust that figure annually.  Market for recycling is changing all the time.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, suggested that Patrick Bowne contact Peter Hecker, Chairman, of the Single Stream Committee and let him know what he just told the Selectmen.  

Commercial Haulers:  

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, reported that all three of the Commercial Haulers have paid their $25.00 fee and have signed the agreement.  There were no major issues and the haulers were fine with the new procedure. 

It was reported that Ron Boynton had recently paid $300.00 towards the garage door repair.  He stated he will finish paying the $81.00 as soon as he can.  

Replacement Tools, Transfer Station:  

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, stated that he had priced out the necessary replacement tools, and they come to about $835.00

The Selectmen reached a consensus to allow Patrick Bowne to go ahead and purchase the necessary replacement tools up to $1,000.  

POLICE CHIEF CHRIS CONNELLY: 

It was noted that Police Chief Chris Connelly had responded in writing to the Board of Selectmen therefore there was no need for him to report verbally to the Selectmen regarding the recent break-ins.  

Chief Connelly did state there had been two break-ins at the Transfer Station, one at Nichols Garage, one residential break-in on Jewett Road and several in Bow, Henniker and Weare.  Noted that this was a “sign of the times”.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked if the Police Department was aware of how many homes were in foreclosure in Dunbarton.  Police Chief Connelly stated he did not have a good handle on the foreclosures.  

Chief Connelly noted that if residents are planning to be gone for a period of time or going on vacation, they should come to the Police Station and fill out a form for drive by checks, etc.  

At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond, Chairman, asked if the Dunbarton Police Department was planning on continuing with the Town of Bow for dispatch services.  

Chief Connelly stated they planned to stay with Bow for at least the next two years.  At that point, we will have to take a look.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he was now a Merrimack County Commissioner, and Merrimack County is offering a dispatch service of which Pembroke and Allenstown have gone to.  

LINE COMEAU, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 

Pam Milioto, Town Treasurer, would like to come before the Board of Selectmen on Thursday, July 16, 2009 to update them on the surveys regarding Direct Deposit.
