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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JULY 30, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

7:00 P.M. – TIM TERRAGNI, BOARD OF ASSESSORS TO DISCUSS STATISTICAL REVAL BID: 

Tim Terragni, Chairman, Board of Assessors, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to bring them up to date on the Reval Bids, which were received.  Stated the following: 

1. Presented a letter from Scott P. Marsh regarding his review of the Reval bids.  (attached) 

2. Presented the Selectmen with a copy of the analysis of the four proposals received with notes as to what the companies provided, etc.  (attached) 

3. Noted that proposals were received as follows: 

a. Purvis & Associates - $35,100

b. CNP - $43,560

c. Vision - $48,000

d. Avitar - $92,150

Noted that Avitar would have to provide new software instead of using the existing Vision Software, etc.  This would explain the higher bid. 

4. The contract language was provided by Joe Lessard, Municipal Resources.  Have always had a good working relationship with him. 

5. The Board of Assessors met with the two lowest bidders and went over their bids.  

6. Purvis is a one-man shop whereby CNP has employees, etc.  This could become an issue in the event that something happened to the one person, etc.  

7. CNP agreed verbally during the discussions to reduce their cost to $40,650.  

At this point, the Selectmen stated that this could not be done.  The bid price is what we are basing our decisions on and not some other agreement, which was reached after the fact, etc.  


Selectmen’s Comments: 

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated that we want to make sure we are dealing with “apples with apples” and not “apples and oranges”, etc.  We want to make sure everything is consistent between the bids before making a decision. 

Tim Terrangi, Chairman, Board of Assessors, stated that it is the Board of Assessors’ recommendation that we award the bid to CNP. 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that it has always been his recommendation that the Board of Selectmen would accept the appropriate Board’s recommendation as to awarding bids, etc.  Based on this fact, he would be inclined to recommend awarding the bid to CNP. 

Ron Wanner, Selectmen, stated he would agree but would like to make sure that the items, which were not stated, are addressed before awarding the bid.  Would recommend that the Board of Assessors go back and contact the bidders to find out about the items that are “Not Stated”, “No” etc. before the final decision is made. 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen table the Board of Assessors Reval Contract decision until next Thursday’s Selectmen’s meeting to give the Board of Assessors time to go over the bids to make sure everything is consistent with the RFP.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 

Comments from the Public: 

Charles Williamson asked what type of hearing process are we going to have.  Are they going to handle that also?  

Tim Terragni stated that the Board of Assessors has to be present during the appeal process between 3:00 – 6:00 p.m. 

Recreation Land: 

At this point in the meeting, Tim Terrangi stated he had another issue he would like to discuss with the Selectmen as follows: 

Tim Terragni stated that he would like to get together a Warrant Article for Town Meeting with appropriate signatures to set aside a sum of money to purchase land for recreational use for a ball field.  Goffstown is getting heavy use.  

The Board of Selectmen stated that he could go ahead with a proposed Warrant Article for setting aside monies for recreational use, etc. but that in this economic climate, they probably would not support it at this time.  

The Selectmen also noted that there is heavy usage of the Community Center for basketball.  They use it five days a week 6-8 p.m. and 8-10 p.m.  This leaves no time for anything else.  

The Library is looking for Grant monies to do work on the upper Town Hall.  Would suggest that Tim Terragni get in touch with Tiffany Dodd, Library Trustee, regarding finding grant monies, etc.  

DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion/decision: 

1. Sandra Mannion, 23 Stark Highway South:

Asked if the Selectmen and/or Road Agent would be able to take away a small amount of brush left over from the ice storm.  

It was noted that DOT is responsible for the State maintained highway and it would not be in the best interests of the Town to be doing this work.  Sandra Mannion was okay with this decision. 

