MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JULY 9, 2009

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

ELECTRICAL QUOTES FOR GENERATOR TRANSFER FOR LIBRARY AND TOWN OFFICES: 

Ernie’s Electrical Service, Inc. has presented electrical quotes for the generator transfer for both the Town Hall/Library and the Town Offices in the event of a power failure.  Quotes were as follows: 

Town Hall/Library: 

Wiring and installation of a 6 circuit generator transfer switch at the Town Hall for the operation of:  well pump, heating system, basic lighting.  Includes remote plus on the exterior of the building with appropriate cord to plug into the generator.    Quote:  $1,000.00

Town Offices: 

For wiring and installation of a 6-circuit transfer switch at the Town Offices for the operation of:  3 sump pumps, heating system and basic lighting.  Includes remote plug on exterior of building with appropriate cord to plug into the generator.  Additional labor included in this price due to need for circuitry needing to be run entire length of building between 2 panels which are at opposite ends of the building.   Quote:  $1,250.00

Board Discussion: 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that when the Selectmen originally discussed putting in the generator transfers for both the Town Hall/Library and Town Offices, it was decided to use FEMA monies.  Based on this, he would suggest that a motion would include the expenditure to come from FEMA funds.  Once all the FEMA expenditures have been taken care of, the Selectmen had decided to split the remaining funds between the Police Department and Fire Department.  It was noted that the Fire Department was planning on building a small shed for the generator with an automatic start system.  

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen give Ernie’s Electrical Service approval to go ahead with the wiring and installation of a 6 circuit transfer switch at both the Town Offices and the Town Hall/Library as per his quotation of $1,000 for the Town Hall/Library and $1,250.00 for the Town Offices.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Softball Tournament, 7/17-19/2009: 

Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary, reported that Jim Starr had called to inform the Town of a Softball Tournament to be held on Friday 7/17 to Sunday 7/19/2009.  There will be 450 girls with 60 teams participating in this tournament for the 10th year.  Jim Starr has already met with the School Board for field use and informed the Police Department and Fire Department.  The Town Offices usually makes sure the field is mowed prior to the event.  Michael Underwood has been alerted to this fact. 

Welcome Baskets through Garden Club: 

Alison Vallieres reported that this week a very new resident had come into the Town Offices requesting various information regarding the Town, etc.  Alison V.  suggested that possibly the Town Offices could keep two or three of the Welcoming Bags at the Town Office to give to new residents when they come into the Offices.  The present policy is to call Donna Dunn/Judy Peterson and give them the name of the newcomer.  Donna Dunn has been contacted and thinks this would be a great idea and will bring several of the bags to the Town Office in the near future for distribution. 

Library Improvements – Possible Grant:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, reported that he had recently spoken with Jack McEnany about what to do at the Library.  He needs a complete description of what we want to do and also have bullet points for the grant application, etc.    Will be looking for people to serve on the Committee.  To date, there is only Tiffany Dodd.  

Use of Pages Corner Cemetery for Parking – Dearborn Auction: 

Request from George Foster, Auctioneer, regarding the use of Pages Corner Cemetery for parking for Dearborn Auction was referred to the Cemetery Trustees.  

The Cemetery Trustees denied this use.  

Alison Vallieres stated that Barbara McCann, Building Department, had called George Foster and left a message to this effect. 

Repair of Monuments: 

Ron Wanner noted that repair of monuments at the cemeteries has been started.  Selectmen noted there were over 70 stones, which needed to be repaired.  

Shimming of Mansion Road: 

Charles “Chuck” Williamson stated that DOT had almost completed shimming of Mansion Road.  Don’t know if they plan to pave it also. .  

Increased Motor Vehicle Registration Fees: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, presented a copy of the increases from the State for Motor Vehicle Registration Fees.  They have gone up considerably.  (attached)

Merrimack County Medicaid Monies:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, reported that with regard to Medicaid Fees for Merrimack County, the State will contribute up to $118 million and above that they will not pay.  The County pays the non-federal portion, which is 58% of the federal share.  Costs are $260/day and are only getting reimbursed for $180/day.  The County runs a 3-4 million dollar deficit.  They have no control over this.  Merrimack County has said there will be no increase to towns.  We had a large increase last year.
