MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, AUGUST 13, 2009

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m.     The following were present:

DEPARTMENTS:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues/comments for the Board of Selectmen’s information/action: 

1. Joint Loss Committee Meetings: 

The Joint Loss Committee has not met since December 2006.  It is supposed to meet at least twice a year.  The Joint Loss Committee is involved in making sure Town Buildings are safe, employees are in a safe environment, etc.   Members on the Committee are as follows:

Line Comeau stated she was trying to arrange a meeting of the Joint Loss Committee for the early part of September.   She will be posting the meeting at least 24 hour public notice, etc. according to the RSA’s regarding public meetings, etc.  The Police Chief was the previous Chairman.  He has indicated he is too busy at this time to be Chairman.  

At this point in the discussion, Charles Graybill, Selectman, suggested that Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, be asked if he would consider being Chairman of the Joint Loss Committee.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, suggested that at the first meeting, the Committee could decide on a Chairman.  

2. Personnel Policies:  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, noted that the discussion on Personnel Policies would be continued.  

Stated he felt the policy on Safety Shoes should be revised somewhat to put a limit on the cost of safety shoes, etc.  This will be addressed at a later time.  

3. Highway Block Grant:  

Charles Graybill, Selectmen, stated he had recently spoken with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, and Jeff is concerned about the Town receiving the Highway Block Grant monies.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that we had just received a payment for the Highway Block Grant in the amount of $24,122.27.  The second payment is due in October 2009.  The total amount Dunbarton has received to date is $55,439.11.  The total amount we will be receiving is $110,000.

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated that he felt the Rooms and Meals monies to Towns from the State was in the most jeopardy at this point.  


Comments from the Public:  

At this point in the meeting, Cheri Pellenz asked if the meeting for Joint Loss Committee, etc. could be posted sooner than 24 hours and if it could be put on the Web Site in advance so people would be aware, etc.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that as soon as the date is set, she would be putting it on the Dunbarton Web Site.  The State Law with regard to public meetings states that 24 hour notice is required.  

4. Workshop Class/Goffstown:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated she would be attending a Workshop in Goffstown on Friday, August 14, 2009.    The Workshop is scheduled for 8:00 am – 1: 00 p.m.   It is possible she will not be working Friday p.m.   The Workshop subject is reconciliation with the Town Budget.  

Selectmen approved this work schedule.  


5.    FEMA Monies:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the point that Chris Connelly, Police Chief, was interested in the amount of monies the Police Department would be able to use from FEMA monies for his part-time salaries.  

6.  Town Office:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that the Town Office was operating very smoothly and wanted to thank Alison Vallieres, Accounting/Payroll for all her help.  We are in the process of updating records, implementing new procedures, and moving ahead with Direct Deposit paperwork in anticipation of the October 1, 2009 startup.  

7.  Single Stream Recycling:  

Ron Wanner, Selectman and representative on the Single Stream Recycling Committee, reported that they needed to replace a member on the Single Stream Committee.  The Committee will be making a recommendation to the residents at Town Meeting in March 2010.  

There was considerable discussion about Single Stream and its pros and cons. 

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated that it is a complicated issue and decision.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, asked what the advantage to the City of Concord would be in signing up for a 15-year contract.  It was noted Concord presently takes their recycling to Portland, Maine.  

Comments from Public: 

Lori Davis stated that if we do go with Single Stream, the Coop would provide education for the Town of Dunbarton. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting at 7:40 p.m.   Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
