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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, AUGUST 20, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

It was noted by the Chairman that there were no Agenda items this evening.  

DEPARTMENTS:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues/comments for the Board of Selectmen’s information/action: 

Leave Request: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, requested three days Vacation Leave, one being Friday, August 21, 2009 and the other two Tuesday and Wednesday, September 8 and 9, 2009. 

Selectmen authorized Line Comeau’s Leave Request for three days Vacation. 

MS-1:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that she is presently working on the MS-1 report, which is due in the near future to Department of Revenue Administration.    There are some discrepancies, and she will be working with Scott Marsh this next week to resolve the issues.  

Energy (Green) Committee:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that she had spoken with John Stevens, Energy Committee, and he recently attended the Municipal Energy Meeting.  He noted it was very productive and would like to have them make a presentation to the Board of Selectmen next week at the regular Selectmen’s Meeting.  

Longevity Dates: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that she had recently e-mailed Police Connelly regarding Longevity Dates, etc.  Are presently getting dates on track and recorded accurately.  Has not yet received a response. 

FEMA Monies:  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, brought up the subject of distribution of remaining FEMA monies and noted that the Police Chief has been requesting what amount he would be expecting, etc.  

After discussion, it was determined the following breakdown of remaining FEMA monies: 

Police Department 

 $3,343.00 less the $1,000 for the Gen Tran conversion leaving  $2,343.00 

Selectmen noted that Police Chief Connelly had suggested he would use these monies for part-time police officers budget line. 

Fire Department

$4,579.00 less the $1,000 for the Gen Tran conversion leaving  $3,579.00

Selectmen noted that Fire Chief Jon Wiggin had stated he would like to build a building to keep the generator under cover and a self-start system for the generator out of these funds. 

Generator:  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked what the status was of the generator which needs to be replaced at a cost of $850.00 based on Ernie’s Electrical recommendation, etc.  

At this point, Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that Fred Mullen had recently replaced the heads, which we currently have for the generator.  It will be compatible with the equipment we presently have.  Involves having four plugs instead of three.  

At this point, Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked how many portable generators does the Fire Department have.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will check with Fire Chief Wiggin to find out how many portable generators the Fire Department owns.  

Department Budgets:  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated that he would like to see all Department Heads come to the Board of Selectmen, either in writing or personally, to discuss their remaining budget and let the Selectmen know if there are any areas which might be short, etc.  Stated we are two-thirds the way through the budget year, and we should be aware of any foreseeable problem areas.  He stated the Department Heads could either write a letter to Selectmen or they could chose to come before the Board of Selectmen to discuss any areas of concern.   We all need to know what everyone’s budget looks like for the rest of the year.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will schedule Department Heads accordingly, either having them submit in writing or personally.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Stanley Sowle Proposed Two Lot Subdivision:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that Stanley and Gale Sowle are in the process of doing a two-lot subdivision to give a lot to their son.  They will be accessing off Holmes Road but using frontage from Old Mills Hill Road.  They will have to bring Holmes Road up to Class V standards, which is usually a foot of crushed gravel and addressing any drainage issues.  They will be coming to the Board of Selectmen in the near future.  

James Marcou – Turn Around: 

Les Hammond, Chairman stated that James Marcou will be coming to the Board of Selectmen because he wants to change the configuration of the turn around at the end of his driveway.  This will involve a Lot Line Adjustment with the Town of Dunbarton, etc.  

Cote & Scire Real Estate – Natalie Drive:  

Les Hammond, Chairman, noted that Cote & Scire Real Estate (Natalie Drive Subdivision) have been granted a two year extension from the Planning Board.  

Letter of Resignation – Dan VanKalken, Single Stream Committee: 

It was noted by the Selectmen that they will need a Letter of Resignation from Dan VanKalken from the Single Stream Committee before making another appointment to the Committee. 

Window Repair-Town Office:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated she had requested Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, to fix the window at the Town Office but he was on vacation this past week.
