MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, AUGUST 6, 2009

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Charles Graybill, Acting Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

TIM TERRAGNI, BOARD OF ASSESSORS TO DISCUSS STATISTICAL REVAL BID: 

Tim Terragni, Chairman, Board of Assessors, appeared before the Board to discuss the bids received for the Statistical Reval.  He stated that he had asked Chuck Reese, Department of Revenue Administration, who is Craig Nichols’ Supervisor, to attend this meeting to explain the Statistical Reval. 

Mr. Reese gave an overview of the Statistical Reval process and presented the Department of revenue’s internal rules aka, Rev. 600 rules regarding updating assessments.  (Attached   these rules explained the necessity for doing a reval every five years. 

In addition, a copy of the RFP, which was given out, was provided to the Board of Selectmen. (attached)  Also, a copy of the CNP follow-up letter regarding their proposal giving clarification was presented to the Board of Selectmen.  (attached)

Tim Terragni, Board of Assessors, asked Chuck Reese how he would rate VISION Software.  Mr. Reese stated Vision was a pretty good product along with other i.e. Patriot,  Avitar, etc.  Vision is used in large cities.  The system Dunbarton has now is good. 

Comments from Selectmen: 

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated he understood the bid process and the reason for the Statistical Reval instead of a complete Reval.  He stated he knew the Town can reject any and all bids for whatever reasons.  He questioned calling in two out of four bidders and talking with them and then accepting one, which came up with a lower price, etc.  He realized that the low bidder is one individual and there might be issues, etc.  It was noted that the Town of Hopkinton is already having issues because of the “one man show”.  

It was noted by Tim Terragni, Board of Assessors, that the Board of Assessors’ recommendation was still to go with the CNP bid at a cost of $40,650.  The Board felt comfortable with CNP.  

Charles Graybill noted he had always gone along with Board’s decisions in the past. 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the Reval Bid to CNP in the amount of $40,650 for the Statistical Reval based on recommendation of the Dunbarton Board of Assessors.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

At this point in the discussion, Tim Terragni, Board of Assessors, stated that the last time the Town went though this process, a lot of time was spent by the Board of Assessors.  Asked if there was some way they could be compensated for their time spent, etc. 

Charles Graybill asked if there was any way the Board of Assessors would have the ability to be compensated for  their time they are spending doing this work.  Is there a legal way to do this?  It was noted that there presently are no funds within the Board of Assessors budget to compensate the Board members in addition to their yearly stipend of $500/year.  

Tim Terragni stated that the Board of Assessors has had the same budget for years.  We have to sit through the meetings with the residents on the Reval and make a decision.

DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented the following items/issues for discussion or action: 


Vacation Request/Patrick Bowne: 

1. Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, request for vacation time, August 17-22, 2009. 

Selectmen signed request. 

Revised Agreement for Selectmen’s Signature for return of Escrow Funds to Attorney Buchanan: 

1. Presented revised agreement regarding return of Escrow Funds for Bela Brook Estates to Attorney Buchanan as agreed for Selectmen’s signature. 

Selectmen signed request.  

Agreement/Release with Holly Riley regarding building, etc.  

1. Presented an agreement/release form with Holly Riley releasing the Town of Dunbarton of any liability with regard to road maintenance, etc. and noted that this road is not a town maintained road.   One copy will be filed at the Registry of Deeds.  

Selectmen signed agreement/release form.  

Office Cleaning Person:  

1. Noted that there had been a notice posted on the Web Site this past week.  There have been no interested parties for the Office Cleaning person.

Based on this information, the Board of Selectmen agreed to approve the hiring of Sheryl Comeau, Bedford, NH for the Office Cleaning position at a salary of $12.04/hour starting August 10, 2009.  

New England Document Center:  

1. Brought up the fact that Jim Michaud, Computer Tech, had suggested that he would recommend continuing the contract with New England Document Center for support for the scanning and filing of documents.  He felt this was a fair price.  The cost is $716.00.  Originally, the Town had agreed to discontinue this service.  There has to be a way to retrieve the data, which is scanned.  

After discussion, Selectmen suggested having Jim Michaud look into it.   In addition, they suggested putting the issue on hold until there is a complete Selectmen’s Board to review it and vote.  

     FEMA Monies:  

1. It was noted by the Selectmen that originally the Highway Department had agreed to pay for the Gen Tran conversion for the Town Offices and Fire Department at a cost of $2,000 from FEMA.   The remainders of the monies were to be split 50/50 between the Fire Department and Police Department.  

It was noted at this time, there is only $1,200 remaining within the Highway portion of FEMA monies without taking the $2,000.  The Police Chief is interested in how much money he will have remaining, etc.  

Charles Graybill suggested the following breakdown for remaining FEMA monies.  Highway 50%, Fire Department 25%, Police Department 25%.  

Ernie’s Electric has stated that the generator may not work for the Town’s needs.  It evidently is a three-prong system, and it should be four prong, etc. 

Ernie’s Electric has given an estimate of $850.00 to correct

The Selectmen agreed to table the decision on the FEMA monies and generator issue until there is a full Board of Selectmen present. 

Personnel Plan Revisions: 

1. Letter has been sent to all Departments regarding the Personnel Plan and possible revisions.  

The Selectmen agreed to table all discussions on the Personnel Plan until such time as there is a full Board of Selectmen present.
