 DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 17, 2009

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 

John Stevens, Chairman, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss possibilities of getting grant monies for an Energy Audit.  He had given copies of a letter to the Selectmen from the NH Municipal Energy Assistance Program.  (attached)  

1. Stated that both the PUC and Governor’s Office of Energy and Planning have used some of their monies to contract with service providers.  Instead of us getting a grant and acting on quotes we got, we would get a subsidiary grant from a service provider.  They will do an inventory, which we will have already done.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, asked if the school was part of this.  Is the school inventoried?

John Stevens stated, “No, the school is not part of this”.  The school is inventoried for its energy use, which is a starting point.  Grants wanted something more than how much energy was used.  Need more information.  Those are the things that Susan will be gathering.  

Susan needed permission and the stuff is out there.  Mr. Labore took it to the Board, and they said they would not sign until they knew more about it.  If they don’t sign, we can’t get them money for the Energy Audit. 

This is one of several we will be seeing.  

Rest of our plan was to apply for a Grant starting out with Stimulus Funds out of Office of Energy and) Planning.  Don’t know if we are going to get that because we are too small.  We ought to be filing for as many as come out.  There is no guarantee we will get a grant.  

2. Will be applying for the cleanair-cool planet grant, which is due on September 25, 2009.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, indicated that Susan Olson has provided the Committee with the necessary guidelines on how to fill out this grant application.  This is a subsidized service.  The Energy Audit will have a cost associated with it of $500 to the Town.  That is for a $4,000 job. This is for a full Energy Audit of one building.   Felt because there is a cost involved, we should bring it before the Selectmen. 

The question is do we want it for the Fire/Police Offices or the Town Offices?  

Ron Wanner stated he thought there were no costs associated with the grants, etc.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he believes that after going over the materials, I think $500 is a cheap investment, and I would be more inclined to use the Safety Building as it is the largest use of energy, etc.  We would have more of a chance with the Safety Building.  The plans to increase the use of the Town Hall Building will increase the energy use of that building once use is started, etc.  

John Stevens noted that if you don’t start a program, you are not going to be considered for anything in the future.  If you are selected, you can still opt out.   There are between 45-48 actively in the Energy Program so we are trying to be one of six.  We will submit the application and see what happens.  

3. Stated he is trying to further the goals of the Committee he is on and save the Town some money both on the costs for the Energy Study and cost of fuel in the future.  We need to follow through with these grant applications and there will be more.  

4. Would think about asking them for the Energy tool.  We need to get them on board.  Ask for that and the building audit and maybe the policy audit.  Only concern with the policy audit is it might be a little invasive.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he did not feel that applies to a community our size.  It would be more for communities who provide municipal sewage and water treatment plants, etc.  Stated he would be in favor of submitting the proposal for the Safety Building and see what happens. 

Ron Wanner stated he had no problem with this if we can back out.  Would be interested in any free ones.  

Les Hammond stated he would be in favor of applying to see what we get.  

5. Stated that the Town of Temple Selectmen found money in the budget for an Energy Audit.  There were the first in 2007.  Don’t feel you are going to see a repeat of this.  (attached)

Will need Selectmen’s signature because it has to be filed by September 24, 2009.  

6. Will be putting up links on the Dunbarton Web Side i.e. low income, etc. re rebates.  There is another grant from the grass roots fund for $1,500 to do the graphics on the web site.  This had to be filled out by September 15, and we did that.  If we get that, they will pay the Town the money.  We are trying to get geared up for the fall.  We haven’t been a strong presence but hope that will change.  

DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion/action:

1. CPI-U Chart (Consumer Price Index):

Presented copies of the latest CPI-U Chart to the Board of Selectmen to be used in budget discussions for possible salary increases, etc.  (attached) 

2. John Stark Scenic Byway Committee:  

It has been brought to our attention that Janice VandeBogart and Brian Nordle were members of the John Stark Scenic Byway Committee.  The Committee is looking for two members from Dunbarton to serve.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, suggested Alison Vallieres and Donna Dunn be appointed to the John Stark Scenic Byway Committee. 

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Alison Vallieres and Donna Dunn to the John Stark Scenic Byway Committee.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

3. Joint Loss Management Committee:
Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager and Chairman of the Joint Loss Management Committee has scheduled a meeting for Tuesday, September 22, 2009 at 10:00 a.m. at the Dunbarton Town Offices.  Will need a Selectmen’s representative there also.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, will plan on attending the Joint Loss Management Committee meeting to be held on Tuesday, September 22, 2009 at 10:00 a.m. 

