The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.

7:00 p.m. - FRED DION:  DRIVEWAY PERMIT

Fred Dion, Tucker Hill Road, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss his using a portion of 
Everett Road for a driveway for a garage he plans on building.  


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the Selectmen could not make a decision this evening because the 
Road Policy requires the Selectmen hold a Public Hearing with notification of abutters, etc.  In addition, 
there will be certain upgrades to the road which Mr. Dion will be responsible for i.e. replace stone culvert, 
add extra gravel, etc.  


Les Hammond, Chairman, explained that the Town has a Class VI Road Policy which must be adhered to 
which states "no building shall be erected on any lot within any part of the municipality, nor shall a 
building permit be issued for the erection of a building unless 'the street giving access to the lot' upon 
which such building is proposed to be placed on a Class VI highway,  provided that:"  (Class VI 
Road Policy attached) 

 Mr. Dion would be responsible for the following: 


1.  Complete an application for a Public Hearing which the Selectmen will schedule. 



2.  Prepare a list of names and addresses of all abutters within 600 feet.  



3.  Present a detailed  Plot Plan showing the location of the proposed building.  


Mr. Dion stated that there would be no one living in the building.  It is only a garage. 30' x 60'.  He stated 
he had spoken with Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief.  Mr. Dion stated he wouldn't be driving anything more than a 
car down the road.  Stated he had also spoken with Janet Zeller and she had no problems with what he was 
proposing.  Mr. Dion stated that the logger for Sandy Stuhr's property had taken logs out via Everett Road 
last year.  

The Selectmen noted that there is already an approved subdivision for the Zeller property on the Class VI 
portion of Everett Road which consists of three lots.  If and when these lots are developed, the road will 
have to be upgraded to that point by the Zellers.  


The Selectmen noted that the Policy states:  "Any person wishing to erect any building on a lot on a 
Class VI highway (hereinafter 'Applicant') shall first file a written application with the Board.  
That application shall include a detailed map drawn to scale depicting all pertinent information that 
the Board may require.  (RSA 674:41, I(c) (a) and RSA 43:1)."

Les Hammond stated that he would be allowed to get a building permit for the garage but he would have to 
upgrade the road to a certain standard.  The policy allows this for the first 300 feet and this building would 
be situated less than 300 feet.    Les Hammond mentioned there is a stone culvert that would probably have 
to be replaced by Mr. Dion along with bringing the road up to a certain standard.    The road needs to be 
brought up to a certain standard in order to allow for emergency vehicles to enter, etc. 

Les Hammond pointed out that this is not a driveway, it is a Class VI Town Road.  

Fred Dion will complete the application, gather the names and addresses of all abutters within 600 
feet and the Selectmen will set a date for the Public Hearing.  Mr. Dion stated he was not in a big 
hurry to do this but did plan on building in the spring. 

Other Comments:  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that last year when the logger was taking logs out of the Stuhr lot, the 
logger had to back down into Everett Road.  


Ken Swayze, Planning Board Chairman, stated he did not agree with this.  Mr. Dion already has Class V 
road frontage.  Families have limited access to this road.  The Koerber's have a little trail down in back of 
their house.  This is quite common. 


Les Hammond stated that the Selectmen have a Class VI Road Policy which must be adhered to.  In 
addition, the Town will not be maintaining this road.  This is a building and we have to be able to service 
the building.  

Ken Swayze stated that for the record, there was supposed to be a 11.3 acre lot within Tucker Hill that was 
to be owned by the Conservation Commission.  Further Planning Board deliberations were held because 
they did not follow the Planning Board recommendations.  It was going to be Town Recreation land such as 
a ball field, etc.  It was also intended that the road it was on be for Town's people to use, etc.  


Everett Road does not physically go all the way through to Mansion Road.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT:


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen and stated that he would like to 
implement a program for sub-contractors for snow plowing.  


1.  Noted that several of the snow plowing sub-contractors are getting along in age and at some point will 
not want to do snow plowing any more.  


2.  Stated the current system is they are on call and they need to go out and wait a period of time, and then 
go out again.  The only time they are being paid for is while they are plowing.  The State pays from the 
time they go out to the end.  


3.  In addition, the State has another program whereby they are paid bi-weekly with a base rate of 5 hours 
per week whether they go out or not.  This means they get paid for 10 hours per pay period whether they 
plow or not. 


