1.  Library had 80 programs during the year 2010 with 2,000 attendees.  


2.  Have had a lot of use of the laptops which Library received from Employment Security.  People search 
for jobs and submit resumes, etc.  

3.  Have done a second printing of the Library Calendar which is selling very well at $15.00 each. 


4.  Cliff Grant which gave the Library $2,000 worth of books was a huge success.  Purchased classics, 
newer books, etc.  


5.  Sold $200 at Old Home Day.


6.  Changed telephone company from AT&T to Pioneer at a saving of $400.00 a year. 


7.  Changed the security company to All-Star at a savings of $500/year. 


8.  Had the floors refinished.  


9.  Creating opportunities for people coming in and they in turn support the Library.  


10.  Would like to have an Outdoor sign in conjunction with the Town Offices to be placed on the Town 
Common, etc.  
Understand the Town is working on this.  Would like to be included.  


At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he wanted to compliment the Library 
Board of Trustees for their effort.  Have heard a lot of good comments.  It is a good team and have done a 
good job.  


Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked if they had looked into the Eagle Scout Program for help with a "manqué" 
sign.  Unfortunately, there is no Boy Scout group in Dunbarton but there is in Bow and Goffstown.

Patrick Bowne noted the following increases in his budget: 


1.  Gas increase - Total average 2,463 gallons @ $3.25/gal = $8,004.75 for a total as compared to 2010 
which was $7,389.   Increase of $1,794

2.  Incineration - Increased by $4.70/Ton from 2010.  GMQ for 2011 is 933 x $66.80/Ton = $62,325.00


3.  C & D Removal Increased by $2.00/Ton - Increase of $300.  Had 150 tons of demo last year.  

4.  Increase in part-time hours.  Needs to fill the position.  Proposed budget is based on 96 hours/week.  
Have included the 3% raise in figures.  


5.  This coming year need to haul the ash to the landfill.  Probably will have 9 ton minimum.  Price runs 
around $75 - $90 to bury and test.  


6.  Still have a couple of bills coming from NRRA.  


7.  Revenue to the Town is getting better.  Paper is $65/ton.  Copper/wire/steel is $220/ton.  seeing an 
increase.  It will continue to rise.  


Charles Graybill asked about the recycling program. 

 Patrick Bowne stated there were no new towns joining.  They are waiting for several towns to vote at 
Town Meeting.  Concord is waiting for them to get 25,000 tons and then they are in.  Not going to see 
very much happen until after the Town Meetings.   They just moved 7 million dollars into the Single 
Stream Program.  

8.  Would like to remove the island and trees at the Transfer Station.  It causes traffic to back up.  Need to 
gain some space.  Need to remove the trees.  Need to move the trees to another location.  Would like to 
make the area wider for snow removal.  Also would like to open up the windows.  They are too small.  It is 
tough getting stuff into the windows.  Would put three large windows instead of six little ones.  This could 
be done in-house.  Already have some rough lumber.  The problem is going in front of the recycling area.  
People want to dump steel and they can't get through.  


9.  Recycling is slowing improving.  Still recording in the books.  Information was on the computer that 
was stolen.  Have got to put information on disc.  

Public Comments: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked why do we have to haul ash to another facility.  


Patrick Bowne stated we are not permitted to bury it because we are not a landfill.  It goes to the lab to be 
tested.  It is done according to DES rules.  In addition, the Coop won't let him dump it there.  

Ted Vallieres asked why we don’t chip the brush instead of burning it.  It was noted that the Transfer 
Station does not have a chipper and it would involve a lot if they were to use the Highway Department's.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board with the following items for discussion: 


Gasoline:


Stated that he had been in touch with Burke Fuels and they came out and did an inspection and gave us a 
price for gas/diesel fuel.  They have quoted a price of .29 over the rack price at Portsmouth.  At the same 
time, we have received a communication from Fred Fuller Oil Company that they are no longer able to 
deliver gas to Dunbarton.  Have been lucky enough to find a vendor that will deliver both gas and diesel.  
Burke Fuels will not charge the tax as long as we provide them our non-profit status.   Don't know about 
automatic delivery.  We may have to continue to measure ourselves.    Line Comeau has sent in the 
paperwork for credit approval.  


Selectmen agreed that Jeff Crosby had their approval to go ahead with working with Burke Fuels for 
gasoline and diesel deliveries for the Town.  

Timber Cut on Kuncanowet Forest:

Noted that the Town Forest Committee has contracted with Ron Klemarczyk, Forester, regarding cutting 
of timber, etc. in the Kuncanowet Forest.  They are accessing through the right of way at Gorham Pond 
which is not a Town Road.  They have chipped a couple of trees along by the culvert.  It is plowed out 
because they are 
logging.  The Town did not plow it out.  They are trying to generate some income to do 
maintenance of the fields.  Want to operate as a Managed Forest.  
LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK, RE ELECTION, REGISTRATION & VITAL STATS BUDGET: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board to discuss the Election, etc. budget as follows: 


Noted that there is only one election this year instead of five like last year.  This is the reason in reduction 
of some budget lines relating to the elections, etc.   Stated she included the 3% raise in the Town Clerk and 
Deputy Town Clerk Salaries.

