The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    The meeting was called to order at 7:04 P.M.     The following were present:

7:04 P.M.  – Order of Business:

Les Hammond, Selectman, reviewed and signed the Hazard Mitigation Plan Match Agreement and Update 
Partnership between the Town and Central NH Regional Planning Commission.

Les also made the motion to update members and volunteers in Dunbarton to develop the Hazard Mitigation Plan for 
the Town. To appoint Barbara McCann as coordinator of the Hazard Mitigation Plan and to appoint the following 
people:


Jon Wiggin, Emergency Management Director & Fire Chief, Christopher Connelly, Police Chief, Line Comeau, 
Town Administrator, Charles Graybill, Selectman, Ken Swayze, Planning Board Chairman, Jeff Crosby Road Agent 
and Kyle Parker, Building Inspector and Code Enforcement Officer; to be appointed thereon, expiring December 31, 
2010.


The Selectmen signed the appointment slips and Chuck Graybill noted for the public the first meeting will be held 
on Friday March 12th at 1pm here at the Town Office.


Chuck Graybill brought up the discussion of the Special Duty trust fund and brought the public up to speed of the 
request from the Police Chief.  The Chief claims he will be needing to replace a light bar on one of the vehicles 
which is very costly so is requesting the usage of the reserve fund set aside for the maintenance of vehicles. Year to 
date this account has accumulated $4,088.00 for the SD maintenance line but the money was never deposited into 
any specific account it was only deposited into the general fund under the account number for tracking.

Chuck Graybill read the excerpts from the Special Town Meeting provided from the Police Chief dated May 9, 
2008.

Chuck Graybill stated after reading the article he proposed we write a check to the Treasurer to deposit into a 
separate 
checking account for repair to vehicles.


Ron Wanner commented what identifies repairs? Is it oil changes? Timing belts? Etc... or is it to replace light bars? 
I feel he has a maintenance line in his budget to do these repairs.


Les Hammond stated, the money should be used toward depreciation and returned to tax payers.


Chuck Graybill stated he would like to set up the checking account deposit the money until this can get resolved.


Discussion with Board members and public.


Chuck Williamson asked where the money was.


After further discussion, Ron Wanner stated, we need to set up Funds properly, we don’t need to decide on the 
light bar. The Board can make a decision later whether or not to use the maintenance account money.


Les Hammond asked Line Comeau to talk to the DRA about setting up a checkbook specifically for Special 
Duty Revolving Fund for vehicle maintenance.


Chuck Graybill brought up the discussion with the Fire Chief regarding the Fire Department Equipment Fund. He 
had questions on the report in the Town report that listed income and expenditures? He was wondering if this was 
the correct or should there be a warrant article written for expenditures.  Chuck Graybill read the motion from the 
2001 Town Meeting.

ARTICLE VIII The motion was made by Jonathan Wiggin to see if the Town will vote to establish a non-
lapsing special revenue fund pursuant to RSA 31:95-c for the purpose of Fire Department Equipment 
replacement from money collected from reimbursement of ambulance services.  Such revenues and 
expenditures shall be accounted for in a special revenue fund to be known as the Fire Department Equipment 
Fund, separate from the general fund.  Any surplus in said fund shall not be deemed part of the general fund 
accumulated surplus and shall be expended only after a vote by the legislative body to appropriate a specific 
amount from said fund for a specific purpose related to the purpose of the fund or source of revenue.  The 
article was voted on by paper ballot (RSA 31:95-d).  The article PASSED.


Jon Wiggin stated he had done a lot of research prior to setting up the checking account and was told payment to 
the company handling collections would be part of the procedures. Jon stated they have been doing it this way since 
they set it up 9 years ago and it was working well.


Line was asked to check with the DRA to ask for clarifications and get back to the Selectmen.


Jon Wiggin explained for any major expenditure they do bring to the legislative body; that billing is excluded 
from going before the Town Meeting. Jon also mentioned there is a special section on managing the account.

Les Hammond Stated for the public that we are following up on the question from last week regarding the 
Cemetery Trust Fund.


Ron Wanner Addressed a comment to the Transfer Station Supervisor, Woody Bowne. Ron asked Woody about 
the Country Store and wanted to know what was going on with the trash?


Woody Bowne’s response was he had approached the Country Store owner regarding cardboard and aluminum to 
see if he could setup something for them to pick up and didn’t see any harm in doing it. That the previous Selectmen 
wanted him to pick up @ other areas in the past.


Ron Wanner stated this could cause issues about curbside pick up for other businesses.

Chuck Graybill stated trash removal at these commercial businesses is set up thru the Planning Board.  My 
recommendation is not to pick up any recycling for anyone period.


Woody Bowne commented the pick up of cardboard boxes from the Goffstown business saves money in his budget  
for purchasing pallet boxes and we have to go to Wolfeboro to buy them.


Ron Wanner The issue with business in Town doesn’t set well and wasn’t aware about Goffstown business.


Les Hammond I would like to make it a policy that the Town doesn’t do any pick up for any private side for trash 
recycling or cardboard.

Line Comeau stated she was waiting for a call from the company delivering the Town reports and would go check 
the phone messages right away.

There being no further business, the following motion was made.
