The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    The meeting was called to order at 7:05 P.M.     The following were present:

7:05 P.M.  – Order of Business:

Chuck Graybill updated Chris Connelly as to what was discussed at the last weeks meeting regarding the 
maintenance line for Special Duty. It was decided that they needed to put the money for the maintenance funds into 
a special account. What this money was going to be spent on still hadn’t been determined.

Chris Connelly Police Chief stated he thought this account would be set up the same way the Fire department 
special fund was set up, that all deposits into this account would later reduce the cost of something major in the 
future.

Les Hammond stated it should be put aside for depreciation and returned to the tax payers, or using it to off set the 
purchase of a cruiser would be ok.

Chris Connelly stated he never had any intentions to use the funds for regular maintenance and would expend his 
maintenance line for any type of maintenance first. Should there be anything remaining in the budget line  at the end 
of the year’s budget then would use the remaining to purchase any and all parts including a light bar.

Les Hammond stated we will need to set up a separate savings account instead of a checking account, deposit the 
total Special Duty check but use 3 expenditure accounts.

Chuck Graybill asked if this was the same cruiser that needed shocks.


Chris Connelly stated yes.


Ron Wanner The Police Chief needs to deplete the account line completely before approaching the Board.


Ron Wanner ask Line Comeau to run this by the DRA to interpret the fund account as to whether this is correct in 
how we are paying the services and collecting the funds.

Chuck Graybill asked Jeff Crosby to stop in to update us on the windstorm.


Jeff Crosby stated there was only minimal damage. They will have to follow up with future clean up, probably a 
few days with the chipper for cleanup. The FEMA paperwork had already been completed and submitted.


We’ve posted the roads with weight limits starting this past Tuesday the 2nd because the roads are very soft with all 
the rain. 


There is one builder, Lamontagne, which wanted to continue to move equipment. They mentioned they had a bond 
in place but I wasn’t sure what this would cover. In the end I decided the posting would stay in place and I would 
revisit the roads in 2 weeks.  Jeff stated if they weren’t happy they can take it up with the Selectmen.

Jeff had met with the Sowles regarding the driveway improvements.  Holms Road is in very poor shape and advised 
them to continue using the fields rather than create more damage on Holms Road. He also told them if they 
weren’t 
happy that they could take it up with the Selectmen.

Les Hammond asked Jeff if he would be able to speak at the Town meeting regarding Stark Bridge should the 
subject come up.


Jeff stated yes and that he and Ron were going to meet with D.O.T. to discuss some possible funding for it, but there 
were no definite plans.

Les Hammond asked if there was any further comment from departments or the public.


Woody Bowne announced the Hazardous Waste day will be held in Bow again on October 2nd from 9am to 1pm. 

He wanted to inform the Board that YTD the trash is up ½ a ton for the month of January.


Woody also brought trying a different way to communicate with the public regarding “opened for business”. He 
stated they received 80 calls just to ask if they were open.


Chuck Graybill asked if they had any damage from the storm.


Woody stated no.


Woody wanted clarification of the bathroom facility stated they have a sign saying employees only.


Les Hammond stated there should be no exceptions and that the bathrooms are used only for employees.

Ron Wanner asked if there was a difference between buildings, i.e. Police, Fire, Highway and Library and 
suggested we seek legal opinion and liability for public bathrooms.


Chuck Graybill asked if it was time to advertise for lawn care of the Town Office and School.


Line Comeau stated she would research the files and follow up with lawn care.

Les Hammond presented a spread sheet to the Board regarding the history of perpetual care of the Cemetery.


Chuck Graybill asked if we should invite both the Cemetery trustees and the Trustee of Trust funds before 
discussing this. We should give them enough time and ask them to join us for March 25th Selectman’s meeting.


Les Hammond asked the Board if they were interested in discussing assignment of the Warrant articles.
