MINUTES OF MEETING

JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 

John Stevens, Energy Committee appeared before the Board regarding the following items: 


1.  Presented the Board with three applications for EEGB Grants and noted that George Holt is working on 

     a fourth grant request for panels at the school for around $10,000.  


a.  School Energy Audit Grant



b.  Town Energy Audit Grant to include the Fire/Police Station and the Town Hall/Library



c.   Lights in Town Office


2.  Noted that the School Ice Dam Request would not qualify for a Grant because it was not Davis Bacon 
compliant. 


3.  The Warrant Article for Town Meeting is listed as $6,000 and should be $7,400.  


     Selectmen noted this could be amended at Town Meeting for the correct amount.  


4.  Need an authorized signature from a Town Official.  Asked if Line Comeau would be authorized.  


     Selectmen noted that the Selectmen are the authorized officials and they usually sign grant 
  
     requests. 


5.  Stated the grant is due on Tuesday, February 16, 2010.  He will bring the completed paperwork to the 
 
     Town Office on Tuesday in the morning for signature by Selectmen.  


  Les Hammond will be at the Town Office on Tuesday, February 16, 2010 at 9:00 a.m. for signing of 
  
grants.  


6.  Stated that grant requests that match some of the grant money would score higher that an applicant that 
 
     is requesting the full amount with no match. 


   Selectmen pointed out that there is no money for match at this time.  

  Les Hammond stated he will call the appropriate parties and see if we can get some sort of grant.  


7.  Need to wait until Tuesday to sign grant requests because they require five originals signed for each 
 
     grant for a total of twenty signatures.  At this point, we do not have the five originals for each grant. 



a. Need Tax Identification number for Town



b. Need CCR #


c. Need a Dunns (?) Number


8.  Need a copy of Ernie's Electrical Quote for Lighting.  He submitted a breakdown of labor and materials 
 
     in his proposal.  



Line Comeau stated she had a copy of the lighting proposal and would get it to John Stevens.
JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Stark Stone Bridge: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board to discuss the Stark Stone Bridge and a letter which 
was received by the Town on February 10, 2010 from DOT requesting that Stark Bridge be closed 
immediately.  (attached)  

1.  Noted that the letter stated that the bridge was owned by the Army Corp of Engineers.  


2.  DOT is stating the bridge should be closed and barricaded.  


3.  DOT is stating the bridge should be marked CLOSED.   They don't want anyone driving over this 
 
     bridge.


4.  DOT has Stark Bridge listed as a RED listed Bridge.  


5.  It will be the Town's Liability if we don't have it closed.  We are jointly liable.  A copy of the letter was 

     also forwarded to Local Government Center, Risk Management, who is the carrier for our Liability 

     Insurance.  


6.  DOT is stating there are 390 trips a day over the bridge.  


7.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that it is not a problem to close the bridge.  Asked Selectmen what date 
they want it closed. 



a. Selectmen agreed that we should close it effective Thursday, February 18, 2010.



b. Jeff Crosby will have barricades put up in front of the bridge; signs on Mansion Road and Ray 


Road letting people know that the bridge is closed.   In addition, there will be a sign on the bridge 


at both ends.  



c. Town will do a Public Notice for the paper notifying of the closing of the bridge.  



  Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will take care of putting announcement in the paper 


for Tuesday, February 16 and Wednesday, February 17, 2010. 

8.  Will mention this to Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, because of emergency access, etc. in case of ambulance 
 
     calls, etc.  


9.  People can access Stark Pond through the Ray Road side.  


10.  Need to get in touch with the Army Corp of Engineers and have both gates closed.  


11.  Will use Jersey Barriers and mount reflectors on them.  Put them at each end marking bridge closed. 


12.  People will be aware when they go to the dump this weekend and Tuesday, etc. via short cut that 
 
       the bridge will be closed shortly.  


13.  Les Hammond stated he would like to be able to say at Town Meeting that we will be back next year 

       with a proposal for next year for the replacement or extensive rehabilitation of this bridge. 



a. Charles Graybill stated that he would agree only if it was just a proposal and not a budget item. 


14.  Ron Wanner stated he had researched the Statutes extensively trying to find some mention of the 

       ownership of Stark Bridge and found nothing.    No matter what the ownership is, the bridge must be 
    
       closed at this point.  Noted this is a Class V road and can use 80-20 DOT money if we were to do 
 
       repairs, and it doesn't matter if it belongs to the Corp of Engineers or not.  However, if we do it, we are 
 
       on the hook for maintenance.  


15.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that snowmobilers and ATV's do not need to use the bridge to get to 

       their trails.  

Pole Barn: 


Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he noticed the Highway Department was in the process of building a  
pole barn.  Asked what the use would be.  


1.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated they were building the pole barn to hang the sanders.  Had some 

      materials left over from the salt shed which we are using.  Majority of the lumber we already had.  Had 
   
      to purchase a few pieces.  


Generator at School: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated the following with regard to the Generator at the School: 


1.  The Town had a two year maintenance plan when the generator was purchased that will expire in June 
 
      2010. 


2.  If we sign up for another maintenance program it will be at a cost of approximately $560.00.   They 

     provide a visual inspection, check fluids and run through a series of tests for the minor checkup.  The 
  
     major checkup consists of the same plus an oil change.  


3.  If we do the maintenance ourselves, the cost will be at least $100 for an oil change.  It takes 29 quarts of 
     oil plus the filter.  In addition, we do not have the capabilities of doing the series of tests, etc.  


Charles Graybill stated he was in favor of keeping the maintenance contract.  


Selectmen agreed that it was in the best interests of the Town to keep the maintenance contract.  
Funds would come from Town Government Buildings, etc.  
DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for information/action: 


1.  Town Warrant has been posted in three places throughout the Town. 


2.  Town Report is in the hands of the printer.  Will be delivered by February 25, 2010.  Will be at the 
 
     Post Office on Friday, February 26, 2010 for mailing.  


3. The cost of mailing 1059 Town Reports is $369.85 plus the annual bulk mailing fee of $185.00 for a 
total of $554.85.  


4.  The Bubbler in the Town Clerk's back office has been fixed.  


5.  Selectmen requested verification that there was no asbestos on the pipes, etc. 

Public Comments: 


Lori Davis stated that recently her alarm had gone off for glass breakage.   The Dunbarton Police had 
responded and she wanted to report that the police were outstanding.  It was really nice.  

OTHER BUSINESS:  

Town Clerk's Office:  


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, noted that her office would be open on Monday, February 15, 2010 (President's 
Day Holiday) because she would not be open on Tuesday, February 16.  


Police Chief - Election:

Police Chief Connelly stated that they would no longer be able to provide Police coverage at the elections 
because of budgetary shortages.  If there is a problem, they are just a phone call away.  


Marriage Petition Article: 

Jason Syversen will be speaking to this Warrant Article at Town Meeting.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made to go into a Non-Public Executive Session in accordance with RSA 91.A:3 with the Police Chief regarding personnel issues.
