7:00 P.M.  - BRIAN PIKE, CEMETERY TRUSTEE:

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that he was the one who asked about the Cemetery Trust Funds and if and how the interest could be used for cemetery maintenance, upkeep, etc.    According to the Trustees of the Trust Funds, the Cemetery Trust Funds are as follows:

Brian Pike, Cemetery Trustee, stated that they sell cemetery plots as follows: 


$100.00 for the plot


$300.00 for Perpetual Care for a total of $400/lot

He stated they get two different checks, one for $100.00 for the plot and the other for $300 for the Perpetual Care.  The $300 check goes to the Trustees of Trust Funds for Perpetual Care.  This would mean that under the Cemetery Fund Trust Account which shows a Posted amount of $600.00 that there are two Perpetual Care plots which went into that Trust Fund this year.  

Charles Graybill asked if they had ever used any of the interest generated from the Cemetery Trust Funds for Maintenance and Care of the Cemeteries.  Brian Pike stated no they had not.  They had always used the Town Appropriation.  He stated they were still trying to determine how many lots they have.  Until they determine that, it will be difficult to put a money figure on maintenance/perpetual care because it is determined by a per lot figure.  

Brian Pike stated that the Sargent Trust Account was bequeathed to the Cemetery Trust Fund and we are only allowed to use the interest from any Cemetery Trust Fund according to RSA 289.  
Brian Pike stated they needed to do some research on the Cemetery Trust Funds with the Trustee of Trust Funds.  He stated that the Cemetery Regulations were written in 2008.  Nothing has ever been expended from the Trust Funds.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated there should be some mechanism in place so that we can authorize the use of the interest monies for the care and maintenance of cemeteries.   Would like to see this interest used for headstone repair each year.  This would result in a drop in the Cemetery Budget.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated he would like to see the interest used for headstone repairs instead of having that come out of the Town Budget.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will check with Ron Slocum, Trustee of Trust Funds, to find out how the Common Trust Fund was established.  

PETER HECKER, CHAIRMAN, SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING COMMITTEE: 

Peter Hecker, Chairman, Single Stream Recycling Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss 
the Single Stream Recycling Committee as follows: 

1.  Have written a report for the Town Report for the Single Stream Recycling Committee. 


2.  The committee's job was to determine if Single Stream Recycling was in the best interests of the Town and report 
back to the Town, etc. 


3.  Negative things have happened over the past year.  There are wars going on within the Coop with Hopkinton and 
Webster wanting to get out, etc.  


4.  Left with no decisions to make because there is nothing we can do.  It will be next year at the earliest that 
something might happen.  


5.  Are asking the Board of Selectmen for the Committee to continue because there are people on the Committee 
who are very interested in looking at what we do today and look at the procedures to see if we can save the Town 
money.  

6.  If we find things that can be changed for the better and it doesn't affect the budget, hopefully we can do them.  

7.  Will continue to meet monthly this coming year (not in the summer).  


8.  Any recommendations, policies, and procedures, monetary changes, we will bring before the Board of 
Selectmen.  If it is something simple, Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, has the authority to do it, 
we will 
let him do it, etc.  


Selectmen agreed to continue the Single Stream Recycling Committee as presented by Peter Hecker, 
Chairman.  
JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Stark Pond Stone Bridge: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, reported that the Stark Pond Stone Bridge is now closed effective Thursday, February 
18, 2010.  


Noted the following with regard to the Bridge: 


1.  Town was very fortunate in that Marcou Construction donated four Jersey barriers which we have used to block 
the bridge.  Cost of the barriers is $270.00 each so the Town saved a total of over $1,000 by the Marcou's
generosity.  They do not want them back.  


2.  Have received concerned comments from the Bureau of Trails.  Told them that we were required to close the 
bridge by DOT. 

3.  Army Corp of Engineers will send the Town a packet of information regarding ownership, etc. of the bridge.  


4.  Jeff Crosby and Ron Wanner will go into DOT regarding possible bridge repairs/funding.  


5.  Letter notifying DOT that the Town of Dunbarton has closed the bridge should be sent immediately with a copy 
going to Primex and the Army Corp of Engineers.  It should be stated that the bridge is closed effective Thursday, 
February 18, 2010 with Jersey Barriers.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will write this letter for Selectmen's signature.  
Comments from the Public: 

Charles "Chuck" Williamson asked now that the bridge is closed, what responsibility do we have to maintain the 
road?  


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that until you get to the bridge, it is a Class V road.  If we close the gates on 
Mansion Road, we won't have to maintain it.  At this point, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, plows Mansion Road to the 
Bridge.  


Charles Williamson stated that the other side of Stark Bridge would have to be maintained because of parking area, 
etc.  Would need access for emergency vehicles in case of accidents, etc.  


Selectmen noted that Bill Nichols plows the parking lot for the Bureau of Trails.  If the gate is open, it is a Class V 
road.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

Police Coverage/Town Meeting:  


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board of Selectmen, and stated that she had recently spoken with 
Police Chief Connelly, and he has agreed to have an officer at the Town Meeting starting at 7:00 p.m.  The Police 
will not be present during the day for voting at Town Meeting.  

DEPARTMENTS:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues/items for action: 


Contract for Generator at Community Center:  

1.  Presented the Selectmen with a Maintenance Contract for the Generator at the Community Center at a cost of 
$580.00 for one year.  This contract would include one major maintenance and one minor maintenance call.   The 
contract period is starting January 2010 for one year. 


At this point in the discussion, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he had found out that the company owes 
the Town of Dunbarton one more minor maintenance call that we have already paid for.  The company had 
not done the oil change so we have one more due.    We should either reduce the cost of the contract or change 
the effective date to June or July of 2010.  Need something in writing from the company before the Selectmen 
sign the contract.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will coordinate to revise the contract and 
get in touch with the company.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made to go into a Non-Public Executive Session in accordance with RSA 91.A:3 with the Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager regarding personnel issues.