2. Historic Awareness Committee: 

It was noted that there is no limit as to the number of members on the Historic Awareness Committee.  It was established in 1992 and there was no limit put on the makeup of the Committee. 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Tiffany Dodd and Larraine Allen as members of the Historic Awareness Committee.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

3. Les Hammond re Widening of Route 93, etc.:

Les Hammond noted that he had attended a recent meeting of the Widening of Route 93.  They are considering another Exit before Amoskeag Bridge that would come out on Dunbarton Back Road just north of the cement company beyond the old dump.  They will be sending information. 

4. Community Center Usage: 

Les Hammond reported that he had recently met with the Principal and Betty Ann Noyes has contacted him re the usage of the Community Center, and how it can be worked out to everyone’s satisfaction, etc.    Presently is coordinated through the Recreation Committee.  They will meet with us.  There has got to be some provision for other types of activities.  The school is in charge of the scheduling of the Community Center presently. 

5. Brian Naro, Old Fort Estates: 

Brian Naro reported that they have taken down the sign for Old Fort Estates for repairs.  They will be putting it back up within a few weeks.  Wanted to make sure no one thought it was stolen, etc. 

6. Bob Desmarais, Bela Brook Estates: 

Have checked with Attorney Buchanan regarding remaining bond money to be returned to Attorney Buchanan’s Office, and he is fine with taking out Town Counsel’s fees from the amount.  Laura Spector, Town Counsel, has informed us through billing that the amount for the Desmarais legal issue is $275.00.  Therefore $275.00 will be deducted from the amount to be returned. 

7. Compensatory Time: 

A list of employees with accumulated compensatory time was given to the Selectmen.  It was noted that within the Personnel Plan there is no deadline for taking compensatory time.  Selectmen agreed there should be some guidelines for determining accumulation and taking of compensatory time.  Overtime/compensatory time should always have prior approval of the Department Head, etc.  It was noted there are already checks and balances within the Town Office for overtime/compensatory time.  A copy of the State of New Hampshire Personnel Rules regarding compensatory time was given to the Selectmen for their review.  

8. Longevity: 

It was noted that the Personnel Plan states that Longevity will be given to employees “after their eighth year of service”.  Longevity is based on a November l date, etc.  Selectmen will review the Personnel Plan for Longevity, etc.

9. State of New Hampshire Health Officer Badges:  

The State of New Hampshire has provided the Health Officer and Deputy Health Officer with Badges.  

10. Direct Deposit:  

It was noted that two Citizen’s Bank Representatives came to the Town Offices recently to give a demonstration of the Direct Deposit and how it would work.  The Direct Deposit software from BSMI would cost about  $1,200.00 plus a $275/year licensing fee.  

The difference between the Town not purchasing the software through BSMI and doing it through a secure Citizen’s Bank Site would be requiring hand entering net payroll check amounts onto the bank site on a weekly basis, etc.  If the Town purchased the BSMI software, it would create a file, which would be exported directly to Citizen’s Bank instead of hand data entry weekly.  It was noted there was less room for error with the exported file.  

If the Town decides to offer Direct Deposit without the Software from BSMI, the information would be set up through the BSMI Program and if in the future, the software was purchased, it would be already set up, etc.  Participation in direct deposit program is optional.

After discussion, the following motion was made: 

MOTION:  

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the Town of Dunbarton going with Direct Deposit through Citizen’s Bank effective October 1, 2009.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, reported that he has worked out an agreement with Public Works Department of Weare whereby they take all Dunbarton’s glass in exchange for us to take four dumpsters, two of aluminum and two of tin hauled each year.  We haul to Cohen in Concord where these would be taken.  Right now we have to pay around $1,600 to get rid of glass.  This would be a gentlemen’s agreement.  The cost to the Town of Dunbarton would be travel time to Concord including the truck and employee, etc.  

Selectmen’s Comments:  

Selectmen expressed a concern about doing this without some sort of written contract or agreement.  What if something goes wrong?  

Ron Wanner stated he was more concerned about setting up the paperwork for this arrangement.  

Charles Graybill stated he would rather not do this from the Town’s point of view.  

Les Hammond noted we should explore what the costs per Town for taking glass.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:  

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting at 8:19 p.m.   Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