4. Kitchen Equipment Trust Account:  Freezer Replacement, Community Center

Have researched the Kitchen Trust Account, and there presently is $1,016.00 in the Trust Fund of which Ron Slocum is in charge of.  In 2006, the Board of Selectmen authorized purchase of silverware for the Community Center and in 2007, the fund was established with $1,000.  In 2008, it appears there was no money set aside to the Trust Fund.  

Have spoken with Mr. Labore, SAU and he has found the School’s money in the Food Service Fund balance.  They have the money in their Food Service balance but don’t want to use it all.  They would appreciate anything we can contribute for the freezer.  

There was considerable discussion about a Warrant Article, etc.  The purchase has already been made at a cost of $4,500.  

5. Training, Saturday, October 17, 2009 – Barbara McCann, Building Department: 

Barbara McCann, Building Department, will be attending a Training Session on Saturday, October 17, 2009.  Because this is a Holiday week (October 12) she would plan to work Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday of that week and take a day off later on in the month during school vacation when her son is off.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he would want to have her take the following Tuesday off instead of waiting.  It should be taken during the week she attended the Training Session.  He noted this is because she is a salaried employee, etc.  

Les Hammond stated he did not care. 

Ron Wanner stated he did not care either.  It doesn’t make any difference to him.  Trying to be as fair to her as we can.

Charles “Chuck” Williamson stated she is a salaried employee and that is part of her job.  If you are salaried and you put in extra time, that is part of the salaried position.  This is compensatory time if you give her time off at a later date, etc.  

6. Fireworks Display Cancellation – Old Home Day: 

Due to the inclement weather, the Fireworks Display for Old Home Day was cancelled.  The fireworks were brought back to the vendor.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, asked if the Fireworks have been rescheduled for another date. Stated that he knows the Townspeople really appreciate what the Fire Department does for this, and he stated he felt we should reschedule the Fireworks.  

It was noted that there is a lot involved in setting another date, etc.  Requires another fireworks permit, etc.   

At this point, Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the second Sunday in December is scheduled for the Christmas Tree Lighting on the Town Common, plus the Church is doing some sort of program, etc. In addition, this is Caleb Stark’s 250th Birthday.   It would seem to be a good time to have the Fireworks Display.  

Selectmen agreed that this might be possible.  Les Hammond, Chairman, will look into the logistics of having the Fireworks at this time.  He has asked Kim Vaillancourt and Jacques Belanger if they could pull these things together, etc.  Will coordinate with J. R. Swindlehurst and see if he would be willing to put this on.  

7. Boston Post Cane for Oldest Resident of Dunbarton: 

Have received the Boston Post Cane back from Judy Doucet, (Murray McKay’s) daughter because he recently passed away at the almost age of 99.  The previous Committee was comprised of Wendy Dailey, Alison Vallieres and Nancy Frost.  

It was noted that last time, the Committee involved the School Children.  Would recommend this be done again.  The Boston Post Cane is in the Town Vault.  

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Wendy Dailey, Alison Vallieres and Nancy Frost as members of the Committee to select the next recipient of the Boston Post Cane for Dunbarton.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION MANAGER: 


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board to discuss the following: 

1. Coop, Single Stream:

Will not construct a building this year.  Possibly the spring of 2010 or 2011.  Have gone out to bid and have made arrangements to carry acceptance into the next year.  They are re-bidding Site Work next year in the spring if they go forward. 

2. Tentative Number for the Price of Trash for 2009-2010:

The tentative number for trash for 2009-2010 tentatively will be $65.24/ton.  This is a $19.34 increase, which will increase the budget line by $15,000.  There is nothing etched in stone but felt I should tell you.  At the end of October, we will be 44 tons under and possibly 72 tons under by the end of the year.  This is happening right across the whole Coop.  People are not purchasing as much and are not throwing away as much.  This is something we have not dealt with in a long time.  

Patrick Bowne stated the number is going to be a pretty true number.  The Coop doesn’t have any surplus funds.  The money they do have, they are going to hang onto.  They used $1,300,000 last year to offset the rate.  We knew this was coming.  

Les Hammond stated this is still $30/ton less than any other.  

3. HINI: 

Have gotten flyers out for employees, etc.  

At this point in the meeting, Line Comeau, Town Administrator, noted it was Alison Vallieres’s Birthday.  Happy Birthday was sung to Alison.  Thank you all!   Alison V.  

Comments from the Public: 

Charles “Chuck” Williamson asked if the Town had any idea what revenues we are not going to be getting.  

The Selectmen stated there has been no information to date. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