4.  Would like to implement a program whereby our plowers would be paid 5 hours per week whether they 
go out or not.  This way they would be guaranteed five hours per week.  The rate has been the same for 5 
years.  

5.  Rates presently are as follows: 



Simon Audet, 10 wheeler, $75.00/hour and would be guaranteed $375.00/week



William Nichols, 6 wheeler, $70/hour and would be guaranteed $350.00/week


Jeff Crosby, 6 wheeler, $70/hour and would be guarantee $350.00/week



Bill Preston, Small truck, $55/hour and would be guaranteed $275.00/week


6.  Would like to implement something similar to the above as an incentive to keep the snow plowing sub-
contractors.  


Selectmen asked if Jeff Crosby had any idea what the snow plowing contractors made during a normal 

snow season and what it would be if you went to a proposal similar to the above.  


Jeff Crosby stated that if the sub-contractors did not go out at all under this program, they would end up 
getting $7,000 for the season.  They have to be around in case of a storm, etc.   He stated he wants to do 
something to encourage our sub-contractors to stay.   He stated if you want to make money, you are not 
going to stay with the Town of Dunbarton.  The Town put $4,300 in repairs into the Town truck this past 
year and the sub-
contractors are responsible for their own repairs.  The sub-contractors also pay for their 
own fuel.  In the end, they do not make a lot of money.  

Ron Wanner suggested coming up with an amount for the total year for snowplowing and if the
number of hours put in is less than the total, they would be paid the difference at the end of the year.  

He stated he would rather have a target number at the end of the season, and if we go below this 
number they get a check for the difference and if we go over they are happy.  It should be more than 
a break even amount of dollars

 It was noted the Town rates are about the same as the State.  The State does pay a fuel 
differential plus the State helps with repairs on the truck for the contractor.  


Lori Davis asked if this incentive would be affecting the Transfer Station employees, etc.  It seems 
every time we do sometime at the Highway Department, it eventually has to be for the Transfer Station 
also.  


The Selectmen noted that this has nothing to do with the Transfer Station; these are snow plowing sub-
contractors.  


The Selectmen agreed that coming up with a figure for the total year for snowplowing was a good 
idea.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will work on coming up with a figure and get back to the Selectmen.  

Lori Davis asked how this affects the current Highway budget.  Jeff Crosby stated his budget could handle 
this.  

Comments from the Public: 
Chuck Williamson asked if we get snow before the U. S. Army Corp closes the gates the Stark Pond\, what happens.  

Jeff Crosby stated he would like to close the gate as soon as possible and only plow Mansion Road portion.  On the other side, we will plow to the pond.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for action: 


Welfare Director Position:  


Presented appointment paperwork for Deborah Urella to be appointed as Welfare Director. 


Selectmen signed appointment papers for Deborah Urella, Welfare Director.


CTAP Contract: 

Present CTAP Contract with Central Regional Planning Commission for $10,000 which provides for the 
following: It was noted that this is a Grant and there is no cost to the Town of Dunbarton.  


- Reviewing and updating (if needed) Zoning Definitions and Permitted Uses to ensure 



consistency and meet the needs of the Town.



-"Clean-Up" the flow of the document to include formatting, administration of the Ordinance, and 


ensure there are no conflicts.



- Determine if the Planned Residential Development (PRD) still meets the Town's needs; review 


the administrative process of the PRD; write any language changes for the PRD



- Prepare, attend, and follow up on 5 Planning Board meetings as part of the process.



- Address any outstanding items with regard to the Subdivision Regulation re-write


The following motion was made:

Les Hammond made a motion that Board of Selectmen accept the CTAP contract as presented.  Ron 
Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

3.  Lighting Contract:

Reported that the Lighting Contractors are in the process of installing new lighting for the Town Offices.  
Will save the Town between $700-900/year in electricity. 

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, stated that the Town has had the final of five elections this year.  Had 20 
volunteers counting votes for this last election.  Thanks should be given to Lee Mullen for working on this 
election the day before and the day of the election plus Election Day.  Dunbarton had a 61% turnout.  Were 
completed by 11:45 p.m.  
JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked the Selectmen if there was any discussion regarding appointing the Road 
Agent versus having it an elected position. 


The Selectmen noted that they felt it was fine as an elected position at this point and planned on leaving it 
the way it is.