1.  Noted the 3% raise was in both the Town Clerk and Deputy Town Clerk salaries.  


2.  Have budgeted the Deputy Town Clerk @ 9 hours per week.  Selectmen noted that there should be 
coverage for vacations, etc.. 


3.  School Board has a problem with the person who does the catering for the Town Meeting.  Because of 
this, have increased the Meals for Elections up to $250.   Suggestion was made to try to contract with a 
non-profit such as the church to provide coffee, lunch, etc.  


4.  Will give information to Line Comeau re the cost of printer cartridges. 


5.  Noted the Town Clerk Copier is very old and should be replaced.  It is printing a line down the center of 
paper, etc.  


Charles Graybill suggested putting this into the budget.  


6.  Stated that computer needs to be replaced soon.  


Charles Graybill suggested putting this amount into the budget.  Cost is approximately $1,000.


7.  Had an audit by Motor Vehicle in April of last year.  We received word back that we are in compliance 
with all items.  


8.  So far this year, we have $473,000 in registrations.  

Public Comments: 

Patrick Bowne asked if there were any thoughts about replacing some of the older voting booths.  It was 
noted we should check with the Town Moderator regarding this. 
JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 


John Stevens, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the Energy Grants as 
follows: 


1.  Expecting a check from OEP to pay Dawn Solar.  It has been a long haul.  Just as soon as we get the 
check, we can process the payment to Dawn Solar.  The check will be made out to the Town of Dunbarton.  
Requesting permission to deposit the check and then in return, write a check from these funds to Dawn 
Solar for work done at the school for the solar panels. 


Selectmen agreed that this would be alright with them to write the check to Dawn Solar as soon as 
the check from OEP is received by the Town.  

2.  Will also be receiving check from Ligh Tec.  Asked the Selectmen if they want to approve these checks 
one by one or what.  


3.  The New Hampshire's Greenhouse Gas Emissions Reduction fund (GHGERF) grant that our facility received this year, to fund part of the efficiency project that Ligh Tec, Inc.  implemented, requires Ligh Tec to provide educational information regarding this project and information regarding energy efficiency improvements that can take place at home.  Ligh Tec can comply with this requirement in the following three ways: 


1.    One of them is a presentation to be done by LighTec for the staff.  This should be no more 


than one hour. 



2.  Ligh Tec can work with you to create a display for your lobby or other prominent location 


describing the project and its energy saving and environmental benefits. 



3.  Ligh Tec can work with you to write a "newsletter like" project description to post on your 


website (or link to our site) along with the specific Power Point presentation we would otherwise 


have given in person. 

If we do not wish to participate in the educational component of your project, we may opt to waive this 
requirement of the GHGERF grant.  This will release Ligh Tec our obligation to provide this service to us.  


John Stevens noted that we do not have a large lobby to display this exhibit.  It is designed to be put on a 
website.  If we put it on our website, it will have Ligh Tec's name on it, etc.  It is free advertising 
for 
them.  

Regarding the lighting, Tom Snore is going to buy another sensor that is not so sensitive for the Town Office.  The room presently has room darkening shades which makes things a bit more complicated.  

Selectmen asked if we plan on holding some monies back until the sensor issue is resolved or pay them in full. 

John Stevens stated he felt the sensor would be worked out before we would be ready to process the check.  


4.  According to reggie, they have to monitor utility data three years before and three years after.  Presented 
a letter authorizing release of data.  


Selectmen agreed to release the data.  This will allow them to obtain the data from PSNH.  


5.  It was noted that the last electric bill for the Town Offices dropped by $81.00.  Expect to be savings of 
$750.00/year on electricity at the Town Offices.  

Public Comment: 

None

OTHER BUSINESS: 

The following items were brought up for discussion by Line Comeau, Town Administrator:

1.  Recreation Committee is requesting encumbrance of $1,300 for bleachers.  


2.  Selectmen requested Line Comeau to set up tentative meetings to iron out budget issues and go over all 
budgets, etc.  


3.  Selectmen noted that their original budget message to departments had been to have a level funded 
budget which included a 3% salary increase.    If they do not present a budget which is level funded, etc., 
the Selectmen will come up with one.  


Selectmen noted they would prefer to meet during the day to go over the budget.  The Public Hearing for 
the Budget would be held at a regular Selectmen's Meeting probably around the second week of January 
2011.  


4.  Linda Peters, Town Clerk, stated that after going over the figures for the Deputy Town Clerk, it looked 
to be more like an average of 11 hours a week.  Will include this in her budget.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
